Women Make Bricklayers Take Them
Off and Don Pairs With
Union Labels

Special to The Herald,
OSKALOOSA, Towa, July 18.—With
trowels in hand, and wearing overalls

which did not bear the union label,
two bricklayers appeared at the Penn
Garment company's factory and began
to lay brick on an extension. The union
girls employed by the company “went
out” to stay until the bricklayers
changed their workig clothes.

“You'd better see the workingmen
about it,”” he told them, “They are
union brick masons and will doubtless
change their pants if you want them
to.”

Then the girls went to the working-
men.

“You can’'t work on our bullding if
you wear pants like that,” said the
president of the Garment Workers’
union.

‘“We have none other,” answered the
men in the unfair overalls.

Then, the girls walked out. There
were fio union made garments man-
ufactured all morning. But when Phil
A. Derr, the superintendent, saw that
the girls meant to shut down the fac-
tory for good if he did not have the
men change their togs he made a

proposition,

“I'll furnish the overalls,” he told
the union maids, “if you will take
them out to the men and make them
change."”

This the bravest of the girls agreed
to do, and the men were brought into
the factory, fitted with new overalls at
the expense of the company, after
which they went back to their work.
