PASADENA.July l«.-rDurlng today's
meeting of the city council as a board
of equalization twenty-nine protests
against araesamentfi mnde by the pres-
ent assessor were made, one company
alone making as many requests for re-
duction as were made by all the pro-
tefttants together last year.
It wag decided to fix on Wednesday

as the last day for the receiving of
protests, after which those already on
file will be taken up nnd acted upon.

Fifty-seven protests have thus far
been filed.

Last year the totnl number flled was
fourteen, a fact which gives the rec-
ord number of kicks for this year.

The Citizens' KenUy company en-
tered fourteen protests. The North
Pasadena Water company asked for a
reduction of $31,935. The company's
franchise Is assessed at $9000, nnd vig-
orous objection is made to this figure.

Thp Consolidated (Ins company ap-
penred with an objection today and the$25,000 assessment placed on the com-
pany's franchise Is the principal boneof contention, the company Insisting
thnt the franchise Is now worth more
thnn $16,000 and claiming that the other
figures are at least $15,000 too high.

The petition for the extension of the
Colorado street asphalt pavement from
the present city limits to the new ones
is meeting with hardly any opposition
and Is likely to go to the city council
one week from tomorrow.

NEW GOLF-TENNIS CORSET

Husband Puts Pathetic Inscription on
Wife's Tomb—Waa Her

Dying Study
Special Cable to The Herald.

LONDON, July 14.— A pathetic story
centers round a large white marble
tombstone in Hampstead cemetery, the
inscription on which Is written in Pit-
man's reporting style of shorthand.

The symbols, which occupy but a
small space on the stone, are composed
of lead let into the marble. The fulltranslation Is as follows:

"In loving memory of Louisa, thedearly loved wife of William Day, who
fell asleep in Jesus on February 21,
1905, aged 36.

Weep not for me, my friend so dear,
Iam not dead, but sleeping here.
In faith Ilie, my grave you see,
Prepare yourself to follow me.".
AVllllam Day tells the history of the

stone and its strange Inscription.
"We had not been married long be-

fore my wife fell ill of consumption,"
he said. "She grew rapidly weaker andabout, took up the study of shorthand
weaker, and not being able to move
to pass away the long days.

"She became so interested that she
asked me to learn shorthand, too, and
so day after day Igat at my wife's bed-
side while she gave me lessons. She
had the most wonderful patience, and
•when too weak to speak would point
out my mistakes by signs.
"I shall never forget those days,'

continued Mr. Day, "nor my wife's de-
light when Igained a speed certificate.
Shortly afterwards she died.
"Ithought that the most fitting way

to commemorate her was to have the
inscription on her tombstone written In
the symbols which she loved so much."

Franklin's trip north recently in
search of evidence.

"The official class is now losing the
hereditary hatred for the foreigner and
the common people are receiving the
stranger more cordially. The English
alliance and the wide sympathy of the
United States have driven the last nail
in the coffin of the yellow peril as far
as Japan is concerned. In the lightof re-
cent developments she stands pledged
to the policy of the open door anrl
there is no doubt' this promise willbe

"The result has been that Japan's
self-reliance .has been' developed and
her natural facilities. Her growth has
been distinctly her own.

"It is no wonder that the yellow race
has a hereditary hatred for the white
race. Japan opened her doors to for-
eigners 300 years ago, but finding she
could not control them, she closed her
doors to them after the expiration of
fifty years.

"The physical idea of the yellow peril
has its root in the white peril which
threatens the orient. Russia threatens
China on the north, France on the
south, and Germany is drivinga wedge
into the Shantung peninsula. A horde
of other concession seekers are harass-
Ing China on all sides.

Tells of Yellow Peril

"The other Idea is of a commercial
peril, a competition in industry and
manufacturing affairs so keen and
cruel that the business enterprise of
the western world would be unable to
stand against it.

"The 'yellow peril' is used as a term
to convey two quite different Ideas.
One is the physical idea, an lneptism of
barbarism, like that of Attila and his
Huns, who, armed and united, were
ambitious to bear down and destroy the
white race everywhere.

A feature of this morning's lecture
hours was the address given by Rev.
Henry Butler Schwartz, returned mis-
sionary from Japan, on .the- subject
"The Yellow Peril and the Open Door."
He said in part: .

FROM SEASHORE CITY

The phosphorescence is gradually
coming inshore now and promises to
be very bright for a night or two.

The bay or inner harbor became
filled with the dead fish, but a high
tide one night carried out the whole
mess.

For several days no one dared eat
fish and the Japanese at White's point
claimed that their business was spoiled
because of the killingof the abalones.

It became a nuisance at last as the
little fellows seemed to be unable to
get around Point Firmin and as a result
died along the shores, leaving a
nauseating odor. The poison in the
phosphoresence killed fish, clams and
abalones.

Three years ago it was the brightest
along this coast ever seen. At that
time the whole pea seemed ablaze and
many visitors came from afar, one pro-

fessor coming from the Atlantic coast
where it is unknown.

A Former Spectacle

The little sea animals are filled with
phosphoresence that the waves often
present a thrillingsight at night sim-
ilar to waves of liquid fire. If the night
b« dark the whole sea seems to ,be
ablaze and even the sands from which
the water has receded sparkle like mol-
ten gold.

PTidlnium isa native of tropical
waters but often in midsummer It

seems to drift along the -coast, grad-
ually dying out until it reaches Santa
Cruz, seldom being seen above that
latitude.

They are seen now In the sea to the
east of San Pedro and south of Ter-
minal.

This phosphoresence formerly came
along the coast only at great intervals,
but the past three years it has been a
regular visitor every summer. Tho
technical term for It Is peridinium and
It Is really the work of animalaculae so
minute that it takes millions of Indi-
vidual specimens to filla square inch
of water.
