No reason was assigned for the act
except that the woman was utterly
bored with life. Mr. and Mrs. Cren-
shaw had no children.

Crenshaw was Incredulous, and It
was not until the woman fell to the
floor, wrlthlnsr in convulsions, that he
summoned a physician. By that time,
however, the poison had so thoroughly
permeated her system that nothing
could be done to save her. and Mrs.
Crenshaw died a few minutes after the
arrival of the doctor.

Tuesday afternoon, when her hus-
band was at work,his wife entered the
shop and quietly Informed him that she
had taken poison, holding: ut> an empty
box marked strychnine to substantiate
her statement.

Since moving to Texas Mrs. Cren-
shaw complained of the monotony of
the life she and her husband led, and
contrasted the dreariness of it with
the happy, care-free, exciting life of
the circus. • Her husband paid little
attention to her complaints.

While Mrs. Crenshaw was in South-
ern California she lived at Colegrove
with her mother, Mrs. Gallup. Her
stepfather was employed in Colegrove
as a blacksmith. Mrs. Crenshaw and
her husband, also a blacksmith, left
the vicinityof Los Angeles two months
ago and w^nt to Fort Worth, Texjf
where her husband found employment.

Tires of Life

Nellie de Vaughn attained consider-
able notoriety In Los Angeles by mak-
ing a balloon ascension from Chutes
park. At that time she dropped from
the balloon in a parachute. A few
months later she made an ascension inan airship and narrowly escaped deathas the machine overturned in midair.

The last time she got into the spot-
light in Los Angeles waa. when sherode one of Dr. Carver's diving horses
as Itleaped from a tower into a tank
of water. After that she played en-
gagements at the cheap vaudeville
houses, where she worked as an acro-
bat.
