Tho council went ahead briskly today
In Its arrangements for the building
and equipping of a municipal plant to
be paid for by a special tax levy, al-
though there was some evidence that
a few of the councllmen were waver-
ing in its support.

PASADENA, Aug. 21.—"Please ad-
vise us not later than Wednesday, Au-
gust 22, current, whether or not you
wish us to continue tho public service
we are now rendering the city of Pasa-'
dena" Is the way the Edison Electric
company served notice on the city
council today as Its ultimatum In,the
present dispute between the company
and the city administration. .

In response to this request the coun-
cil authorized the mayor to enter into
an agreement withthe Edison company
for lighting the streets up to and until
the projected municipal electric light-
ing plant la ready for operations. Itis
not altogether certain that the Edisoncompany willaccept such an agreement
but the city will make the proffer be-
cause, as one of the councilmen said
this afternoon, "It Is either this con-
tract or dark streets."

About midnight of the 13th a party of
soldiers, probably nine to fifteen, made
a raid through several squares of the
town, firing -75 to 150 shots, killinga
bartender and dangerously wounding
a lieutenant of police.
