Another brutal murder of woman
took place yesterday afternoon at Mon-
rovia when Alfonso Albitre shot Fran-
cisca Ramirez to death.

The Mexican shot the woman first
through the right cheek as she fled
from him through the door to the
shack where the couple have been liv-
ing as man and wife for several
months. He then took deliberate aim
at her prostrate body and fired another
shot through her brain, kiiling her in-
stantly.

Albitre has been ‘disliked by his
neighbors ever since his arrival in
Monrovia about a year ago, and on ac-
count of his brutal treatment of the
woman whom he yesterday killed, it
has been threatened several times by
enraged citizens to run him out of
town.

Until recently Albitre was employed
at the Pottenger sanitarium near Mon-
rovia, but was discharged, it was
stated, on account of being drunk.

There were no witnesses to the mur-
der, although several persons saw the
fleeing Mexican a few moments after
he mitted the revolting crime.

It is thought that the crime was
committed in a fit of drunken rage.

His trail was found in a walnut or-
chard several miles from the starting
point, but was soon lost in the echap-
arral.

Gilbert remained at Lemon all last
night in the hope of intercepting the
man when he left the wash.

Goes Toward Whittier

It is known that the Mexican has
relatives in the vicinity of Whittier,
and it 18 believed that he will try to
gain shelter there.

Coroner Trout went to Monrovia yes-
terday afternoon as soon as he was in-
formed of the murder and the verdict
arrived at him was willful murder.

The Mexican, it is stated, served a
term at San Quentin for attempting to
kill a laborer at Whittier, from which
place he went to Monrovia,

ASCOT PARK

Alleged Wife Murderer Seen at Two
Places Inside City Limits and
Officers Are Hot on
His Trail

In the belief that Fred Cook, alleged
wife murderer, was on the eve of cap~
ture, a cordon of deputy sheriffs and
policemen surrounded the district near
Ascot park early yesterday morning,
where Cook was seen by at least two
persons,

It is said he called at.one home and
demanded to be admitted. The owner
of the house said his wife was ill and
shut the door in his face, following
a long conversation with Cook.

A telephone message was sent to
the police station and within half an
hour a number of patrolmen from the
University :ub-station and several
deputy sheriffs seacrched the vicinity
where Cook was seen, but in vain,

Cook also was seen at a little all
night lunch wagon near the car barns
in East Fifty-sixth street. He pur-
chased a meal and is sald to have dis-
played considerable money.

Following the rumor of his appear-
ance near the city Ilimits, Captain
Broadhead harnessed his horse and
drove about the outskirts of Los An-

searched every street, road and path
within several miles of the park.

It 1s belleved that Cook purchased a
weapon at Redondo and nqw is armed.
Others theorize that he carried two
revolvers at the time he is sald to
have shot his wife and still keeps one
of the weapons. The other was left
in the car,

‘Whichever theory is correct, the po-
lice belive Cook is armed and ready
to battle for his life.

They say he will never be captured
allve but will either commit suicide
or else try to shoot the men who en-
deavor to arrest him.

Marks of Identification

Cook should be easily identified. He
is said to have a cut in the chin, sev-
eral lacerations on the nose and wears
a stubby black beard. His black hair,
dyed red, is already showing the darker
hair at the roots. He walks lame.

The police believe some of the per-
_sons who clalm to have seen Cook
were mistaken but it is certain the
alleged murderer was seen near Ascot
park and was concealed in the under-
brush near the park or along the river
bank all day.

Late in the afternoon Detective In-
gram went away on a fresh clew and
Patrolmen Home and King went hot
after a report Cook was sleeping be-
neath an abandoned barn not far from
Florence.

With all the contradictory rumors
and reports, it is positive, say the
police, that the cordon is slowly being
drawn about the wanted man and that
he cannot escape detection much longer.

SAN FRANCISCO, BSept. 2.—~There
was practically no change today in the
strike of the motormen and conductors
of the United Railroads and not a
wheel has turned on the entire system
since last Sunday morning when the
men walked out.

The prospect of an early settlement
or resumption of car service does not
appear very promising, Both sides
to the controversy are as far apart as
ever despite the strenuous efforts put
forth by Mayor Schmitz to bring about
a settlement.

Although many rumors were flying
thick that the company would en-
deavor to take out a car today on one
of its many lines and the union pickets
were almost doubled, no attempt was
made to take a car out of any of the
car barns. It is sald that the United
Rallroads ded In 1i into
the city about six hundred strike
breakers before daylight this ‘nor'nlng
despite the vigllance of the' wunion
plckets. ‘

are not motormen and conductors, but
track workers and construction men,
who have been held for several days
at Port Costa, Antioch and other bay
towns for an opportunity to bring them
into the city without being observed
by plckets of the construction workers

Is a Friend of Unions

President Calhoun said he wanted
it understood that he was not fightin
organized labor, that he was a frien
of unions and had always been; he
declared he is not fighting the Carmen's
unfon but the policy of the union. He
believed that the unions intended to
ralse the standard of the labor and fit
them to be a better citizen.

He held, however, that contracts with
a union should be sacred and that the
union should volce the highest sense
of honor. He considered the action of
the carmen inexcusable and declared
that the present strike was the most
disgraceful one that has ever occurred
in the relations between employer and
employe in this country, because of
the carmen’s violation of their con-
tract.

“The issue Is one of principle,” said
he, “and I might as well meet it now
as some time in the future, I cannot
see why the people of S8an Francisco
should object to the men I am bringing
here to run the cars,

“They are trained in the service and
are peaceful and law abiding citizens,
My men have refused to work for me
and 1 have secured other capable men
who are willing to work at my wages."

In reference to the alleged statement
of Mayor Schmitz that the ordinance
requiring motormen or conductors to
have one week's experience before they
can be given, cars, would be enforced,
Mr, Calhoun stated that no attention
would be paid to that ordinance.

It is said that only a few carmen
reported to the company this morning
n compliance with the notice posted
vesterday by President Calhoun, that
all who did not return for duty this
morning would be discharged. Presi-
dent Calhoun stated that some of the
men had reported for work but refused
to state how many.

President Cornellus of the carmen
sald that about half a dozen men re-
turned their punches and badges and
received thelr deposits in return, but
that none of the men reported for
work,

Mr. Calhoun this afternoon posted a
gecond notice informing his former
employes that those who had not re-
turned their badges or reported for
work would not be allowed to ride free
on the cars either in uniforms or on
thelr badges.

“publick,” “almanack,” “aera,’” ‘‘phan-
tasy,” and ‘“waggon,” of our great
grandfathers. \

“It is not an attack on the language
of Shakespeare and Milton, because it
i{s in some Instances going back to the
forms they used and in others merely
the extension of changes, which, as
regards other words, have taken place
since their time. It is not an attempt
to do anything far reaching or sudden
or violent, or indeed anything very
great at all.

“It is merely an attempt to cast what
slight welght that can properly be
cast, on the side of popular forces
which are endeavoring to make our
spelling & little less foolish and fantas-
tic.

ABOLISH TONNAGE AND
NAVIGATION DUES

WASHIM TON, Sept. 1.—All ton-
nage and navigation dues in the Philip-
pines have been abolished by an act of
the Philippine commission passed
August 381, of which notice has just
been received.

By this act of the Philippine commis-
sion Manl!la becomes in fact the only
ree port, in so far as tonnage and nav-
igation dues are concerned, in the
Orfent. Hongkong, which is usually re-
ferred as a free port, imposes a tax,
designated “light dues” of 1 cent, Mexi-
ton.

The vessels most favorably affected
by this will be those from the United
States and ¢ v places remote from
the Phlnpplne islands.
