Again the type) of boats Is a fnnilllnr
one In Germany, but an entirely new
one to the American designers nnd the
outcome will be watched with groat
Interest to *cc whether the Yankee de-
signer and builder without previous
trial hail turned out a boat, which 13
faster than hlti German competitor.

The restrictions nre that the yachts
must be built with the total length of
the wnter line, beam and draught not
over thirty-two feet, the nail area
not over 560 square feet and the weight
of the boats not more than 4035 pounds.
The American ynchts average 36.8 over
all!and 91.41 feet on the^water line.

The German yachts average 32.92 feet
over all and 20.R0 feet On the water line.

1city jail on a charge of disturbing
the peace.

About two months ago a feud began
between Mark Leon and Pierre Thomp-
son, over the possession of the lovely
daughter of Thompson, the story goes.
It Is said Leon offered to pay $1000 tn
barter to Thompson for the blushing
Maria and after a long conference
Thompson gave his. consent.
•There was a gypsy wedding1. The

bride jumped over the broomstick tn
approved fashion and was led to the
tent of Leon.

A little later trouble arose. It Is
said, because Leon had failed to give
the number of horsps he harl promised
for his bride). ..

A desperate fight ensued, the police
say, and a. group of nomads were taken
to the police station.' Finding it im-
possible to fathom the rights of the
parties, the prosecuting attorney did
not Issue any complaint at the time.

The same bone of contention caused
the disturbance of yesterday, the police
say.

The encampment Is In Mission road.
A number of gaudily painted wagons
are grouped in a fleld, with dingy
tents pitched in a circle. Ponies are
tethered nearby.

The gypsies wander about the city
telling fortunes and among- them all
Maria Leon has borne the title of
"queen".- because of her success in win-
ning money from the persons she has
Interviewed.

She represented a valuable asset In
the eyes of her thriftyfather and when
Leon Is said to have failed In his pay-
ments Thompson demanded that his
daughter be returned to him as there
were plenty of suitors eager topay well
for the handsome slxtjeen-year-old
queen.

About 9 o'clock, Patrnnmen Dltewig
and Sherman of the east side sub-sta-
tion arrested five of the gypsies, who
furnished bail of $25 each.

Tho alleged disturbance was sup-
posed to be over, but two hours later
the smoldering fires broke out afresh
and Patrolman McDowell was sent to
the scene of combat and arrested six
more of the tribe, who were locked up
In the city jailon charges of disturbing
the peace.

Among them were Mark Leon and his
pretty wife, Maria. She was clad In
Bilks of many hues and bore herself
proudly as became her station.

When the pollen photographer asked
her to sit for her picture, she showed
her pearly teeth and smiled bewltch-
Ingly while the picture was taken of
her charms.

They willform a pic-
turesque group, but Maria, the queen,
will outshine them all.
