BRIGHT PRESENTATION OF
DRAMATIZED NOVEL

Mary Van Buren's Farewell a Happy
Selection—Grand Gets Back
to Melodrama With
a Vim

Mary Van Buren began the closing
sveek of her very brief seagon at the
Burbank yesterday In that clever
dramatization by Paul M, Potter of Du
Maurier's immortal novel of artist life
in Parls, “Trilby.” And Mary Van Bu-
ren, more than in any other play in
which she has appeared here this time,
deepened the regret which i35 generally
expressed that her stay Is to end sp
soon,

In only one respect can one seriously
object to the Trilby of Miss Van Buren
—ghe {g not tall enough. The heroine
of the novel was quite of A generous
helght, and Miss Van Buren, while of
good size, is still hardly as elongated
as the text requires. But in the multi-
tude of attractive qualities which her
characterization presents, one nearly
always forgets this one thing that she
cannot change. And it seems hardly
fair even to mention this one objection
to her, ilhasmuch ae her pulchritude
was the one great fault in her Camille;
and she can't change her beauty, either.
That same beauty mightily applies in
“Trilby,” for the Du Maurier heroine
certainly was depicted as lovely.

BRIGHT ACTRESS AT ORPHEUM
WHO LEADS THE POLLY GIRLS

The Trilby of Miss Van Buren is a
very winning young woman. She is
not the wild, hilarious grisette that one
at first thought would believe ghe
ought to be., A careful study of the
book will demonstrate that she is right
in thus toning down the character from
the ordinary conception. She presents
a sweet, lovable, happy-go-lucky girl,
quick to anger but equally quick to af-
fection; tender and demonstrative in
oher lgve, full of camaraderie, and alto-
gether winning. This Is the kind of
girl Trilby must have been, to capture
the hearts of the redoubtable trio who
all loved her.

That she was wicked, not intention-

as here played implies rather than de-
clares. This, too, is acceptable; one
cares more for her than if she frankly
avowed her moral shortcomings. She
sinned; she admite it; she palliates it
in no way; she explains merely by say-
ing that she was accommodating. It is
not a good moral defense, but it makes
us like her for her very humanness,
And that's Trilby. So Miss Van Bu-
ren's depiction of the part leaves a
pleagant memory with wus, and the
fetching heroine clings closely to our
hearts.

The Burbank players shine strongly
in the several roles allotted them. Mace
Greenleaf is a ponderously likable
Taffy, William Bernard is uniquely
clever as the canny Laird, and Harry
Mestayer, as Little Billle, a sort of
milk-and-water part in less capable
hands, makes one think strongly of a
certain very delightful “Imp,” and to
applaud as much from memory as from
present evidences. Harry Glazier's
Svengali, while in many re pects like
that of William Gillette, is yet differ-
ent, and is quite as thrillingly creep as
could be asked, thus .dding to his list
another role of peculiar excellence.
John Burton makes the Rev. Thomas
Bagot the typical caricature of a cler-
gyman—why a r.al minister cannot be
depicted on the stage one cannot but
wonder. Carroll Marshall is Mrs. Ba-
bhot; Phroso McAllister is capable as
Mme. Vinard, and the rest of the com-
pany in minor parts almost raise them
to higher proportions. It is too bad
that the soon to leave Brenda Fowler
hasn't a better chance, but she does
well what little is given her.

“Trilby” abounds in good scenes. The
studio in the first act is atmospheric
to a degree, and’ the revels in the sec-
ond act are quite natural. The Trilby
song in act III is cleverly done. The
mountings and costumes are fine,

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POLICE INSIST ON REMOVAL
OF REMAINS

Speculation Prevails ‘as to Who the
Woman Occupants Were—One
Was Hurt; Other Ran Away
From the Scene

Curious crowds thronged the vicinity
of Figueroa and Eighth streets yester-
day inspecting the demolished automo-
bile which met with destruction in col-
lision with an east-bound electric car
of the University traction line, Satur-
day evening.

A general supposition is that the
wreck belongs to Allen Ellington of the
Home Realty company, who resides at
1760 West Twenty-third street. Elling-
ton, who was formerly connected with
the drug establishment at Temple and
Spring streets, refused to make any
statement regarding the affair at his
home last night, where it was admitted
that the Ellington machine had met
with dire mishap.

Although the fact that a woman per-
haps seriously injured, had been taken
from the scene of the accident to the
Douglas building, was published yes-
terday morning, no efforts were made
by the police throughout the day to
make inquiries regarding the affair.

Protest Against Debris

An inconvenience to residents in the
immediate neighborhood of the acci-
dent resulted in a protest to the police
station, where it was said that action
would be taken to remove the shattered
pleasure car.

The fact that Ellington would not
talk regarding the supposed destruction
of his machine, combined with the
statement of his sister, Miss Adele, that
her brother had not been at home Sat-
urday evening prior to the accident,
and the admission at the Ellington
residence that the car had met with a
mishap, leads strongly to the be-
lief that Ellington was one of the party
of four which collided with the electric
car.

Although it was rumored Saturday
night that Miss Adele Ellington was
with her brother at the time of the
accident and received serious injuries,
later developments arising from the
fact that the feminine occupant was
taken to a surgeon’s office in the Doug-
las building tend to a belief that the
woman was other than Mr. Ellington's

sister.
Woman Still Unknown

Nothing which would lead to the
identification of the uninjured woman
who, according to witnesses, ran swiftly
down Figueroa street, has become man-
ifest.

A close inspection of the wrecked
automoblle demonstrates that the occu-
pants had met with a remarkable es-
cape from death, as the entire car is
nothing more than a scrap heap.

The fact that Motorman Tim Follie
saw the car whiz Into view as he ap-
proached the crossing prevented a ca-
tastrophe, as the trolley was speeding
to gain schedule time. The air brakes
were applied simultaneously with the
appearance of the auto as it shot in on
South Figueroa, lessening the impact
which could not possibly bhe avolded.

The members of the accident party
were tremulous with excitement and
appeared extremely anxious to hide
their identity from the crowd of car
occupants and witnesses of the affair
who quickly gathered with offers of
assistance,
