PASADEN A, Hept, 13 —After a year
of acute controversy the so-called “Y*™
hook, containing the location of all the
places where private residence sewers
‘may be connected with the main pipe,
has come into possession of the city
officials,

How Superintendent of Streets Beyer
obtained the book he absolutely refuses
10 say, while €., (. Brown, former street
superintendent, is equally reticent. Mr.
Beyer's anly statement is that the diffi-
culty has been patched up in a satis-
factory manner.

Over a year ago Mr. Beyer engaged
Brown to make a record of the sewer
“¥s&"' as they were put down. These
connection places are located at irregu-
lar distances and wvmay be found on
either side of the main pipe. For this
service Brown was to be paid a reason-
able sum, Brown kept the book for the
Raymond avenue-Dakota street sewer
syetem, one of the largest in the tity.

When Brown presented the bill for
the work the city auditor and city at-
torney refused to approve the bill, on
the ground that the city charter pro-
vides that the work should be done by
the superintendent of streets himself.

Under these circumstances Brown re-
fused to turn in the hook, and as the
sewer had all heen filled in it was im-
possiblé to tell where to dig to connect
residences with the main sewer pipe.

Beyer then invented a machine to
drag through the main pipe, the ma-
chine indicgting by a bell when it
reached a joint og “Y."”

The contrivance failed to work well,
and many residences have not been
connected with the sewer even yet, for
the simple reason that the proper place
for connecting cannot be lacated. Un-
der these circumstances some property
‘owners, not being able to use the sewer,
have refused to pay for its construction.

During the year the construction of
the locating machine, which s popu-
larly known as the “wogglebug”’ and
the work ,of hunting for the “Ys” has
cost the ctiy much more than Brown's
original bill was, Now Brown has
turned over the "Y' hook and the trou-
ble is settled, how, no oné will tell.
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CANNERY COLL.APSES;
EMPLOYES INJURED

OAKLAND, (‘al., Sept. 13.—Without
warning about noon today the floor of
the loft above the syrup department in
the bhuilding at First and Filbert
streets, West Oakland, owned and op-
erated by the California Canners' as-
sociation collapsed from an overweight
of empty and filled cans to the first
floor.

For a time pandemonium reigned
among the hundreds of employes of the
place and several women fainted, while
others werg slightly injured by heing
struck by falling cans and falling on
knives with which they worked as they
ran from the place.

Although a wrecking crew is still at
work it is not presumed that any one
was killed.

Thyre were 460 men, women and girls
in the building at the time of the ac-
cident.

Just after the roof fell a large steam
pipe burst and clouds of escaping
steam prevented immediate rescue
