Vegetable Produces Plymouth Rock
Sandwiches, Broiled on the Bush.
Hopes to Extract Lard
From Pigweed

McKEESPORT, Pa., Sept. 16 —~Me-
Keegport citizens are feeling highly
elated over the attention that an ex-
hibit of their townsman, John Hodge,
is attracting at the Pittsburg exposi-
tion now In sessfon. Mr. Hodge's ex-
hibit I8 on the left side of the main
algle ag one enters Machinery hall,
and can easily be found by the large
crowd which is almost always Inspect-
ing the marvel.

The dlsplay which s attracting so
much attention consists of half a dozen
egg plants, of a kind never before seen
in this or any other locality. ' Mr.
Hodge Is striving to out Burbank Cali-
fornia’'s famous Luther Burbank, and
judging by his latest achievement has
done so, /

The vines of four different wvarie-
ties, the Plymouth Rock, the buff
Coachin, the Leghorn, and the Pekin
duck. Each is named after the style
of egg which 1t produces.

Of these, the Plymouth Rock egg
gl’u‘mt seems to be the most popular.

e fruit grows In large bunches, eight
often being found in a single cluster.
The eggs are dark brown in color, and
full of a rich albumen that would de-
celve a connoisseur in hen fruits,

The proverbial lunch counter egg is
losing its terrors, for McKeesport resi-
dents gince the coming of the new
plant, as most of the up-to-date res-
taurant keepers have several of the
plants growing in their back yards.

Poached by the Sun

Thus far, it has been found impos-
sibe to ship any of the fruit, owing
to its tendency to spoll quickly. The
egg fruit is gathered in the evening,
and must be used within 24 hours, or it
soon takes on the flavor of a back
woods stage when the actors have
faMed to please the rural population.

The eggs are very susceptible to heat
and during the recent “sizzlers,” many
dozen were poached beneath the
bushes, Consequently restaurant ha-
bitues were treated to cheap poached
eggs. Will Snyder, who has a large
field of the new plants along Wood's
run, reports that many which fell into
the run during the hot weather were
boiled by the heat, and his family are
growing sick of bhoiled eggs.

The uncertain climate in thig section
has more than doubled Mr. Hodge's
difficulty, but. his perseverance has
stood him In good stead, and he intends
to go on improving the new plant till
it supplants the hen.

Last year, his efforts were bent on
making vegetable lard from the com-
mon plgweed, and the brand now on
the market bearing the label “Hodge's
Lard,” on a brass shield, with a ram-
pant pigweed on either side, bears
witness to the wonderful genius of the

CATS CHANGETO
MOURNING HUE

FUROF FELINES BECOMES BLACK
FROM GRIEF

Death of Master Plunges Pets Into
Deepest Sorrow, and Snow
White Coats Turn Stygian
Black

GRELLEY, lowa, Sept. 8.~In con-
nection with the death of Jake Mliinch,
who died at his farm three miles north
of here September 1, one of the most
curlous phenomena ever observed In
animal life in this section of the coun-
try has occurred. The death of Mr,
Miinch was entirely unexpected, he
having gone to the 180-acre corn fiel
which forms the south boundary of his
farm after eating a heavy dinner.

Hls body was found by John Helle-
bore, one of the laborers on Mlinch's
farm, about an hour after it is believed
he explred from heart failure, superin-
duced by solar asphyxia. Miinch was
the owner of two cats that were never
separated from their owner during the
eight years previous to his death. His
affection for the felines was a by word
in this section of the county, and the
animals seemed to have as great regard
for him,

‘When Miinch's bady was found in the
corn fleld the two cats, both snow white,
were standing guard and they resisted
strenuously all efforts to remove the
body of the unfortunate man. en
the funeral occurred, some days ago,
the cats followed the body to the grave
and did not leave it until they were
taken away by relatives of Miinch, who
wished to keep the pets as a reminder
of the dead man.

Cats Change Color

After the funeral the cats were taken
to the home of the deceased where they
had lived for mor than eight years.
They were not seen for two days after
the funeral, and when they did return,
driven by hunger, it was noticed that
their coats which had been snow white
previous to the death of their master,
were turning darker and darker, until
three days ago they were entirely black.
Visitors to the cats whom have been
ghown since the transformation, refuse
to belleve that their original color was
white.

Before the change In the color
scheme of the pair, seldom did they
“mieauw” after the manner of com-
mon cats, but since they changed from
blondes to brunettes, they scarify the
stillness of the night with their wails.

Since they have changed their color
the two have taken to frequenting the
grave yard in which Miinch is entombed
and passersby late at night are oft-
times startled by the frightful screams
which resound through the quiet coun-
tryside. Their eyes seem to have gained
in luster also, and their shining orbs
added to the moans which they give
vent to have given the old grave yard a
reputation of being haunted.

The neighbors have been much an-
noyed by the ghostly duet since
Miinch's funeral and it 18 probable that
before long the cats will be laid to
rest alongside their old master, for
such was his wish expressed in his will.
Meanwhile, the old burying ground is
sedulously avoided by the villagers and

When one
of the farm hands nearly lost his foot,
the toes having heen nipped by the
cold, the farmers banished the
wonder from thelr flel .

His idea. worked out to perfection and
in a short time the professor's back
yard was full of milk weeds, 56
from their wild neighbors only in the
fruit.

ful plant r bles the . milk
weed of the pasture, but by some in-
explicable freak of Mother Nature the
flavored milk collects in the Dur-
ing the hot days of August the refrig-
erator plant asserts itself and the in-
tense cold produced serves to freeze
the milk in the pod. The ice cream
is wonderfully rich and the contents of
one pod is sufficient for two persons.
A large ice cream plant will produce
eriough dessert to supply a family of
seven with cream every day in the
week and twice on Sunday.

Up to the present time the work has
been experimental, but with assu
success in sight the professor is lay-
ing out his broad acres in ice cream
plants and next summer it is hoped
that the entire southern section of Mis-
sissippi will be supplied with young
seedlings of the marvelous horticul-
tural wonder.

Elhannon M. Lank Returns to Detroit,
> wi\ere He Will Appear Against

Captain James McDonnell, chief of de-
tectives of Detroit, Mich.,, who has been
in Los Angeles since Tuesday, ostensi-
bly on a pleasure trip, but in reality to
find Elhannon M. Lank, the Los Ange-
les contractor who was drugged and
robbed of $1500, started east last night
with his man. ol

Lank, who is a well-to-do contractor,
with a home on Brooklyn avenue, was
in Pontiac, Mich., during the early part
of August, intending to make a real es-
tate deal. From there he went to De-
troit, arriving August 12, and on the
morning of that day he went through
his thrilling experience.

According to Lank's story he had in
his pocket $16500 when he entered “Billy”
Casidine’s cafe, a place which he says
he afterward learned is notorious be-
cause of the many shady transactions
that have been carried on within its
gllded walls.

In telling of his experience afterward
Mr. Lank said:

L 1 wnndergevrlmlessly around the city
for a while th nothing to do and I
strolled into Considine's cafe and sa-
loon. It was a fine place and seemed
high class in every respect.

“I drank with several men, among
them two who gave their names as
James Dugan and Casidine. After a
few rounds I suddenly became dizzy
and soon lapsed into unconsciousness.

“I remember mnothing more until I
found myself awakening in a room on
the third story of the building about
noon, Some men were in the room and
they advised me to go to my hotel.

“Instinctively I felt in my pockets
for my money and discovered that all
but $300 of it had disappeared.

“I looked at my watch and saw that
it was 12 o’clock. I had entered the
cafe at 10 o'clock. I told the men I had
been robbed and intended to get my
money back if it was a possible thing.

Say Men Have a “Pull”

“We had hot words and finally $500
was returned to me and I was advised
to keep my mouth closed and say noth-
ing. I went to the Griswold house
where I was stopping and there put the
money in the safe.

“On my return to troit I was
guarded by detectives because it was
rumored an attempt would be made to
kidnap me to keep me from testifying.”

‘While in Pontiac Mr. Lank says a
certain man approached him, telling
him the whole case would be settled
as Considine was willing to make good
the loss because the robbery occurred
in his saloon.

He says that at that time $650 more
was given to him and it was intimated
that he had better go out to California
and stay there.

He says he turned the money over to
the police as evidence to be used
against Considine and then he left De-
troit.

When the case was called no trace
could be found of him and as it was
known that he had formerly lived in
Los Angeles, Capt. McDonnell started
west to find him.

News was given out by the Detrolt
police department that the captain was
away on a vacation trip and when he
arrived at the Hollenbeck last Tuesday
no one had any intimation of the real
cause of his visit.

He worked around quietly until he
found Lank and last evening they
started east together. They will make
the trip in a roundabout way, as it is
thought every effort will be made by
the defendants to keep Lank away from
Detroit. Considine, it is said, can not
be convicted without his testimony and
it appears he and'his men have no de-
sire to have the case come to trial.

Capt. McDonnell had a conference
with Chief Auble soon after his arrival
and they have been working together,
Lank would prefer to let the case drop,
but the police department has the
money given and he could not get it
without going east to testify.

It is said that several times hefore
the supposed perpetrators of similar
affairs in the Considine saloon have
been arrested, but for some reason it
was never possible to convict them.

When Thomas J. Navin, who is the
attorney for Considine and his friends,
heard of the rumor that McDonnell had
gone west in search of Lank, he is sald
to have laughed at the thought, sald
the move was all a bluff and that Lank
never would return,
