‘Walter Parker and his Southern Pa-
cific machine have been defled in the
most positive manner,

‘Nominees of the Republican county
convention who vere nomfnated by the
Democratic convention and accepted as
the candidates of the non-partisan
county committee, and who had re-
celved Instructions to withdraw from
the latter nominations, have utterly
jgnored the edict of the Republican
boss,

Last Saturday it was announced that
a meeting of the men Involved would
be held Tuesday, at which it would be
declded whether they should declare
their manhood or openly admit that
they were the pliant tools of the South-
ern Pacific,

Meeting Not Held

‘Not even the announced meeting was
held yesterday. Only individual confer-
ences were necessar, to cause the can-
didates to decide upon a stand in oppo-
sition to taking orders from Parker.

It has been decided by these men to
let the subject @~op as far as they are
individually concerred and to pay no
attention, Indivicually or collectively,
to any suggestions or admonitions that
they withdraw from the n-n-partisan
#nd Democratic tickets, and that they
will thankfully accept places on the
latter tickets.

They also declare that they will not
be a party to any movement to again
place them in nomination by petition,
together with those on the Republican
ticket who were not given indorsement.

Came Direct From Parker
Republican machine men now are en-
eavoring to malke it appear that the

three-party men were not told to with-
draw from the indorsing parties under
pain of being ostracized by the Republi-
can machine, and that the whole trouble
‘was caused by the awful road made by
the Republican machine nominees be-
cause they, too, were not included in
the indorsement.

The latter part of this statement is
,correct as far as it goes, but it does
not go half far enough. The men left
out in the cold by the non-partisans
and Democrats did make the terrific
howl with which they were credited.

They besieged Walter Parker and
roared long and loud, claiming that
their defeat was certain, and that the
election of the others equally was
certain, made so by the votes of Demo-
crats and non-partisens, the WVenice
ticket, as such, would he defeated and
the machine would be disrupted.

Parker to the Rescue

‘Whether these representations caused
Parker to act, or whether the boss pre-
viously had formulated his plan, is not
known, but it is known for a certainty
that the demand for the withdrawal of
all Venice nominees from the other
tickets came from Walter Parker per-
gonally, and that he was backed up by
a large element, if not a majority, of
the Republican county executive com-
mittee.

Parker might have been disturbed by
the lamentations of the machine men
who failed of indorsement, hut the dis-
turbance was as nothing compared to
the buzzing ofy the hornets he stirred
up by his action in endeavoring to diec-
tate to men who deny allegiance to the
Republican machine, although their
names appear upon the machine ticket,

Causes a Big Row

Parker's close advisers plainly told
him that he had madgq a mistake, but
nevertheless he contirued in his de-
mand. Seeing, however, that he would
be unable by threats to carry out his
plans, he consented, at the urgent re-
quest of party leacers, to permit the
men affected to decide among them-
selves what action they would take.

It was hoped that by taking this
course the affair would be permitted to
quietly die out and that the row en-
gendered in the Republican camp would
cease.

In this they will be disappointed, as
the animosity engendered promises to
have a lasting effect and make certain
the election of the entire non-partisan
ticket. T boldness of Boss Parker
has disgusted many Republicans who,
while not admirers of machine meth-
ods, preferred to stick to their party,
and it is stated that Parker could not
have been of greater assistance to the
non-partisan cause by taking any other
course than that whica he pursued.

Non=Partisans Active

Considerable culiet satisfaction was
displayed at the county non-partisan
headquarters yesterday over the action,
or, rather, the non-action of their can-
didates selected from the Republican
ticket, and Chairman Graham of the
executive committee expressed the con-
fident bellef that the success of the en-
tire non-partisan ticket had been made
certain by the disruption in the Repub-
lican ranks, caused by the edict of Boss
Parker.

WANT A LIB__RI__IL TURNSTILE

Device Expected to Prevent Many
Persons From Purloin.

OSES TONIGHT

IMMENSE INCREASE OF
VOTERS EXPECTED

Clerks Will Work Steadily Up to
Midnight, and After That Hour
No More Names Will Be
Admitted

The great register for Los Angeles
county and city will be closed at 12
o'clock tonight and prospective voters
at the general election In November
must have their names on that book
before midnight or there will be no
voting for them.

The registration this year has been
unusually heavy and the clerks have
been busy day and night getting the
register in shape. Monday and Tues-
day nights clerks worked until mid-
night receiving registrations and to-
night a large force will work until 12
and no registrations will be received
thereafter, so the importance of early
registration today is urged by County
Clerk Keyes who advises all to come
early and avoid the rush. The regis-
tration bureau is situated on the east
side of the bullding and the door on
that side is the only one to be used to-
night,

More than 77,000 voters have been
registered, according to the great regis-
ter, and it is expected that an extra
2000 will be added before the register
closes tonight.

Of this number about 1,000 voters
are registered from the city. The last
great register of two years ago shows
a total registration of 68,000, about 11,-
000 short of the present registration,
and at that time only 42,000 voters were
registered from the city.

At present the local registration is
far in advance of the registration of
San Francisco, county and city, and it
is doubted whether the northern city
can reach the 50,000 mark.

WL CARS SHOW
CONSTNT GHN

AND THE TOURIST SEASON
HAS NOT BEGUN

Pasadena Cars Are Now Misnomers,
as They Run Only to Mission
Road—More Promised
Soon

Notwithstandng the short trial of the
owl car service in Los Angeles, in a
season of the year when travel is light-
est, the patronage has been so good
that it is freely predicted that the ser-
vice will be augmented,

On some of the lines which would
have paid the largest profits two rea-
sons operate against larger crowas.
The last car leaves the heart of the
city at 2 o'clock, whereas 300 men em-
ployed in the printing trades alone at
night have asked for an additional car
to be run at 3 o'clock. These 300 fares
would drop into the Pacific Electric
company's lap as soon as the order
for a 3 o'clock car was given,

The other profit-destroying factor is
that the *“‘Pasadena” cars stop at Mis-
slon and Fair Oaks avenues in South
Pasadena, as the 2 o'clock and the 1
o'clock car runs only as far as the os-
trich farm.

This keeps all Pasadenans home after
midnight. It cuts off what might be
a fruitful source of revenue from Hun-
tington. This Is freely stated by those
who rely on late cars to carry them
from home to shop and store and back
again,

According to flgures furnished by
Counsel W. E. Dunn of the Huntington
interests, it costs $222 a night to op-
erate owl cars. So far their average
receipts have been but $18.50 fur the
night. It ought to be $20.

When the tourist season 18 on the
real uses of night cars can be seen
in the ride north to Pasadena.

POLIGE TRAIL
THE MURDERER

BELIEVE CUCCIA VICGTIM OF
VENDETTA

Relative of Italian Who Was Mur.
dered Two Months Ago Suspect.
ed of Shooting Man in
the Back

Joseph Cueccia, an Itallan wwhose home
Is at 418 North Avenue Nimeteen, was
shot and killed yesterday at moon in n
bugey on North Main street hy a man
riding a bieyele, P

Murderer was pursued by a man In n
buggy, but succeeded In making his es-
cape nenr 416 Bauchet street,

Fifty detectives and police have heen
assigned to wmearch for the fagitive,

Murderer belleved to be the relative
of George Malsano, who was shot June
27, 1008, by Joe Ardizzone, a cousin of
Joweph Cucein.

Bitter fend sald to have existed be-
tween the two families for many years,

Fifty detectives and policemen were
yesterday assigned to the work of
gearching for the murderer of Joseph
Cuccld, the Itallan interpreter, who
was brutally shot yesterday afternoon
on North Maln street.

‘While the fugitive criminal has not
yet been captured, clews have been
digcovered which point strongly toward
a certain resident of the Italian dis-
trict as the perpetrator of the crime.

The ynan suspected is a relative of
George. Maisano, who was killed June
27, 1906, on East Main street, near Ave-
nue Nineteen, by Joe Ardizzone, a
cousin of the man murdered yesterday,
Joseph Cuccia.

The killing of Maisano by Ardizzone
is sald to have been the result of a
long standing feud between the fami-
lies and their relatives, which is known
in Italy as the “vendetta.’’

Since Maisano was murdered, his
relative is said to have sworn ven-
geance upon Ardizzone and all his kins-
men, Ardizzone has disappeared since
his erime last June,

Ardizzone disappeared after he had
committed the crime and his disap-
pearance was immediately followed by
the absence of the suspected man who,
it is claimed, pursued Ardizzone with
the purpose of taking his life in retri-
bution for the killing of his cousin,

For the past three months the man
now under suspicion of killing Cuccia
has not been seen in Los Angeles, but
residents of the Ttalilan quarter claim
that he was seen yesterday morning
around his old haunts.

Angelo Chioppone, who has lived in
the same house with the Cuccia family
for several months, said last night:

“l am firmly convinced that Mai-
gano's cousin was the man who mur-
dered Joseph Cuccia this afternoon.
The deseriptions given of the murderer
by those who saw the deed tally ex-
actly with the personal appearance of
the man, and even the clothes the
murderer was said to have worn were
of the same character as those the sus-
pected murderer is claimed to have had
on when he was seen in the Italian
quarter this morning.

“Mr. Cuccia had experienced trouble
with this Italian a short time after the
killing of George Maisano and there
has been bad blood between the two
since."

When Mrs. Cuccia was interviewed
regarding the affair, she shuddered
perceptibly at the mention of the sus-
pected ,man’'s name, and would not
commit herself to any definite state-
ment as to who she thought the mur-
derer was, but admitted that she had
grave fears that the man was guilty.
From her manner it was also plain that
she did not feel quite sure about her
own lif=.

The g<neral opinion expressed by the
Ttallans of Los Angeles is to the effect
that the murder of Cuccia was com-
mitted by the relative of Maisano.

Cuccia was shot on North Main street
vesterday abrut noon. He was driving
slowly in a luggy near Fifteenth
street, when a joung man rode up bhe-
hind hira on a ticycle and dischargad
four shets at him from a revolver. The
first three shots missed, but the fourth
entered Cuccla's back, penetrating the
heart.

He remained

in his seat for two

blocks after the fatal shot had been
fired, but fall to the pavement in 2
swoon when Wilhardt street was
neared.

After he nad seen his victim fall, the
murderer turned his wheel south aand
rode like mad.

Twice he dicpped his pistol, dismount-
ing to pick it up, and yet no one among
the spectaiors dared to approach him.

But Aifred Diake of 845 Fast Twenty-
eighth street saw the man's - rapid
flight an1 pursved him in a bugey.

Pursuai and pursuer fled througl al-
leys and cross-streets until Bauchet,
the center of the Itgllan quarter, was
reached. Iiere the bicyelist jumped to
the ground and threw his bicycle into
the vard of 40¢ Bauchet street and dis-
appeared among the multitudinous
gmall huts closeiy huddled together in
a maze that no one familiar with the
place could pare¢ through.

It is bell:ved by the police that the
murderer 1is he'ng sheltered in gope
part of the I'x'isn quarter. At any ratc
the fugiti+» hod a well plaaced cour:e
of flight, for hie path led in the shoyt-
est way to his disappearing place, and
it i§ belleved that there was someone
in hiding near the point where he dis-
mounted from his wheel who helped
him in his escape,

Witnesses of the affair yesterday say
that the murderer was of refined ap-
pearance and well dressed. They say
he appeared to he about twenty-five
years old, wore a soft hat, a dark suit
of clothes, with a noticeably short coat.

The murdered man was considered
romething of a leader among the Ital-
lans of Los Angeles, and everyone
speaks highly of his character, He
leaves a wife and three children rang-
Ing in age from fourteen to seventeen.
The family is grief stricken by the
terrible tragedy that has befallen them.

CHAUFFEOR BOES
aUDDENLY INSANE

DRIVES MEN FROM GARAGE
WITH GUN

Sales Agent and Companion Bravely
Disarm Deranged Man Who Had
Threatened to Kill His
Friends

Jack Scott, one time champion pugi-
list, soldier and adventurer, and lat-
terly a chauffeur in the employ of the
White garage, went temporarily insane
last evening, and while in that condi-
tion terrorized the employes of the
White agency by flourishing a Win-
chester rifle.

W. Ruess, sales agent of the White
agency, stated last evening that he
believed the acgidents which Scott has
had are responsible for his mental con-
dition. As a pugilist Scott fought many
hard battles, in which he was pounded
unmercifully,. When he enlisted in the
war in the Philippines he was shot
through the stomach. During the time
he has been driving an automobile, a
period of several years, he was hurt
in many accidents and the combined
result of the stress, mental and physi-
cal, whch he endured,’ came last even-
ing when he became, for a period, a
madman.

Ruess’s account of the affair was as
follows:

“I was standing in the entryway into
the barber shop when I saw Scott come
out of my office with my Winchester
rifle in his hand. I did not stop to think
that the weapon was loaded, and when
he raised the gun as if to fire, I went
into the office on the other side.
“Scott went out of the office and
walked slowly back to the repair shop
in the rear, where he chased all of the
men into the alley. We could see that
he was sitting in there with the rifle
across his knees, ready, apparently,, to
shoot the first man he saw.

Seized Officer’s Gun
“Then I remembered that the gun
was not loaded, and Jack Keogh and
I went in and took it away from him.
Then he was as peacable as could be
wished.”
Previous to this Scott went into the
Lankershim bar and, with a revolver,
which he had secured in the garage,
in his hand, attempted to hold up the
barkeeper. The harkeeper, however,
was not intimidated by the show of
weapons and with a short arm jolt he
knocked the insane man out of the bar
into the street. A few seconds: after
Ruess entered the shop and attempted
to reason with Scott, a Merchants' Fire
Despatch special officer ran In and,
with a huge old style Colt's revolver,
attempted to frighten Scott. Scott ran
at the special officer and took the gun
away from him. As the revolver was
loaded, if Ruess had not seized it im-
mediately, a fatality might have re-
sulted.
Scott was taken to the police station
and treated by Police Surgeon Cook.
He was not in a violent condition when
he arrived at police headquarters and
apparently knew nothing of what he
had done while his mind was deranged.
Scott will be held for a few days at
the recelving hospital, and if there are
recurrences of his mania he will doubt-
less be tried before the lunacy com-
mission,

FLEEING MISSOURI BANKER
GLAD TO RETURN

Toured the Earth for a Year, Never
Detected, but Comes Home to
Surrender—Traced Constant.

ly—Was Undisguised

HAYTI, Mo., Sept. 25.—After having
traveled leisurely through the United
States and on around the world, a fugi-
tive from justice for nearly a year,
Granville M. Gwyn, former cashier of
the Bank of Hayti, who fled from this
city leaving an alleged shortage of $18,-
000, has returned and surrendered
to the authorities for trial.

Although his photograph and descrip-
tion were in the hands of the police of
the country, Gwyn wore no disguise,
traveled everywhere in broad daylight
and made no special effort to avoid the
police. When his little junket was end-
ed he came back to face the music.

Gwyn arrived in New York City from
Paris, France, some two weeks ago, and
while there attended the Bryan recep-
tion. From New York he came to St
Louls, where he wrote to his father to
meet him and accompany him home,
His father, ¥. M. Gwyn, arrived in
St. Louis early last Sunday morning
and met his son at the Unlon station.

The fugitive cashier wore no disguise
and, with his father, attended the ball
game between the Cardinals and Cin-
cinnatl, He contends that he was at
any time ready to return. In fact, it is
alleged that five days after his depar-
ture he wired from Mexico that he was
ready to return with the bank's money,
$18,000. Believing the telegram a fake,
no attention was paid to it at the time
by the officials. In his meanderings he
visited many of the old world countries
and frequently sent scenic postcards
:lo his former friends and assoclates

ere,

Detectives were constantly on the
lookout for the young cashier in- all
parts of the world, there being offered
a heavy reward for his apprehension,
And yet this unsophisticated country
youth went his way around the globe,
unharmed and unmolested,

Gwyn was bound over in the 'sum of
$6000. The bond was signed by his
father, F, M. Gwyn, W, H. Foley and
8, R. Gettings, and he was released,
The trial will occur at the Novembe;

What Gwyn's line of defense will be
18 kept a secret by his attorneys. He
admits that his sole purpose in return-
ing voluntarily after every effort to

A Model Young Man

Gwyn apparently was a model young
man of good family, 28 years old, me-
dium stature, a neat but not, fastidious
dresser and frugal habits. He was very
devoted to a young soclety woman here,

It was Sunday, Nov. 19, 1905, that
Gwyn took $18,000 of the bank's funds
and skipped. He wound the time lock
on the bank .safe to its full limit, 74
hours, and boarded a train for St. Louis,
telling his friends he was going to the
city on business. The young man's
theft of the bank's funds was not sus-
pected until the following Tuesday,
when the president received a letter

from the absconding cashler, telling
what he had done.

‘When the 74 hours, on which the time
lock had been set, had expired the safe
was opered and in it was found a letter
addressed to John L. Dorris, president
of the bank.

The letter informed Mr. Dorris that
the books and papers would be found
all right and nothing would be wrong
excepting the cash, and that would be
short $18,000.

His Property Worth $6000

He wrote that he would leave his
note to cover the shortage, but the note
was never found, and if it had, would,
of course, have been of no value.

Gwyn’s personal property, which was
turned over to the bank, amounted to
about $6000. His cashier bond was $5000,
leaving the bank’s net loss about $7000.

His father and mother and all his
near relatives live here. They are|
among the county’s best citizens, His|
grandfather, Dr., G. M. Hayes, estab-,
lished the town of Hayti twelve years
ago, since which it has grown into a
city of 2000.

Gwyn is a cousin of the noted jockey,
Carroll Mitchell, who {8 in Russia, and
it is belleved he visited Mitchell when
on his trip around the world.

‘When the news of Gwyn’s flight with
the bank’s funds became known, a run
was only prevented by assurances of
the institution’s stability.

The capital of the bank is $20,000, J.
L. Davis of this city is president, and
D. D. Harburt, county assessor, vice
president.

J. E. Franklin of the Fredericktown
(Mo.) Trust company is a large stock-
holder. It is one of the sixty-five
banks which he promoted.

Left Two Notes

Gwyn left two typewritten letters in
the safe, one to J, E, Franklin and one
to J. L. Dorris, president of the bank.

The letter to Mr. Dorris was:

Hayti, Nov. 19, 1905,
Mr. John L. Dorris, Pres., Haytl, Mo,

Dear Mr. Dorris: All notes will check
up and balance with daily statement.
Our accounts with the Third Natlonal
bank will balance with daily statement
on November 18, 1905, All deposit ac-
counts are correct on same date, You
will find nothing short but cash, and
it will be short $17,021. I am giving
you these facts so you stockholders
will not get your balance in a jam.
Yours truly, G. W. GWYN.

The letter to Mr. Franklin was rather
sarcastic and revengeful, the following
being an extract:

“You had better come down and take
charge of your bank, It is $17,000 short
and will need you, You gave me some
talk when you were here last.

banks in the country that I could not
get the interest we used to w You
will find my note to cover $17,000 short-

Gwyn gave no rea-

‘ﬁ'r. Franklin had given Gwyn some

advice to which he took exceptions. But
there was no excuse, nor anything to
explain th-~ flight of the young cashier.
The note referred to in the letter was
not found.
For several weeks after his disap-
pearance Gwyn communicated to the
bank officials through his father, who
did everything in his power to settle
with the bank.
