Sho thought ft was because she was ac
cused of thinning the milk with a little
water. Her husband threatened to

'carry the case to some place other than
tho supremo courtbefore he would pay
a, cent, in fines, and Prosecutor, Beebe
Whs stumped and refused to prosecute.
