This wan In 1593 and that step was theturningpoint in the career of the "OldRoman." J

It was while with this club Hint
"Commy" became a first baneman nnd
made a record in baceball which, never
has been, equaled, that of winning four
successive pennants. The first was In
1885, and he won the championship the
following three years with the Browns.

The next year "Commy" was inEl*
«:iii, pitching, for the 31gln team. In
1878 he joined the Pubuque club of the
Western league and was v member of
that teum when It won the chnmplon-
nhlp the following year. All thin time
ComUkey was pitching and in 1881 ho
went to St. Louis to manage and cap-
tain the St. Louis Browns of the Amer-
ican association.

"Commy,"-as he Is more familiarly
known, was born inChieugo forty-seven
years ueo. He started his baseball
career with the Llberty6, a semi-profes-
sional club, remaining with them only
two months, when ho went to Milwau-
kee and played the closing months of
that year with another semi-profes-
sional club.

Comlskey has had a varied career and
during his time has won seven flags
und two world's championships.
