HEATING PLANT NOT READY
The lightbetween the Miner company

and the Huntingtonrlntcrurban com-
pany for the privilege of dredging a
channel between the property of the
two companies was yesterday resumed.

The Wilmington Dock company asked
for permission to construct bulkheads
and dredge channels from the upper end
of the projected turning basin, south
ofMormon island, inner harbor, to and
in front of Wilmington and also in
front of the west basin.

The Miner company made a protest
against the petition of Willmon, and a
bitter contest between the Interests is
expected to follow.

This petition has created a quandary
for the engineer, as to grant it would
completely overthrow all the conces-
sions that have been given to the Outer
Harbor Dock Tand Wharf company, the
\u25a0enterprise being projected by Randolph
H. Miner.

Krles for permission to dredge and re-
serve for private use a small strip of
water front bordering three pieces of
land which he owns at the San Pedro
Uarbor edge.
