The Hotrhklss thontor ventured Into

the realm of melodrama yesterday

when the Hamilton-Howard company

presented "Brains vs Money," and *o
successful wad the change from farce

nd light comedy that It is probable
that the policy, of that house willshift

now and more of the thriller rlnss of
plays will be given. While that of

yesterday Is not at all bloody, In that
no one Is killed and not a gun fired,

still there Is sufficient of the elements

of the unusual to interest and win
applause, and the audiences certainly
liked It Immensely.

"Brains vs Money" relates the story
of a stolen diamond necklace, the sus-
pecting of a son who needs money, by
his mother, tho attempt of a rascally
attorney to send the son to prison and
his rescue by means of a shrewd at-
torney, a cowboy girl, a drunken
Dutchman and a villain of the tramp
order, who has, In reality, stolen the
necklace for revenge.

The love interest centers in the af-
fection of the son for his mother's
ward, and a complication is added by
reason of her suspecting htm of the
theft, while he suspects her. Opening
In the east, the big scene takes place
In a Colorado hotel and bar room,
typically wild west as conceived by
the benighted Gothamltes. The plot
of the drama Is well worked out and
Is unraveled consistently and with
plenty of startling: climaxes, affording
good opportunities for clever acting,
which in almost every case are well

handled.
George Howard, as the foxy lawyer,

Ferrett, who outwits both his rascally
partner, Steele, and the burglar, is in
one of the best roles that he has
handled since his appearance here.
Howard is always supremely natural
and convinces by his very lack of
staginess. Nothing that he has done
here Is better than this. Quite next
to him is Arthur Mackley as BillHar-
per, the tough; his presentation is
true to the life. Edmund Murphy as
the son, Frank Coleburn, Is very fair,
and Guy Hltner as Stcole Is good.
Miss Bond makes a sympathetic moth-
er and the cast Is vastly strengthened
by the presence of Brenda Fowler, well
and moßt favorably known for her
work at other houses. She plays the
wardi Madeline Hates, sweetly and
with considerable strength. C. V.
Dalntre rather surprises one with his
excellence In two dialect roles, a negro
and a Dutchman, the latter being es-
pecially good.

Tho greatest disappointment in the
cast is Miss Dorset, whose friends were
delighted to welcome her back again
after a severe illness. Miss Dorset
has the key part

—
that of a servant

who has become a theatrical star and
who, as a cowgirl finds It necessary
to entanglo the Dutchman into a con-
fession aMpf-tftbe has made htm drunk.
Miss Dorset's innate refinement is so
great that It is utterly impossible for
her to come down to the level of this
character and thus, instead of a rough
and rather tough girl in buckskin
short skirt and with a flip and free
air, we have a lady, en masquerade.
This is not what the part requires
and thus the very end of the imper-
sonation is defeated. Ifone may sug-
gest such a thing, It is that Miss Dor-
set should be cast as the ward and
Miss Fowler as the girl of the golden
west, in which class of roles she is
the more familiar. Then we should
really have a cowgirl and not Flora
Dorset playing one. The minor parts
are well handled.

Were there nothing else to amuse it
would be worthsitting for the two and
one-half hours to see Agnes Ranken
and Harrison King exchange clothes
on the stage, this trade being followed
by another "swop" between Miss Ran-
ken and Lulu Warrenton.

In every one of the twelve scenes
of "Chinatown Charlie" come Frank I.
Frayne, Lillian Hayward and Harry
yon Meter. Others get a breathing
space now and then, but these inde-
fatigables are always to the fore. There
is more than usual of the Chinatown
atmosphere in this play

—
in one act

the odor of Incense could be scented
out in the lobby. Earl Gardner, inblue
pajamas and a pigtail, brought down
the house, bo lifelike was his laundry
walk and the heathen lingo which he
directed at his assistant in the "hop
house."

As In all melodrama, there is a no-
ticeable lack of plot in "Chinatown
Charlie." Such as has been provided
by the author relates to the efforts of
Buck Harris and Lola Marsh to make
away with Charles Jackson (no rela-
tive to the ex-heavyweight champion)
nd secure the wealth of the rich uncle.
Needless to say that they fail. The
story of the how and why of the fail-
ure makes the play. The cleverness
of Agnes Ranken as Annie Gordon, a
telegraph operator, Is the chief obsta,-
cle they encounter.

It Is a good humored audience that
gathers at the Grand opera house, an
audience that t.sks amusement, not In-
struction. There is not another the-
ater in the oRy whose patrons are
more loyal to the house and the play-
ers. There is not an audience more
ready to overlook accidents and delays
which occur in "first presentations"
and find amusement in what might
elsewhere draw hisses and impatient
grumbling.

This week there is perfect unanimity
in the opinion that all is as) it should
be with play, players and playing.
There is abundant comedy and all-per-
vading thrills. There are three scenes
In each act, so every one is delighted.

Thus hopes are high for a good show
at the Mason at last.

The Belasco tonight will present
"The Prisoner of Zenda," with Lewis
Stone In the dual role of Itussendyl,
and Miss Gardner as Flavla, while

"Music is one of the great factors.
It lifts and leads us on."

"Music strikes the hearts of man.
Think of McKinley and that beautiful
hymn, 'Lead, Kindly Light.' Some-
times we cannot pray and all is dark.
Melody moves our soul and they float
away leaving behind sorrow and strife.
A song will stay In the mind longer
than a sermon. 'Nearer, My God, to
Thee,' and 'Jesus, Lover of My Soul,'
will last. There are some hymns that
are pure nonsense. That hymn that
we üßed to sing, 'I Want to Be an
Angel.' Idon't want to be an angel,
but a man through all the ages.

"Music seems a divine prerogative.
We hear the wind; it tunes our soul.
The sea is sounding on the rock-bound
coast; the great Niagara, the little
meadow lark, the brooklet, all have
their songs. It Is only man, poor,
little puny man, on* an egg shell, filled
with fire, whirling in space; only man
amongst all the living things, because
of his own royalty dares to curse God
and blaspheme.

"We hear the silver trumpets in the
sweet song of David in the twenty-
third Psalm. Our blessed Lord at the
last supper, we find In the one hun-
dred and eighteenth Psalna.

"Over the great door of the cathed-
ral of the Bible we see that great in-
vitation, 'Whosoever will may enter
here.' From Bethlehem that Is good
to the lost sinner's cry.

"Then we go to the audience chamber
of the king and to the corresponding
room of the disciples, and at last to the
gnreat room of Revelation withSt. John
the divine. Even so came the Lord
Jesus and we hear the song of the
redeemed singing their Pilgrim chorus
for the Journey ended, and there is
nothing but music and love.

"Let us enter to the great temple
through Genesis. There we see Abra-
ham, Isaac and Moses and all the
others <Jf the long line. Then we. go
to the. music room where the spirit Is
found from the time when the Master
said, 'My God, my God, why hast thou
forsaken me?' to the joyful proclama-
tion, 'Lift up your gates.' Then we
pass to the business house or the
Proverbs, that great Napoleon of fin-
ance of the long ago. From there we
go to the chapel of Ecelesiastes, where
we hear the text, 'Vanity, all Is van-
ity.' Ifthe world but listened to those
wise men of the long ago, the sermons
of today would have more ready listen-
ers. After all this word the sovil will
live and sing its songs of immortality.

"The music of life Is tuned by the
Master musician. It goes back to the
beginning of all things, and goes for-
ward to all things.

"Itis that old, old story, old as the
stars that delighted Abraham on the
journey to the promised land, and yet
ever young. It is as old as the stars
that delighted you in your childhood
and as those same, stars shall delight
your children and your children's
children.

Rev. Mr. Lee spoke of the music of
the Bible and the benefit of music to
the world. He said in part:

the arbitrators. If not there would
still be two setß of poles and nothing
accomplished.

The Lighting Bill

"The district court of appeals amend-
ment, establishing 1 a district court of
appeals, was drawn up by the Bar as-
sociation and forwarded to Senator
Hahn to Introduce. Senator Hahn did
not draw up this bill. It was a meas-
ure that had been discussed by all the
attorneys in the state of California.

"Senator Hahn, in his paid advertise-
ment in the Pasadena Daily News,

says that the money to buy his first
set of codes was earned by sawing and
splitting dry blue-gum trees out of
office hours. He failed to add that his
last set of codes was paid for by the
state of California.

"Senator Hahn of Pasadena, If ho
accepted the transportation afforded
him by the 'Dear Walter' letters, hus
broken the fundamental law of the
state of California as set forth in sec-
tion 19, article 12 of the state consti-
tution, is Ineligible at the present mo-
ment to act as state senator In tliis
state, and could be removed from office
at this time for breaking the laws of
the state. Tfre people of Pasadena are
noted for their culture and refinement,
and are a law abiding class of citizens.
Can you vote for a man to mako the
lawa of the state of California who
deliberately and with knowledge of the
penalty, breaks section 19 of the con-
stitution?

Senator Hahn'* Public Economy
"Ever since the organization of the

state the legislature of California hasdug Into the pockets of the people for
every dollar they dared. Within Sena-
tor Hahn's term the patronage allowed
by the Republican caucus has been ashigh as $25.00 a day to each senator
during his term of office. In 1903 Sena-
tor Hahn employed, during the session,
his son Herbert Hahn as page at $2.50
a day. but during the session of 1905
Senator Hahn, after using up all his
patronage, had his son appointed by
the president of the senate at $2.50 a
day. This, in addition to his regular
patronage. The senator also believes
ln the state purchasing law books for
its solons In 1903 the senator Intro-
duced and had passed a resolution ap-
propriating $180 for Indexes to the code
laws of this state. He also introduced
ami had passed a resolution purchasing

"On February 23, 1903. Senator San-
ford called up assembly joint resolution
No. 8, which was a resolution in favor
of the election of United States senators
by tho people instead of the legislature,
aii'lwhen the votes were counted Sena-
tor Hahn was recorded as voting
fieiilnst this assembly resolution. On
Feburary 24 a vote was taken on a re-
consideration and Senator Hahn voted
arainst reconsideration. If the peo-
nle of the state of California are not to
be trusted to elect their own United
States senators then Senator Hnhn's
vote win right,but we bellove the peo-
ple of Pasadena and other sections of
this Rtnte are better fitted to elect
United Shites senators than SenatorHahn.

"There has been a demand all over
the United States for an amendment to

United States senators so that the peo-
ple of each state should have a direct
voice in their selection. No one thing
tends to graft more than the selection
of United States senators in the state
of California by the members of ttov
legislature. Session nfter session there
have been rumors of United States sen-ators purchasing their election before
the California legislature. Ifthe selec-tion was made directly by the people
there would be but little incentive for
the railroad to own members of the
senate and dictate their vote by the useof money and railroad passes.

Opposes Popular Election

Senator Leavltt of Oakland was the
one who exposed these measures and
it was due to his exposure and the great
popular outcry which followed that
Governor Pardee vetoed the three
measures and saved the Oakland water
front for the people.

The county non-partisan committee
has issued the following statement con-
cerning Senator Hahn and calls unonRepublicans. Democrats and Socialists
to unite indefeating Senator Hahn and
Inelecting Charles W. Bell for the state
senate:

The third measure was the Flske bill,
already explained. Hahn was one of
the senators who voted for the Flskebill.

In the original law it was pro-
vided that the use of tide water lands
did "not apply to public land within
the corporate limits of any town or city
or within three miles thereof." The
bill repealed this old law absolutely.

The third bill,known afterwards as
the Flske bill, was then Introduced
through the speaker "Just to safeguard
the rights of the people." It made it
possible for the railroad to so record Its
claims to right of way over the tide
water lands that no other road could
ever get in at all. That was the way
the "rights" of the people were to be
"safeguarded."

The first of the three measures In-
troduced by the "statesmen" from
Humboldt county removed from the al-
ready existing law the so-called 200-
foot restriction. Rights-of-way had al-
ways been granted over tide water
lands, but It had always been provided
that no company should take a right-
of-way in excess of 200 feet in width.
The new bill provided that the railway
should take as much land on the tide
water as was necessary for the right-
of-way and to protect it. In other
words the Southern Pacific could take
all the available ground "to protect"
Its rights of way.

Voted for the Fiske Bill

These two bills were hustled through
the assembly and rushed to the senate,
and then and only then did the people
of Oakland awaken to the fact that one
of the moat gigantic steals on record
was being ensrlnnered through the upper
branch of the legislature. Anyone could
see that the two bills already intro-
duced were not toaid Humboldt county
but were for the sole purpose of giving
absolute control of the tide lands of
Oakland to the Southern Pacific.

Prom the start Senator Hahn of
Pasadena was one of the foremost
workers for the bills. He voted for
them from start to finish, whereas sev-
eral senators voted for one but not the
other.

Three bills were Introduced on that
occasion, two of them being presented
to the legislature by Assemblyman
Rolley and Senator Selvage of Hum-
boldt county. In urging the passage
of these bills the ""iibllcspirited" legis-
lative agents of the Southern Pacific
said that the bills should be passed
"Just to give Hammond and other rail-
way builders and promoters workingIn
Humboldt county a chance at terminal
facilities on the Eureka water front."

Introduced Three Bill*

Had not (lovprnor Parciep stoutly re-
fused to put his name to the measures
the Southern Pacific today would have
thn water front of Oakland no firmlyIn
Its grasp that no other railway could
over secure terminal facilities at that
point.

The railway gang- did nothave enough
votes to pass the measure over that
veto, but It la still fighting to secure
such absolute control of the legislature
that Its tools willadopt and Bend up to
a Southern Pacific governor duplicates
of the three bills adopted with the aid
of Ben W. Hahn In March, 1903.
