More satisfactory was the Issue of a

similar adventure on the part of a
Sydney man not long ago, who, after
kissing a girl,paid for the indulgence
by a heavy fine. The affair was made
the most of by the papers, one of which

fellInto the hands of a Sydney solicitor
who for a year hnd been looking for
the next-to-kln to a wealthy man who
had died Intestate. In the victim of
misguided osculation he recognized the
missing hoir, who thus romantically
found a fortune ina kiss.

An Australian recently fared still
worse than the army man. Yielding
to the fascinations of a pretty face, he
kissed the owner. He was taken before
the magistrate and heavily fined; his
wife worried him into brain fever; and,
to crown his punishment, the clergy-

man of the parish made the incident a
text for a sermon on the iniquity of
kissing.

Whnt mar. viceroy or peßsnnt, could
pass by a pair of bewitching lips when
he had the privilege of pressing them?
Certainly nnt his grnce of Bedford, who
gave his Indy a hearty smack on the
lips—

one, wp are tolcl, If she were
mediaeval and homely, and three nr
fnur times If she were young and fair
tn look upnn. Thus was a cherished
precedent established; and when a re-
cent viceroy wished to return to tho
more restrained form of salute of
earlier days a beautiful young lady
pursed up her lips -and presented them
tn his coy lordship. What could the
poor man do?

But every man does not enjoy a lord
lieutenant's privileges and opportun-
ities, as a certain Indian major found
to his cost a dozen years ago. This
officer, In a moment of Indiscretion,
asked a married lady for n kiss, which
whe emphatically refused. The major
apologized to the lady's huband. who
accepted the apology, but reported the
Incident to the governor. The result
was that the major was called on to
resign his commission under pain of
filimlMal;and, liipplte of allhis efforts,
this verdict has never been canceled.

The duke, dur-ing a visit to Canada, crossed over into
the state of Vermont an called At ft
barber's shop to be shaved. The bar-
ber's wife chancing to look In Just at
the prince was rising from the operat-
ing chair he greeted her with a hearty,
tailor-like kiss, remarking to the as-
tonished lady: "There! Now tell your
countrywomen! that the son of the king
of England has given a royal kiss to ft
Yankee barber's wife." Whatever
solace this Information brought to the
lady's ruffled feelings, her husband did
not appreciate the honor accorded to
his spouse. Retiring the duke by the
shoulders, with the adroit assistance of
\u25a0 No. 9 boot, he bundled him out of
the shop with the parting shot;
"There! Now »-ou can go and tell your
countrywomen that ft Yankee barber
has given a royal kick to the son of
the king of England."

In these days, too, the kiss had a
wide range of activity quite apart from
social or amorous uses. We allremem-
ber how the beautiful Georglana,
duchess of Devonshire, wooed the elec-
tors for Charles James Fox in the
famous contest for Westminster In 1784
by the witchery of her pretty lips;and
fow she purchased the vote of an "Im-
practicable butcher' by a kiss

—
an ex-

ample which Is said to have been suc-
cessfully followed by Lady Salisbury
for Fox's opponent, 81r Cecil Wray.
And do we not recall the duchess of
Gordon's kisses, each of which secured
a gallant Highland recruit?

So popular was it even In remote
country districts in the eighteenth cen-
tury that, In the Spectator, we find
Rustic Sprightly complaining bitterly
that since the arrivalof a young cour-
tier who was content with bowing no
young gentlewoman had been kissed,
although he had always been in the
habit on entering a room of kissing the
ladles all round.

Sweeter, it is to accept the legend
which attributes its first inspiration
to the beautiful Rowena, who, after
touching with her dainty lips the lov-
ing cup, transferred them to the as-
tonished and no doubt delighted Vor-
tlgern. As an ancient chronicler says:
"The pleasant practice of kissing was
utterly unpracticed in England tillthe
lair Princess Rowena. the daughter of
King Henglus of Frlesland, pressed
tht- beaker with her llpklns and saluted
Vortigern with a buskin." At any
rate, this practice once initiated grew
rapidly In favor until It attained the
gratifying proportons described so en-
thusiastically by Erasmus.

We shall probably never know whn
was the first to Introduce Into England
the kiss, which has been variously and
Inadequately denned as the "nectar of
"Venus," "the balm of love" and, surely
by a dyspeptic and disappointed man,
as "an insipid and tasteless morsel,
which only becomes delicious and de-
ilectable as It Is flavored with love."
There are others who think differently.
Cynics declare that the pioneer among
csculators was some ancient British
savage, who devised it ns a means of
discovering whether his wife or daugh-
ters had been indulging in liquids
stronger than water. Just as Macheath,
Ir: "The Beggar's Opera," after salut-
ing Jenny Diver with a kiss, exclaims:
"One may know by your kiss that your
gin Is excellent."

And so, no doubt, they would: for nt
this period the nrt of kissing was so
familiar tn the ladles of France ns that
<>f liindslinklng; and tlielr kisses
were charmingly promiscuous. "Elderly
ladles," said B French writer recently,
"can remember the time when, on re-
turning to favorite hotels, Monsieur le
I'llIrun would welcome them with h
ch:iste salute. Among old-fashioned
folks the kiss still does duty for the
more prosaic English handshake. Not
only am relations nnd friends, but ac-
quaintances, clients and dependents,
thus greeted. Iknew an old chatelaine
who used to kiss allher humbler neigh-
bors

—
day laborers or peasant farmers—

on her name day or speelnl ocoa-
slons." But, as history teaches us, In
early times kissing was a matter of
etiquette. During tho reign of Louis
XIIIevery gentleman wits expected to
kiss every high born dame to whom ho
was formally introduced.

Muring the reception of Queen Vl<
inria at Boulogne In .lime, ISB6. a num-
ber nf Kiißllsh ladies, In tlielr anxiety
to R-pf n «;nnd view nf thplr youns;
snverelgn, prpssed so energetically
nirulnst. the French soldiers who were
keeping the line that, at snme points,
the latter were compelled to give, way.
The officer In cnmmnml. seeing the con-
dition of things, shouted out: "One. mil
of the drum -and If they ilnn't full
back kiss them all." At the threatened
signal the Indies brat a precipitate re-
treat amid the, laughter of the on-
lookers, one of whom remarked: "If
they had henn French they would have
remained."

The recent statement of Sir William
Trplnnr, that hp hoped his predecessor
or. tin- lord mayoralty Of London would
not allow himself to be kissed by the
lddlee of France during his state visit
to Paris, reminds one of an amusing
story which Itustrates the different At-
titudes of French and English women
to the amiable practice of osculation.

The Herald, therefore, begs to offer
Just a word of warning to those having

the facilitating of consolidation In
hand. Beware of haste, underdone
schemes, ill-considered arguments, and

especially any semblance of coercion.
The blunders made during the special
session of the legislature were lnex-

cusable
—

almost laughable
—

almost
tragic. Avoid any more such. Honey

catches more flies than vinegar, and
argument will convince where the big
stick only angers. Let the logic of the
situation sink In; let things work out
inevitably, as they must, and nurse
along the consolidation sentiment to a
final fruition. Then itwill be natural,

welcome and permanent. Instead of a
forced failure.

Things, therefore, are moving stead-
ily, inevitably, toward consolidation.
Nature Itself, economy, good sense,
stability, all urge It. The sane men In
the city and In the adjacent towns all
see its wisdom and all stand for It. The
problem is working Itself out, and only

needs shrewd guidance and careful
handling to insure its success.

Nor Is the Owens river project longer
debatable. Allknow that the conduit
willbe built; that water is now needed*
and that plenty willbe supplied from

this source. No other supply Is avail-

able. In order to have the necessary

water, these towns must come to Los
Angeles to get It.

The port of San Pedro is a case apart.

There is no longer argument about the
wisdom of San Pedro joining with Los
Angeles: it Is only a question of the
necessary legal delays. Long Beach,

with an embryo harbor, is in the same
class, and doubtless will learn Its les-

son from the older town.

Again, these places all maintain
municipal governments at heavy cost.

These governments administer the

same affairs which are now handled
much more expertly, and at less pro-
portionate outlay, by Los Angeles
proper. It would cost very little more
except in police and fire protection to

cver the beach region with the same
blanket— and all this saving would en-
hance values there.

The sensible course, one would think,
would be a union as soon an practi-
cable, formany reasons. One Is, that It
WOUld save a vast sum In exploitation,
which Is now largely wasted. Venice,

Ocean Park, Santa Monica, Long
Reach, all are busy proclaiming their
own separate advantages. In most
costly fashion, which cost falls on their
several communities. Meanwhile Los

AnßPles Itself Is ensaßed In promotion
work on much better, troader, saner
lines and lens expensively in propor-
tion, a work which already In a
measure Includes exploitation nf the
beach towns as well. The expenses of
these smaller places could all be much
reduced, If not eliminated, if all were
grouped under one head.

TIM only question with the smalipr
places Is: Shall we give up our

Ing our separate Identities, only to find
th.it we are part of Loa Angeles after
all?

The annexation spirit Is reviving
Again. There is a growing sentiment
ln the surrounding towns, especially
those along the coast, Hint It would be
wise and desirable for them to be
embraced within the physical limits of
Los Angeles'; to share In the big city's
prosperity; to benefit from her tremen-

dous Advertising; to form part and
parcel of her, instead of being merely

the fringe upon the outer edge of her
garments. Movements are incubating
in most of the seashore towns looking
to actual Incorporation with this city,

and these movements are spontaneous,
without backing from Los Angeles, and
nlong sane and sensible lines.

ONF. GRPAT MFTROPOMS

Possibly, with customer and clerk
remembering a few of these things, and

with their mutual good will and help,

the rush willpass this year with less
hardship than ever before.

With shops full of clerks, many of

them new and temporary, the Christ-
mas rush becomes a bugbear to mer-
chants. These clerks can mitigate the

evils greatly if they willbe courteous,
obliging, attentive and quick. Dispense

with the chewing gum habit, at least
for the time, ifnot forever. Be eager

to wait on customers, Bhowlng a desire
to learn their wishes and to accommo-
date them. Answer questions respect-
fullyand lay off that accustomed air of

hauteur and Indifference. Remember
that you are the one person about the

establishment with whom customers
come In contact; you can make or mar
the biggest merchant In town. Admit

that a rush is on, and do all you can to
expedite It. Help, don't hinder.

It Will be a great help, for one thing,

if purchasers will begin buying at
once, and not defer selections till the

last few days. Make out a list of per-

sons to whom gifts are to be sent, with
the things contemplated for each. Fix

a price limit,ifnecessary. Then watch

the advertisements, and select as far as
possible before going Into the store.

Seek the proper counter, inspect the

display, select as quickly as may be,
and do not haggle over price, qualityor
style. If you see what you desire, get
it; ifnot, leave, making room for some-
one else. A3 far as possible, carry

small parcels with you; it saves you

more trouble and delay than It doas

the delivery department. Go down In
the forenoon when you can; leave be-
fore the homeward bound rush of work-

ers. Be kind, courteous and prompt

with clerks and cashiers. Keep your

temper, above all else.

There willbe two weeks of this yet,

ere Christmas comes, and every day

willbe more trying than the one pre-

ceding it. Perhaps It would be well,
then, to offer a few euggestlons which
may be of use to buyers and clerks

alike In making the Christmas rush eas-
ier all around.

The season of Christinas grlfts Is at
hand. The shops are crowded with
tempting offerings for young and old,
and their aisles are thronged witheager

purchasers. It is the harvest season

for the merchants, and they are all
smiles. The tired clerks work rapidly

allday, helping buyers make selections,

and there are rush and bußtle and
activity everywhere.
