"Iam today a better man physically,
mentally and morally than Iwas in
the '80s during my fasts.
'1 satisfied myself then and have

alvay:? felt so since that the great
Amirican vice was overeating."

"When Istarted my fast Iwas bat-
tling seven physicians, who were try-
Ing to cure me of this and that. My
bu mach and heart were in bad shape
enJ Ihad cardiac rheumatism, they
tcid me. I was advised that Imight
diop dead any time.

"Yet Ihave never been sick since
then, am an old man and have eaten
only one meal a day since and been a
vegetarian. Ieat a meal at 11 o'clock

!inu some fruit during the afternoon.
Nri coffee or tea for me; only water.

"I notice, too, that Hicks' tempera-
ture was normal after his- terrible ex-
perience. Mine, too, was during the
fast.

One Meal Daily

"One of the distressing features of
that test

—
and it was true of Hicks'

—
was that Ihad ot contend against foul
air. Ihad only a canvas cot with rub-
ber sheets to sleep on, under the hall,
and In two weeks Ibecame so weak
that in going downstairs for my first
walk Ihad to lean on a handrail. Then
ont day Iwalked to Central park and
after one hour's exercise Icame back
ar.tl mounted the stairs to the hall two
at a time. Pure air did that for me.

"And then my rest was broken, too.
It was to their interest to see to it
that Igrew weak and if the New York
Htrald had not interfered and said
the doctors' treatment of me was
brutal Imay not have been, able to
carry out the deal. That was in Clar-
endon hall in New York in 1880.

"I was the pioneer faster and my
forty days' fast was the nrst of the
kind in 2000 years. It is remarkable
for the reason that every effort was
made by Dr. William Hammond, sur-
geon general of the army, and his
clique to defeat me because their pro-
fessional reputation was staked on
their statement that my feat was im-
pcssible. Why. Iexisted without water
for fourteen days!

Recalls Famous Test

"When one goes into a fast the- domi-
nant Idea should be that you can fast
and be healthy. If this belief is weak
or absent better let faßting alone.

"Then, too, they wanted to deny him
food after he was saved. Yet when he
came out he ate a beefsteak and suf-
fered no ill effects. The craving of
the stomach Is sometimes the best
indication of what is best to eat for
a man.

"I believe that a mistake was made
in withholding from the imprisoned
man his supply of tobacco. His system
was full of nicotine and he craved to-
bacco. It would have been a great
solace to him if they could have got
it to him through the pipe. While

Iam not an advocate of tobacco, I
believe it could have been safely al-
lowed in Hicks' ca»e. Iread that he
was so economical of his precious sup-
ply that he chewed and chewed it and
finally swallowed the stuff.

Too Bad About Tobacco

Discussing the treatment of Hicks
from a physician's standpoint, Pr.
Tanner said yesterday:

Dr. Tanner maintains that not star-
vation, but fear of death, kills most
persons who from accident or neces-
sity are obliged ,to exist for a time
without food and water. After the
third day the pangs of hunger and
thirst are so mitigated he claims that
fresh air and water will sustain life
for a long time.

Dr. H. S. Tanner, the widely known

faster and diatetic expert who now
lives in Los Angeles, is in receipt of

many leters bearing on the case of

L. O. Hicks, the entombed miner, near
Bakersfleld. These correspondents say

It Is an Instance of proving Dr. Tan-
ner's theories that mankind eats and
drinks too much and can flourish on
a diet which might be called the star-
vation variety.

Given the proper players and
the right spirit and the team work is

Inevitable: time alone can Bay whether
these elements are possessed by this
organization or not. But individually,
the artists are capable of fine work;
last night showed this unmistakably.
Richard Pitman, Harry yon Meter—of
whom we need not be told

ton, an especially sterling man; Rich-
ard Tronton

somewhat stagy;

Cashman and others, with Eleanor
Browning—barring a slight tendency to
overact;— Rosalind Coghlan, Louise
Boyce, Jean Marsden and several more

all these show that much may be ex-
pected from them, always provided they
work together for the common good,
which, after all. Is the Becret of stock
company success. As stated, this was
not so much in evidence last night, but
one could hardly have expected it, as
their newnsss one to the other has not
yet had time to wear off.

Hence, this is not a criticism of the
offering which opens this season: it is
merely a statement of some facts, and
a predlclation of what is possible for
the future, providing certain things

ensue.
As to scenic investiture, costumes and

general effects, the play was among the
best done here. The vast stage of the

Auditorium affords limitless possibili-
ties, nnd they are called into use by this
drama. The coach and four, the autos,
the balloon— all promised, were there.
The pictures presented to the eye were
superb, and even on their basis alone
the play was well worth while. Added

to them is the opportunity to see some
really flue individual acting, and thus
the presentation should meet with ap-

proval.

They adored their God in
the, manger. Bethlehem gave them a
preat and mighty feast. No wonder
they bore the message to those who
dwelt by the hillsides of Judea. 'T bring
to you good tidings of great joy, for this
day is born to you a savior who is
Christ the Lord in the city of David.'
Their Gloria In Excelsis was the ex-
pression of happiness in Christ their
Lord p.nd Mary their queen.

"Around the crib ns witnesses and
worshipers the Judean shepherds gath-
ered. Men of lowly rank, poor and ob-
scure, yet to them as men had come
the first message of the Bethlehem
elft. Christ came to the lowly and
drew to himself the poor ones of earth
to teach humanity the first great-les-
son of the equality of man and the
beauty of the human soul. The shep-
herds as they tended their flocks heard
the message of the angel. In the sim-
plicityof their faith they at once plan-
ned to.go to Bethlehem and adore and
'see the word which has come to pass.'
Happy simple faith of the shepherds
who worshiped their God in the child at
Bethlehem and brought to him the first
tribute of the great humanity which He
had come to save. Bethlehem would
not be our Christmas picture without
the shepherds around the manger unit-
ing with Mary and Joseph in praise of
their newly born king.

"Another crowd willcome to see -what
has happened and to worship. They
come with camels and servants. They
come as kings, full of the world's wis-
dom. They represent the intelligence
and learning of the world. The shep-
herds came as the family of the chosen
people of God, the wise men came from
the Gentiles. The shepherds had heard
the angels' message and the angels'
hymn. The wise men had read in their
science the wonderful event that was
happening- and they knew it to be the
fulfillment of the prophecies which they
found in the books. ;They saw the star
and they came. The shepherds bore to
the child the love of simple, rugged,
honest faith, the wise men bore to the
child faith also, but it was the faith
of a more enlightened intelligence, thus
forming- with the shepherds the ex-
pression of a united humanity.

"Christ came to intelligence and
heart. He came to scholarship as well
as to the life which knows little of
learning. Magi and shepherds saw
what had happened and all knelt in
adoration of the newly born king of the
Jews. Shepherds and magi had come
with promptness and with sacrifice and
offered to their God the faith and the
loyaltyof a grateful manhood.

"Like unto the witnesses of that first
Christmas morning we gather around
the manger of Bethlehem today, believ-
ing, as they did, in Christ as the re-
deemer; we bend the knee and adore
and offer to him the homage of our
hearts. We recognize in the child of
Bethlehem the redeemer of Calvary.
We renew in him our faith and our
hope, we pledge him our loyalty and
our love. He is the child of Bethlehem
for us and for our salvation. He has
brought to us the peace of God. He
has redeemed us from sin and made it
possible for us to serve God and reach
His kingdom.

"Christmas day among men is the
day of gift-bearing and gift-receiving.

ltIIt Is significant of God's great Christ-
mas gift to us in that Bethlehem of
long ago In that child of the manger.
We are Christians. We love Christ.
Our faith is in Him. His love isin us.
His blood has cleansed our souls and
we are the redeemed children of God.
The truth of God has come to us. Life
and its duties are made known to us.
lntelligence is illumined, will is
strengthened, heart is purified, and
mankind is ennobled because of Bethle-
hem and Christ. We hear again the
prophets of old foretell the coming of

Christ. We hear again the message of
the angel over the Judean hills, the

hymn of the angels at the crib in the
manger. We see the shepherds trudging
from the mountains and the magi cross-

lngIIng the deserts, allseeking to pay their
tribute to the Redeemer. We join the
throng and Journey with them to Both-
lebem to see the 'infant In swaddling
clothes laid In the manger. 1 Kneeling,

we adore. Our grateful hearts give OX-
pression in thanksgiving to God who
has sent us the Christinas gift In the
persons of His divine son made man
for'us. and we joinIn the chorus of the
ages which have realized the beauty of
ihe love of God sending the Redeemer,
and the hymn of the Christian church,

and. Indeed, the hymn of humanity on
this day is 'Glory to God in the High-
est and Peace on Earth to Men
Good Will,'for 'this day Is born to us a
Savior who is Christ the Lord." Let
us hasten to adore him."

Long before the sun had cast its rays
upon the scenes the belli of the Cath-
olic churches In Los Angeles were
pealing forth the Christmas message
and large congregations had gathered
in the gayly bedecked churches.

that first Christmas morn when the
angelic song, which echoes through the
centuries to all parts of the world,
was sung to the shepherds watching
their flocks. And again yesterday
morning, after twenty centuries, the
ever old, yet ever new, song of the
angels was sung and resung, until
"Peace on earth, good will to men"
was the echo that was wafted upward
by the balmy breezes of the Christmas
of 1906.

Nor was the Christmas cheer for
the prosperous and successful alone,
for charity was one of the main
features of the day. The unfortunate
remembered the sick and the lame,
those upon whom success has not
smiled, and many were the hearts that
\u25a0were gladdened by substantial gifts
yesterday.

The streets presented a pretty sight
before and after the church services,
the gayly gowned women and happy
men making their way to the differ-
centeent edifices, all reflecting the Joyful
season. In and among these the mol-
era Santa Claus, the prosaic mail-
man, made his wawy with his heavy
bundle of packages and letters, and
brought cheer and gladness to homes
ln the sunny southland from the frozen
east.

grateful heart.-! is "Glory to God and
peace on earth," because the child
promised for redemption is born and
the Savior has come to redeem his
people.

Who Is the Child
"We stand at the manger of Christ

today and ask, who is this wonderful
child of whom the prophets have
sung, for whom the world has longed,
and upon whom depends the future of
mankind? Who is this child who is
destined to revolutionize the world of
thought and of action, to illumine
men's minds with truth that is to
remain and to change their hearts to
a deeper and more lasting love of
God? Who is this child who is to
reform society and build it upon the
doctrine which he is to teach? Who
ls the child of Bethlehem? He is Jesus
Christ, the Son of God, made man.
He is God In the fleflh, the incarnate
word. He la God and man, the eternal
Bon of the eternal Father who has
assumed our humanity in order that
through it he might work out our
salvation and in union with his divin-
ity satisfy for the sins of mankind.
This child is the one promised In the
beginning of the revelation, when it
was foretold that the seed Of the wo-
man would crush the serpent's head.
He is the child promised In the seed
of Abraham to come from the house
of David, to be born of a virgin in
Bethlehem of Judea, before the scep-
ter would pass from Judea at the end
of the seventy weeks Of years, as
prophesied InDaniel. He is the Eman-
ml, the God with us, who had been
promised, prefigured and prophesied.
He who was In the beginning, the
word by whom all things were made,
"was made tiesh and dwelt among us."
For four thousand years under the
light of religious traditions the world
had looked to the coming of this child.

"Since that night In Judea the world
looks back to his coming as the ful-
fillment of all of God's promises to
man and from II dates Its civilization
and its years. The child of Bethlehem
is not only the son of God, but he Is
also the child of Mary. Our humanity
ls In him, body and soul and will.
He is to become the child of Naza-
reth, the youth of the temple, the man
of Galilee, preaching the Gospel, pel
