“They are no longer guided by their
own impressions, but by a celestial
object moving independently of them-
selves; a meteor, probably, which they
imagined to be identical with the star
which they had before observed, but
which, from the nature of its move-
ments, must have been preternatural,
‘“When they had heard the king they
departed; and, lo, the star which they
saw in the east went before them till
it came and stood over where the
young child was. And when they saw
the star they rejoiced with exceeding
great joy.'

“This history teaches us that truth,
if it is to be grasped in its fullness,

must be strenuously and earnestly
sought,
“Finally, this history teaches us

what is the real object of religious in-
quiry. ‘We have seen the star in the
east, and are come to worship him'—
to worship him.”
