"Although It nmy appear trlto to at-
tribute tho epidemic of crime In any
way to tho weather, it is a fnrt that
nevertheless confronts tho polico de-
partment. Tho rnlny weather, produc-
ing hfld rondo, hns plaood hundreds of
graders nut of work mul hns deprived
Workmen In various linos of their em-
ployment. Those men cannot subslßt
without moans of livelihood, nnri somo
of thorn brooming disheartened at the
formidable aspect of obtaining honor-
able employment nnd many of them too
trifling to seek work, turn thieves and
highwaymen, it win bo noted that tho
majority of the robborlos committed
within tho pa?t few days have borne
nil the oloments of amateurs, which
bears out the truth of the statement
that unemployed men are becoming
converts to the profession of crime."

Weather Versus Crime

Speaking of the Inffuenco of tho
weather on tho prevalence of crime
Chief Kern said yesterday:

Chief of Police. Kern Attributes this
fact to tin- number of circumstances
which combine to increase the criminal
population of Lob Angeles. First was
the Influx of yeggmon from Han Fran-
cisco, driven hore by tho vigilance of
the police In clearing the northern city
of tho disreputable clement. The tour-
ists always bring a largo number of
criminals to Los Angeles, and this In
addition to the continued Inclement
weather Is considered responsible for
tin- unusual frequency of theft in thecity.
