Celestial Quarters, Provided They

With the pop of crackeérs and the
rattle of the cocoanut drums, lncnl|
Chinatown will tonight welcome tho|
festival of the Chinese new year in
royal fashion,

For weeks past the celestinls have
been settling up debts, subscribing to
varfous charitable funds and making
themselves free to celebrate the new
year's season as far as the iaw allows,

All Chinatown has taken on a new
color, The fronts of the restaurants
have been painted red and yellow.
Bright silk lanterns hang before shops
and stores, Every year these lanterns
are brought out to help decorate for
the new year seagon and this year the
epectacle will be particularly brilliant
because of the fact that most of the
lanterns to be used this year are new
and have but recently been Imported
from across the seas,

Another feature that will make this
new year's celebration one of the best
that Chinatown has ever produced will
be the fact that the streets of the 1it-
tle settloment have become almost dry
and the mud is gradually disappear-
ing.

Streets in Good Condition

For many years Chinatown has been
fairly drenched during the celebration
of the new year's festivities by the
rains. The water has spolled the lan-
terns and decorations, kept the celes-
tials off the strcet and turned the set-
tlement into a sea of evil smelling
muck, through which it was at des-
perate rigsk of contracting disease that
anyone undertook to stay in the set-
tlement,

A week ago, because of former rains,
the Chinatown streets were in poor
condition, The past week, however,
has produced a change, Most of the
streets and alleyways have dried, the
buildings are in gay color and hun-
dreds of Chinese lilies are in full bloom,
bringing joy to the hearts of the celes-
tial, for when that lily blooms for the
new year's celebration it means luck
for the Chinese for the rest of the
year.

At midnight tonight the celebration
begins and every youngster in China-
town will be dressed in gay silks,
satins and ribbons for the occasion,
The celebration will be kept up until
morning and Tuesday will be one of
the big days for the Chinese, for on
that day social and business calls are
made and gifts are exchanged.

White Visitors Welcomed
In the evening the town will be given

over to the white visitors and to the
many tourists who every year visit the

town during the celebration of fes-
tivities,
The celestials have announced their

intention of allowing as much liberty|
as possible to visitors this year so long
as the visitors behave themselves.

If the rowdyism which has occurred

JUSTICE MIKE ROSS IS, VICTIM
OF REFORM IN KANSAS CITY

NO WORK, NO PAY, SAYS THE
COURT

“Sunny Jim” Pendergast, Who |s So.
Journing In Southern California,
Says It Will Come Out
All Right

USTICH “MIKE” ROSS of Kansas

J City, who has been helping “Sun-

ny Jim" Pendergast, alderman

and Democratic boss, enjoy himself in

Southern Callfornia for the last two
weeks, started for home last night,

1t appears that since the Democratic
boss and the justice left Kansas City
some of their political adversaries have
been trying to frame up a nice little
stew for the justice, and a weck ago
when Clerg John George of Justice
Ross' court made application for a war-
rant for Justice “Mike's"” salary for the
month of January the court announced
“When you don't earn 3nur salary, why
you needn’'t come ‘round.’

The county court declared that the
court could see no reason why a jus-
tice should be paid his salary while
that justice was gracefully reclining
in the shade of the sheltering palms of
Southern California,

The court, not content with this re-
form blow, tnm Clerk George that the
court could not see how George could
earn his salary if Justice “Mike" was
not there, and the disappointed clerk
had to walk out of the court room with
his salary still reposing in the county's
strong box.

When Boss Pendergast, resting com-
fortably in his room at the Hollenbeck,
heard the news he sald something very
like “Oh, h=!" Then he laughed a
great, big hearty laugh, and ever since
then he has been laughing.

Justice Is Troubled

Justice “Mike” frowned and sat.si-
lent, The justice was frankly troubled
and he would say very little.

“Is that their little game?"” said Jim,

and then forgot about it except to
laugh.

Justice “Mike” was not to be so
easily appeased and last night he

started for Kansas City, leaving “Sun-
Jim"” to absorb a little more suns
shine before going back to wield the
big stick on all who attempt reforms
in his absence.

“‘Mike' will get his salary, all right,
There is not a doubt about that,” said
Boss Jim last night.

“I have been in the council for six-
teen years and ‘Mike' has been a justice
for eight wyears, and there never has
been any objection to any justice tak-
ing a little vacation. At this time of
year there is not very much doing
which could not be done just as well
without ‘Mike.! He came out here with
me last year and not a word was said.
It is just because he is a Democrat
and there is a new Republican judge
in there who thinks he can stir things
up a little.

No Kick on Republicans

“The Republican justices have always
been allowed to go and nothing was
ever said about their salaries. There
are some folks that are mighty anxious
to get thelr names in the papers and
they have to have a chance like this to
do it. It will not amount to anything. T
am going to stay out here for a while
longer, for I don’t intend to have my
good time spoiled by any new judges.
‘Mike' Is going back, but then, any-
way, he did not intend to stay all the
time.”

Jim Pendergast has been the Demo-
cratic boss of Kansas City for sixteen
vears, and he will probably continue to
be as long as he desires. He is a rotund
man of decidedly Celtic proclivities and
countenance, and his red face and
bristling mustache are topped by a
pair of kindly eyes, which betoken the
size of the heart within him—which is
as big as all outdoors. For Jim rules
by love, not by fear, and his followers
are as many as his ward—the First—
has voters. Often he has carried it by
majorities of 475 out of 500, and some-
times even by more.

Changes Ward Lines

The First ward in Kansas City is the
river district, which lles between the
west bluffs and the Kansas state line.
1t is largely given up to wholesale
houses and packing houses, with the
stock yards spreading its smell llke a
blanket over all,
place to live, vet Pendergast made his
home there for many years. Finally
with wealth—for Jim has two highly
prosperous saloons and is interested in
many another enterprise—came the de-
gire for a more palatial home. He could
not move out of the ward and he
couldn't well build in it. So he appealed
to his colleagues. And the lines of the
“foist” were stretched in a night to
take in just that little bit of the west
bluffs whereon Jim erected hig domicile.
This region had formerly been good
strong Republican territory, but the
shifting of the ward lines shifted the
politics, too, and the Democratic ma-
jority suffered not a whit by the
change.

Pendergast's philanthropy is of that
sllent, quiet sort which seldom finds its
way Into print. People used to wonder
at his remarkable hold on his ward till
the big flood came in 1903. Then Jim's
entire ward was under water from five
to twenty-five feet deep, and his con-
gtftuents were all compelled to flee to
high ground. They were poor, these peo-
ple, and rehabilitation meant very
much to them. A huge fund was raised,
but pro rata, it amounted to little,

Plays Good Angel

Asg soon as the waters receded—even
before—Jim, in his boots and raincoat,
was plodding about among the
wretehed people, #ere and there he
found a home where a fire, a loaf of
bread and a pot of coffee or a bucket of
beer would make life worth living,
Down into his jeans went Jim's hand
and many a $20 bill found its way into
a begrimed worker's exchequer, to be
recelved with tears of gratitude and to
be met with Jim's “Oh, hell; don't men-
tion it t' anny wan."”

FINDS PROMISING
INDICATIONS OF ORE

FAMOUS GEOLOGIST MAKES
GOOD REPORT

New Mining District in  Southern
Nevada Rich in Mineral, Sayn
Prof. Aughey of Smithso.
nian Institution

Special to The Herald.

RHYOLITE, Ney, Feb, 10.—Prof,
Aughey of the United States geological
survey, the Smithsonfan institution and
the University of Nebraska has just
completed an exhaustive report upon
the new Lee<Echo mining district In
southern Nevada, Prof, Aughey spent
soveral weeks upon the ground before
making his report and his data gath-
ered In the new district is the most
complete of any expert who has yet
been Into the new southern Nevada
camps.

In part Prof. Aughey's report reads:
“The Lee district is characterized by
an  Immense bed of quartzite from
north to south for approximately four-
teen miles and from one to two miles
in breadth, 1In color the quartz |Is
from light brown to black and its con-
slstency runs from sugary to com-
pact.

“Bands of light brown and yellowish
sandstone occur in the vein and run
parallel to it.

“In this belt occur the gold-bearing
quartz in two serfes. One series runs
parallel with the belt and the cross
the first at right angles,

“So far as I have been able to ob-
serve the veins range in size from fifty
to four feet, with small cross veins
averaging two feet in breadth,

“The cross veins run into the country
rock at right angles to the vein and
dip sharply.

Must Dig Deep \

“Throughout this district the mines
fail to show upon the surface and it
is folly to expect any sign of ore until
a depth of from eleven to twenty feet
is reached. As gold does not readily
leach like copper, this peculiarity may
have heen caused by the hot alkali
waters dropping their gold and silver
solutions before they came to the sbw-
face, \

“The district averages high-grade
ores in both gold and silver. I failed
to find a quartz vein which opened and
worked to a reasonable depth which
did not produce pay values, L

“The mines that have been opened
in this district, although but few in
comparison with the possibilities, are
of great promise,

“The Inyo Gold Mining company,
which commenced with little more
than traces, opened at seventy feet
into ore that produced more than $600
to the ton.

“South of the Borra Taylor and Grif-
fith have opened a shaft that showed
nothing on the surface, but which is
worth $900 a ton at seventy-five feet,

“On this hill the Lee-Echo mine
shows high-grade ore in every open-
ing made—a remarkable state of af-
fairs from a mining man’s standpoint.

“Here I saw gold taken out that was
visible to the naked eye, although at
the surface assays had given scarcely
a trace.

“It is for this reason that the dis-
trict was so long passed over. Now
capitalists are attracted to the coun-
try. Malcolm  McDonald, ‘Borax’
Smith, Patsy Clark, Busch brothers,
Taylor anc. Griffith and the Schwab in-
terests all are heavily interested in
this district.

“I expect a boom in the Echo-Lee
district during the coming spring and
summer, as the mines will all be
opened during that time and it is safe
to say that there will be even more
rich strikes recorded than there were
at Rhyolite.”
