While inspecting the hill\Mayor Wa-
terhouge sald in effect: “The city will
want thig for a reservoir,” This can
mean hut one thing and that is that
the mayor plans to go ahead with a
municipal water scheme all of his own,
if he I8 re-elected. 1t means that,
smarting under the refusals of the
water companies to treat further with
him after he had killed the plans
which. were practically complete when
he was elected for the purchase by
the clty of all the plants he now plans
to go ahead and run a rival municipal
water system.,

Mayor Waterhouse was one of the
opponents of the original plan for mu-
nicipal water by the purchase of the
plantgs of the several companies, It
was even thought that the success of
this plan at the polls just a few weeks
before the last city election spelled his
defeat, but this was found to he a
very false hope. - He came Into office
against the plan of buying the local
plants unless they could be forced to
#ell for about half what their valuablo
and prior water rights are worth and
he ended by forcing the council to
rescind all action for their purchase
even including the election at which
the people overwhelmingly voted bonds
when he originally protested.

His remark today indicates that he
has a municipal water plan all of his
own which does not Include the local
companies, unlegs they can be forced
to sell out cheaply., Where he will get
the water Is not known, unless’ he
hopes to make use of some of the can-
von claims recently filed on by the
¢ity through a third party. These
claims are considered valueless by en-
sinegrs,

LONG BEACH, Feb, 12.—Gordon
Springer, the Infant son of Mr. and
Mrs, H. H. Springer, 636 Cedar avenue,
pulled the feeding tube off a little gas
heating stove and was so badly burned
that he died three hours later. Tha
child was one year old January 10. The
Springers, who are well known resi-
dents of this city, have the sympathy
of the entire community. Thelr son
Frank, a young man, was struck by a
Pacific Electric car on American ave-
nue several years ago and almost in-
stantly killed.

Mrs. Springer, her l4-year-old daugh-
ter Helen and the infant went upstairsg
in their pretty home after breakfast
this morning. Shortly after 8 o’clock
the babe wandered to the head of the
stalrs and climbed slowly down the
flight, the other two engaged in house-
hold duties not noticing him. A few
moments later a  child’s agonizing
sereams were heard.

Helen hastened down stairs to find
her little brother enveloped in flames
and writhing Iin pain on the parlor
floor near the gas stove, the tube of

which had been detached, The girl
bravely attempted to smother the
flames with her hands, calling at the
same time for the mother. Mrs.

Springer thoughtfully rolled the infant

in the rugon the floor. When the
flames had been extinguished Mrs.
Springer, her own hands painfully

burned, ran out upon the sidewalk call.
ing for help from her neighbors. The
little girl ran down the avenue to Dr,
A: F. Hamilton's home. He was quick
to respond to the urgent call. After
giving the babe a hypodermie injection
he dressed its injuries and then turned
his attention to the mother and sister.
Their hands were severely burned,
but not dangerously.

A nurse was provided for the infant,
Mrs. Springer being of course practi-
cally unable to attend it. About 11
o'clock the child passed away, death
being caused directly, it is thought, by
the fumes it inhaled.

Another Child Hurt

At about the same time the Springer
child was burned Chester Bell, the 17-
months-old son of Capt. Charles Bell
of the steamer City of Long Beach, fell
while at play in the rear of the family
home, 37 Walite drive, and a bamboo
stick which the child was carrying in
its mouth was pushed through its
palate and up into its nose, Dr. J. M,
Holden gave the infant an anesthetic
at once and+sewed up the ugly and
painful wound, which, though unusual
and severe, will not prove serfous ac-
cording to the physician.

DOCK COMPANY
SCORES VICTORY

|CORPORATIONS LOSE BATTLE
FOR CHANNEL

Wilmington Company Receives Per-
mission from Secretary of War
to Dredge from Inner Har.

bor to Basin

geles Dock and Terminal company
the turning basin at San Pedro was
agaured this afternoon when W, K, Hin-
shaw, secretary of the Wilmington
Dock company, received notification
from the secretary of war at Washing-
ton that the compeny's petition to be

allowed to carry on contemplated
dredging near Wilmington had been
granted. This news was received with

great joy by members of the company
and the people generally. It has not
been long since permission was secured
by the Los Angeles Dock and Terminal
company to dredge Cerritos slough for
a distance of a mile and a half west of
the harbor, The Vilmington company's
application was to take up the drainage
where the other corporation stops and

carry It on to e San Pedro basin,
The granting of the application acsures
the opening of the channel clear
through.

Victory Over Corporations

Not only do the members of the Wil-
mington company congratulate them-
selves because of the effect the dredg-
ing will have upon values of their hold-
ings and Wilmington, and hecause of
the double assurance it gives of the
success of the Inner harbor at Long
Beach, but becausge in securing this
permit a victory was won over the
Bannings and over the Soutfiern Paci-
fic and Salt Lake railway interests,

On October 20 the directors of the
company filed with Capt, Amos Fries,
government engineer, an apjlication to
be allowed to carry on these dredging

operations. The Bannings and the two
railway companies at once made it
known that they would rontest the

matter with all their power. This had
been expected, as the propoced channel
would take in between 1000 and 1200
acres of land which these corporate in-
terests claim to cwn, titles to the prop-
erty having been vested in them by
the state at various times from 1882 to
1902, Around Mormon island they claim
tide lands extending so far that, to-
gether with land which they claipm ad-
jolning the city of Wilmington, leaves
only a tiny channel which barely
reaches Canal street, One section of
the claimed tide lands, including 346
acres, will be taken as a whole when
the new chfnnel is dug.

The public hearing, called on the ap-
plication, was continued from time to
time in Capt. Fries' office in Los An-
geles, the corporate interests interpos-
ing every possible objection. They also
asked that the old peninsula harbor
plan which they presented a few years
ago be adopted instead of the plan of
the Wilmington Dock ccmpany.

The permit received today gives the
company the right to dredge a channel
5600 feet long, 400 feet wide and of any
depth not exceeding twenty-one feet.
Throughout most of its length the chan-
nel will be dredged to a width of much
less than 400 feet, however, as such
width would not be necessar:.

Certain stockholders in the Wilming
ton company have applied for permis-
sion to fill in and bulkhead in front of
block 16 at Wilmington, and to build a
wharf there. If this permission is se-
cured the company will build the bulk-
head and wharf as soon as practicable.

The channel will afford a second en-
trance to the fnner harbor of Long
Beach, as the main entrance to the new
port will be excavated directly out to
the ocean. It is expected that the Wil-
mington entrance will be completed
before the ocean entrance is. It will
not be dredged to the depth of the main
entrance and will be used mainly by
lighters delivering cargoes from ves-
sels to the wharves along the inner
harbor.

The cost of the Wilmington com-
pany’'s channel could not be accurately
estimated today by Secretary Hinshaw.
He said the work would be undertaken
as soon as possible,

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CITY GOES RGUGHSHOD
AFTER RAILWAY GATES

This committee will recommend thuat
the Santa Fe place gates at Lake ave-
nue, Los Robles avenue, Marengo ave-
nue, Madison avenue and Walnut street
and flagmen at Union and Green
streets. The leading crossing on the
Southern Pacific and Salt Lake are
similarly to be treated. The whole will
be ordered in an ordinance, for the
couneil, election now being near, would
rather command and play to the grand-
stand than have a conference with the
railways and get things arranged with-
out a fight.

17 WOUNDS DID NOT KILL

Remarkable Surgery Restores Young
Man—Apparently Hopeless
Case Conquered

ATCHISON, Kas.,, Feb. 12.—After one
of the most remarkable recoveries
known to modern surgery, Jim Ryan,
who was shot in the abdomen by Jim
Crum in August, will return to work
as good a man in every way as he ever
was,

The bullet pierced Ryan's intestines
thirteen times and the mesentery in
four different wounds. The mesentery
is a covering under the intestines which
holds them in place. The operation was
performed by Dr. Hubbard Linley and
occupied nearly two hours’ time. In
many cases an operation of this kind
results fatally, even if the patient's in-
testines have been perforated in only
one or two places, The seventeen
wounds in Ryan’s intestines were
sewed together by Dr. Linley with silk
thread. Ryan eats anything he desires
and has regained norma. weight. In
surgical operations it 1s essential that
every instrument, the surgeon's hands,
and everything that comes in contact
with the wounds be absolutely germ-
less, Otherwise blood poisoning would
set in. Naturally with seventeen holes
in his intestines Ryan bLled profusely.

For a time, even after the operation,
he lingered between life and death.
But now, as well as ever, he returns
to his trade, that of a molder, at Sea-
ton's foundry. Ryan is only 21 years of
age and to a certain extent his young
and vigirous constitution and the sur-
geon’s skill assisted in his unusual re-
covery.

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MANY CHANGING THEIR NAMES

Scandinavians Take Advantage of the
Wisconsin Law, Which Pleases
Postoffice Officials

SUPERIOR, Wis, Feb. 12.—An epi-
demic of name changing has struck
Douglas county and the register of
deeds is kept busy filing the declara-
tions, The changes are mostly among
the Scandinavians, who have names
alike, and change them to avoid con-
fusion, That is the reason assigned by
most of those asking a change, al-
though now and then one crops up
that is a little out of the ordinary, as
for instance, Anton Bilonweck had his
name changed to plain Bieloh because
the first was too hard to spell, write
and pronounce.

Sometimes the whole is changed,
sometimes just the last one, and again
an initial is inserted.

The law requires that the person
wishing a change of name shall merely
file his old name with the new one
wanted and the reason for changing.
In case of property owners a descrip-
tion of the property must also be filed.
The law Wwas not generally known here
until lately the newspapers have made
mention of it and the Scandinavians
have since commenced to take ad-
vantage of it.

It is said that the postoffice force
here will be greatly aided in their Work
by the epidemic of name changing, as
at present there are several hundred
such of Olsons, Petersons, Johnsons
and Andersons in the directory, and
many of these also have the same
Christian names,
