Predicts Great Strike
"The American relief committee

should have their own n presontatives
in Russia to distribute the funds, if

the Russian government does not grant

a constitutional form of government
the greatest strike in the history of the
\u25a0world will follow.

"It willhe a greater strike than thai
of 1900. There has been a great change
among the people. Now they have a
central point of organisation and a
point of concentration, if the govern-
ment Ignores the demands of the dou-

ma the general strike will follow. It
will be In March or April, and will
have the support "f tho navy.

"The concessions asked from the
crown by the last douma have not been
granted. Tin- government may grant
some small concessions, but If there is

a strike rebellion will follow. The peo-
ple want personal liberty, free. '.am of
the press and financial control. The
people willinsist upon a republic. The
army willjoin the naval revolt, which
will be followed by the strike of the
railroad employes, the government tel-
egraph employi a and the working peo-
ple in all the large mines and facto-

ries."
Although born a peasant, M. Aladln

studied at the University of Kazan,

from which he was expelled for voicing

liberal opinions. He escaped exile and
went to Germany, but returned to

Russia when the caar's liberation mani-

festo was issued. He was elected dep-
uty to the douma and founded the peas-
ant labor body. He is its present lead-
er, although prevented by the govern-
ment from being nominated for the
second douma.

NAVAL APPROPRIATION
BILL OF $96,000,000

IS PASSED BY HOUSE

The postofllce appropriation bill was
taken up and und» r an ugreement that
general debate shall cease at 12 noon,
the house at B:18 adjourned until 11
o'clock tomorrow.

Another amendment, also by Mr.Foss,
was adopted, providing that of the ves-
sels authorised In last year's naval
bill as well as In this year's not more
than one battleship and one torpedo
boat destroyer, or two torpedo boat de-
stroyers, shall be built by one con-
tracting party.

An amendment by Mr. Foss was
adopted limiting to $miO,OOO each the
rust of two torpedo boat destroyers
authorized in the bill, exclusive of
armament.

The sulzer amendment defining the
size and type of the battleships and
stipulating that one should be built Ina
government yard at New York was
defeated.

Amendment Defeated

The chairman of the appropriations
committee, Mr. Tawney of Minnesota,
supported Mr. Burton's amendment on
the ground of economy. He did not
share Mr. Burton's dream of world
peace by internatinal arbitration, but
he thought the United States was al-
ready spending a sufficient sum on ac-
count of past wars, and on a viva voce
the liurton amendment was defeated

ayes 106, nays 122. On a vote by tellers
the opposition Increased their majority
and the vote stood— ayes 114, nays 146.

Mr. Sulzer supported the recommen-
dation for two battleships, offering an
amendment that one be built at the
New York navy yard.

Considerable Interest was aroused by
Mr. Longworth of Ohio, who said that
while very generally he relied on the
good judgment of his colleague (Mr.
Burton), in this particular case he. was
obliged to disagree with him and yield
to the opinion of a higher authority,
"especially," he proceeded, "as the opin-
ion of that higher authority" agreed
with his own.

Doesn't Agree with Burton

During the debate a member of the'
cabinet who was on the floor told cer-
tain senators that the subject of state
Immigration had received the atten-
tion of the cabinet at tts meeting to-
day and that there had been a general
conclusion that the torms of the bill
would not require a new ruling In the
South Carolina ease.

All talk of an extra session or of de-
lay on the report was terminated by
the agreement to vote tomorrow. Roth
Messrs. Bacon and Tillman disclaimed
any Intention to conduct a flllibuster,
and many other Democratic senators
stated that even if the Georgia senator
and the South Carolina senator did en-
tertain such a purpose they would not
follow them.

Mr. Patterson then secured unani-
mous consent for a vote on thp confer-
ence report before adjournment tomor-
row, the discussion to be resumed as'
sunn as morning business Is out of
the way.
