HOBART BOSWORTH
DIRECTS BELASCO

FAVORITE ACTOR WILL RE-
PLACE GEORGE BARNUM

Was Trained by Daly and Has Had

Years of Experience as Stage

Director and

Actor

The East Hollywood and other resi-
dents have spent several thousand dol-
lars In preparing for the coming elec-
tion, but Insome quarters even there it

"T ciius"(i proceedings to be delayed
until voters of the nrwlyannexed Ban
Pedro territory were given tholr right
to vote, which overnight would have
Invnliilntfd the election fit that time.

City Attorney Leslie It. Hewitt told
Thr Herald lust night thai from a legal
standpoint the proposed election would
lnvite much trouble for Los Angeles
because of the uncertainty that exists
and complications likely to grow out
of the Indefinite and vague boundary
linos marking the territory which seeks
to bo Joined to Los Angeles.

"This annexation was started before
IIn came city attorney," said Mr. Hew-
itt, "and 1 simply did my share of
the work as It was laid before me.

Belasco productions memorable under
Mr. Barnum will lack no luster In his
hands. He willnot play parts, except
inemergencies, but will devote his time
exclusively to the stage direction.

Mr. Hosworth's wife Is Adele Far-
rlngton, who has been a member of the

Belasco company for some time. She
is a delightful artiste, and It willbe a
matter for general rejoicing to know
that her brilliant husband is to join
with her inmaking for the delights of
artistic work on this stage.

The third objection is that the city
boundaries cannot be changed except
by a charter amendment.
