INCREASE REVENUE
OF CITY $30,000

TO LICENSE POOL ROOMS AND
CIGAR DEALERS

Stiff Fees Will Be Demanded, and
Small Tobacco Shops and Billiard
Halls Will Be Driven

from Business

The finance committee of the council
yvesterday perfected plans for increas-
ing the city's revenue about $50,000 a
vear, This will be done by licensing
pool and billiard tables and tobacco
dealers,

Monday the council will pass an ordi-
nance providing a license fee of $3.50
a table per month up to four tables
and $2.60 a month per table for all over
four tables, It is estimated that li-
cense fees from this source will bring
in about $25,000 revenue,

It is also expected that it will close
up many of“the smaller pool and bil-
liard halls that have caused the police
s0 much trouble. The chief of police
has repeatedly told the commission that
it is the smaller and less profitable
pool rooms that have caused the de-
partment the greatest trouble. The
places where a game of pool can be
played for § cents and a game of bil-
lards for 10 cents draw an element that
disturbs the peace and quiet of the
neighborhood in which the hall is situ-
ated and requires constant surveillance
on the part of the police. The better
class of pool rooms usually have more
than four tables and cater to a better
element, Thus the council expects
through the stiff license fee to eliminate
many pool rooms by making them un-
profitable,

Stiff License on Tobacco

Many persons handling tobacco will
also have to give up this branch of
their business, as all cigar dealers hav-
ing a gross income of §15 a day from
the tobacco business will have to pay
a llcense fee of $6 a quarter. A Rross
sale of $30 daily necessitates a license
fee of $15 a quarter and all over that
amount $25 quarterly, By these fees
it 1s estimated an annual income of
$25,000 yearly will result to the city,
This license system applies to all deal-
ers in clgars, grocers, drug stores or
any one else handling tobacco. It is
expected that this will put many small
dealers out of business and that many
grocers and drugglists will throw out
this line, but the finance committee be-
lieves the license an equitable one, as
most of the clgar dealers pay no taxes
or revenue of any kind to the city,
while merchants handling more ex-
pensive goods have to pay taxes on the
stocks as personal property,

This license system 18 along the lines
suggested by Mayor Harper and is one
of the things he has been most earnest-
ly urging since he has been in office
The fees fixed on by the finance com-
mittee are a little lower than the mayor
asked, but arve sald to be satisfactory
to a majority of the exclusive cigar
dealers,

Most of the revenue to be derived
from both of these sources will be given
to the police department,

TALKS OF EFFECT
O GUNDAY: LAW

SEVENTH DAY  ADVENTIST
TELLS HIS IDEAS

Says Bill Pending Before Legislature
Has Bearing on Religious Lib«

erty and Freedom of
Conscience

The proposed Sunday observance law
which is pending in the legislature has
stirred up a commotion among people
of various creeds,

The Sunday observance advocates
say that the action is not of a re-
ligious nature but to enable the labor-
ing man to have one day of rest oul
of the seven and that the proposed
amendment to article 20 of the con-
stitution of the state of California, to
be known asg section 21, is to make it
optional with the city or county what
places of business nre to be closed on
the first day of the week.

But in provision for the Seventh Day
Adventists or others wishing to keep
cther than the first day of the week
the fourth section of the amendment
reads as follows:

“Provided, however, any law or or-
dinance asked or adopted under the
second or third subdivisions of this
section shall not apply to persons con-
scientiously believing that the seventh
day of the week should be observed
as the Sabbath and who actually re-
frain from opening their places of
business on tlLat day.”

Adventist's Ideas

B. E, Fullmer, a Seventh Day Adven-
tist, has the following to say in jus-
tification of his ideas on the subject
of Sunday ob.ervance as hearing upon
the religious conscience and liberty:

“I wish to speak in view of the bill

to come bhefore the present sesslon of
the legislature making the Sunday law
possible, and algo in view of the serious
auestions raised as to their bearing on
religious liberty and the rights of cons
sclence,
I'he historical relationship of church
and state as well as the true Christian
attitude on this subject may be sum-
marized briefly. While the Master,
while on earth, was approached by the
Pharisees in their attempt to entangle
him in his talk, they chose the ques-
tion, ‘Is it lawful to give tribute unto
Caesar, or not?" He answered, ‘Render
therefore unto Caesar the things which
are Caesar's and unto God the things
which are God's.’

“In his answer a clear distinction is
recognized and made between our du-
ties as Christians to God, Caesar or
the sm\e. Things purely civil are due
the stale and things wholly rellgious
are due to God, lgnoring the fact that
on the SBabbath question a great dif-
ference of opinion exists as to the
proper day: the recognition that it is
# purely religious institution makes its
enforcement by the state contrary to
the foregoing words of Christ and
therefore a wholly christian  pro-
cedure,

“Historically, to quote the words of
Bancroft, “No one thought of vindi-
cating religion for the conscience till
& volce in Judea, breaking day for the

greatest epoch in the life of humanity.’
No sooner was this religion adopted by
the chief of the Roman empire than it
was shorn of its universality and en-
thralled by an unholy connection with
the unholy state, and so it continued
till the new nation. When it came to
establish a government for the United
States refused to treat faith as a mat-
ter to be regulated by a corporate body
or having a headship in a monarch or
state.

“*Vindicating the right of individ-
uality in religion, and in religion above
all, the new naton dared to set the ex-
ample of accepting in its relation to
God the principle first divinely or-
dained of God in Judea. It left the
management of temporal things to the
temporal power, but the American con-
stitution, in harmony with the people
of the several states, withheld from the
federal government the power to in-
vade the home of reason, the citadel
of conscience, the sanctuary of the
soul; not from indifference, but that
the infinite spirit of eternal truth
might move in its freedom, purity and
power.’

“And thus was born our nation, the
first to deliberately separate church
and state, and because of this separa-
tlon the nearest the Christian princi-
ple of any nation the earth has ever
seen. But from its birth to this day,
covert and various attempts (of which
Sunday enforcement is an example)
have been made to reverse this and en-
thrall this nation with an unholy al-
liance of church and state, .

“Who does not see that the proposed
amendment to our state constitution
making possible the complsory observ-
ance of Sunday, a purely religious in-
stitution, also acknowledge the right of
the state to enforce any other religious
establishment at the demand of the
majority utterly ignoring the rights of
conscience of the minority and tramp-
ling under foot the ‘heaven born prin-
ciple first divinely ordained of God in
Judea' of utter and absolute separa-
tion of church and state in every es-
tablishment, leaving the heart free to
worship its Maker and amenable to
him only for failure so to do. May
this bill fail utterly and consclence re-
main free in the good state of Cali-
fornia.”
