It is estimated that rallroads in the
United States use 110,000,000 new ties
every year. The Pennsylvania lines

The forestry departments of th-‘l

United States and of Pennsylvania are
co-operating with the railroad company
in its tree-growing, for the effort is re-
garded as of considerable educational
value. It is hoped that railroads
throughout the country will take up the
idea and help to retimber thousands of
acres of land which have been stripped.

In getting rights of way it was ofte
necessary to acquire land not necessary |
for strictly transportation purposes, and |
a great deal of this land is unsuitable
for agriculture. Evgry available acre
will be covered with locusts, white oz
chestnut and yellow pin On the lir
west of Pittsburg and Erie and experi-
ment with 60,000 catalpa trees is turn-
ing out successfully, from which it ap-
pears that a new source of tie supply is
about to be opened up.

Economles resulting from tree culti-
vation will amount to many millions of
dollars in the course of years. On the
basis of an average cost of 70 cents a tie
and 25 cents for putting it into the
track, the Pennsylvania system has to
spend more than §5,000,000 on ties every
year.

Last year some 800,000 trees were
planted by the Pennsylvania's eastern
lines, and many more will be set mu
this year. In the nursery at Hollidays-
burg are nearl; 1ich are to be
transplanted N the next ten
months. The mm«w care is taken to
protect the trees from fire and from in
sects. Through the tracts where tre
have been planted fire lanes forty fe
wide are le they are kept absolute
bare of veget le growth., Men are e
ployed to kee watch over the trre
during the season when there is danger
of fire,
