Thaw family, are said to have taken
Mr. McPike to task for the remarks
credited to him and Mr, McPike vig-
orously denifed the alleged interview.
In this denial be is said to have been
supported by his partner, Mr., Delmas.

Delmas Scores Alds

On Saturday there was a five hours'
conference of all the counsel for Thaw
at Mr. Delmas' office, and at this meet-
ing, it is said, Mr. Delmas took occa-
sfon to criticise severely the lack of
|support by his assistants. He declared,
it is said, that they had done everything
to diseredit him and to make him ap-
pear ridiculous and that, although he
had been nominally in charge of the
case in court since the second day of
the trial, he had in fact been nothing
of the sort.

As an illustration of this alleged de-
sire to confuse him, he declared he
knew nothing of Thaw's will and let-
ters until they were handed to him as
he was questioning a witness in court,

There seems little chance that the
present situation in the Thaw case will
rresult in a mistrial. It is said that
| Juror Joseph B, Bolton, whose wife died
last week and was buried Saturday, has
stated that he is willing and able to go
on with the trial.

19 GONSUMED

Surprises in Coffee, Cotton and Tin

Uncovered in Statistics of Come
merce of the United States,

Just Issued

By Associnted Press,

WASHINGTON, Feb. 17.-—Apparent-
Iy chumpagne drinking in the United
States {s on the wane. Both the quan-
tity and value of that beverage im-
ported into this country last year were
less than in the preceding one, and
practically no greater than a dozen
years ago,

This is only one of several surprising
features of a statement issued by a
bureau of statistics on the “ebb and
flow of the commerce of the United
States in 1906, The figures show: that
304,727 dozen quarts of champagne and
other sparkling wines were imported
in 1906, valued at $5,855,426, while in
the immediately preceding year the
number of dozen quarts was 401,641,
valued at $5,945,651,

Another surprising fact is that while
the United States is one of the greatest
coffee consuming countries in the
world, yet it is actually exporting that
product. The exports of domestic
products include 31,518,494 pounds of
green or raw coffee, valued at $3,870,-
592. This is explained by the fact that
Porto Rico and the Hawallan islands
are customs districts of the United
States and that thelr exports to for-
elgn countries are now included with
the figures of exports form the various
customs districts of this country. -

Still  another curious feature of
American commerce is that, while this
country produces three-fourths of the
world's cotton, $11,000,000 worth of that
product was imported lash year, to say
nothing of $1,000,000 worth of waste
cotton. While this country ig the larg-
est manufacturer of cotton the imports
of this product aggregated in round
figures $69,000,000 in value, which was
more than 50 per cent in excess of the
value of these goods exported.

The United States, which has stead-
ily reduced its importations of tin plate
from more than one billion pounds in
the fiscal year 1801 to 112,000,000 pounds
in the calendar year 1906, has become
an exporter of that product and the
exportations of tin plate in 1906 were
$1,001,688 in vaule, exclusive of the for-
eign tin re-exported.

SIKTH VICTIM OF
EXPLOSION DIES

Inquest Will Be Resumed This Morn.
ing and Depositions of Wounded
Witnesses Will Be Taken
for Evidence

.

J. W. Haggerty, 1251 South Flower
street, the sixth victim of the Second
street explosion, dled at the Good Sa-
maritan hospital at 11 o’clock yesterday
morning.

Haggerty was seriolsy injured in the
explosion. Both ankles were crushed
and he was hurt internally. Immedi-
ately after the explosion the man was
found beneath a pile of debris and
taken into the receiving hospital. After
receiving first ald there he was re-
moved to the Good Samaritan hospital.
It was at first thought the man's life
would be saved, but he grew weaker
each day.

The body was removed to Pierce
Brotherd' undertaking establishment, A
coroner’'s inquest will be held Tuesday.

The funeral will be held from the
undertaking establishment Tuesday
afternoon, !

The coroner’s inquest on the vietims
of the explosion will be again taken up
this morning and the examination of
witnesses will continue. Fully twenty-
two witnesses who have been sub-
poenaed are expected to be examined
today and tell what they know of the
grewsome tragedy to the nine men
who have been selected to investigate
and fix the responsibility.

In addition to the inquest the funer-
als of the five victims who lost their
lives in the catastrophe or soon after-
ward will be held today., The bodies
which will be burled are those of La-
vonne Meyers, Mrs. Annie Crawford,
John Mains, Jack Fuentes and Fernand
Stephens.

A dozen other victims of the explo-
slon occupy beds in different hospitals
and several of them will this morning
swear to depositions telling what they
know of the disaster and the causes
which led up to it. These depositions
will be read to members of the jury
when the hearing is resumed today and
will probably weigh gredtly in the de-

| elslon,

Employes and officials of the gas com-
pany will also be placed on the stand
today to give their gside of the matter
and it 18 understood the statements of
B. Cressaty, proprietor of the restau-
rant beneath which the explosion oc-
curred, that he called the company's
offices six times before he received as-
sistance, will be contradicted.

Mrs., Wade, one of the women who
was seriously Injured in the explo-
slon, is at the Pacific hospital and is not
expected to live, She has grown
steadlly weaker and last night it was
sald she would not live another day,
