"When the Berlin broke in two the
passengers and crew were swept off

her decks in batches and drowned
within a few yards of safety. We
could hear their shouts for help, but
could do nothing to assist them. We
saw scores of people struggling In the
water, many clinging for brief periods
to floating wreckage, but in their be-
numbed state they were unable long
to resist the force of the waves, ajad
dropped off one by one."

"Apparently the best of discipline
prevailed on board the Berlin. All the
paasi ngeri had been furnished with
life belts nnd had gathered up on the
lee. side, endeavoring to shelter them-
selveg from the awful seas which were
breaking over .he vessel, submerging
her decks, funnels and almost her
masts, hiding her entirely from view.
When within 100 yards of the Berlin
we threw out our life belts with lines
attached, but they failed to reach her.
It v. is impossible to take a line on
board the stranded steamer, as noth-
ing could have lived in the terrible
waves.

As we approached in an at-
tempt to rescue them the persons on
board raised a cheer.

HURT BY EXPLOSION

Capt. Jansen says he was compelled
to leave the two women and the child
on board the wreck because they did
not dare to make the descent of the
rope owning to their completely ex-
hausted condition. In fact they ap-
peared to be dying. Another deter-
mined attempt to reach the wreck will,
however, be made at low tide at 2
o'clock tomorrow. The boatman In-j
tend to try to board the wreck, wrap |
up the two women and the child Ini
waterproof sacks and lower them into
the boat.

The wind has died down, but the cold
Is intense and the fury of the sea is
terrible.

Ithas been discovered that the wreck
of the Berlin is resting on the remains
of the British steamer Leeds, which
was lost in the same spot in1882.

This was not accomplished without
difficulty, owing to the heavy surf, but
the rescuers managed to get a line
aboard the wreck and make the other
end fast to the lighthouse. The sur-
vivors then climbed down and were
carried one by one through the surging
water, breast high, along the pier and
placed in the small boat, whence they
were lifted to the pilot boat.

Capt. Jansen of the life boat and th*
other reserves praised the courage of
Prince Henry, who went out in the
smaller boat and worked hard, pulling
at the oars and in helping to hoist the
survivors aboard.

The survivors highly praise Prince
Henry, who personally assisted the
women and had gloves provided for
them. The prince wrapped his fur
overcoat about one woman.

It now appears certain that after the
catastrophe there were many mores
than fifteen persons remaining on the
wreck and that most of them were
washed off by the waves. One woman
was carried away .iust before the rescue
was effected. The survivors huddled
together for warmth, and the mem-
bers of the crew who were still alive
shared their food with the others.
There was not enough to go around,
however, nnd for twenty-four hour?
not a morsel of food passed the lips of
these unfortunates. •

Veteran pilots and seamen who
watched the Berlin being driven to her
(loom say the gale wan the fiercest in
many years. One of the eyewitnesses
described the scene as follows:

HOOK OF HOLLAND,Feb. 22.— The
straggling little village of Hook of Hol-
land is filled with anxious relatives of
the passengers and crew of the Berlin,
and pathetic scenes wore witnessed at
the improvised mortuary where the
bodies which already have been washed
ashore are located. Most of these are
battered beyond recognition and some
are without hands and others without
arms or legs.

Engineer Doomed

had mads us so miserable that even
tlic Joy of life brought no smile to our
faces and no words to our lips."

"Whenever we somewhat Utter heard
the pawing craft, we shouted, (earing
that the people on board would think
all was over. Isaw nearly all my
friends carried away by the sea and
drowned.

" 'Wir slnd hier!' (We are here).

"At about 5:30 In the morning we
heard the siren of the incoming Great
Eastern steamer Vienna, and Fraulein
ISuttel In a frenzy of despair shouted to
the howling winds:

In the meantime every preparation
was being nit*Je at the harbor to take
care of the individuals rescued. Six
motor cars, including that belonging
to the prince consort, were drawn up
in readiness to convey the survivors
to the Amerika hotel, where a staff
of medical men, especially summoned,
was waiting to give succor.

The small lifeboat was the first to
reach the harbor and Captain Jansen
reported that three women and a child,
who had refused to jump, were still
aboard the wreck.

He explained that the rescue had
been effected by both boats working?
In conjunction. First the small boat
managed to make fast a rope to the
breakwater and by this means the sur-
vivors were dragged through the water
to the pilot boat, which stood a little
way off.

Captain Jansen had hardly told his
story when the steam pilot boat with
the rescued on board hove in sight.

As nhe was moored the cheers were
succeeded by a painful hush as the
first of the survivors was borne ashore
on a stretcher. The man was swathed
in blankets and made no sign of life.

The eleven survivors were removed
to the Am«rlka hotel and when the
prince consort came ashore his face
was radiant with grateful joy.

Every Dutchman present forfeited
his national reputation for stolidity by
joining in a roaring cheer.

Crowd Dispersed
The hotel in the meantime was so be-

sieged by the crowds to catch a glimpse
of the survivors that the police had to
resort to vigorous measures to clear the
premises and allow the doctors uninter-
rupted control. Several anxious rela-
tives succeeded in f rclng an entrance
to the hotel and there were some scenes
of bitter disappointment when those
discovered that the members of their
familios were not among the rescued.
