THOMPSON FIGHTS
LIKE WHIBLWIND

SYCAMORE CYCLONE WINS IN
FAST BATTLE

Illinois Boy Knocks Out Rufe Turner
and Is Declared by the Referee
the Best Man in His

Class

MARYSVILLE, Cal,, Feb, 22.—~In one
of the fastest battles seen in California
(‘yelone Thompson of Chicago sustained
his reputation this afternoon by defeat-
ing Rufe Turner of Stockton in the
eleventh round of what was to be a
twenty-round contest,

Turner, after taking a fearful beating,
fell to the mat exhausted,

From the start to finish it was con-
tinuous boring, such as only Cyclone
can maintain throughout a fight.

Frequently Turner succeeded in land-
ing stiff* rights and lefts to the jaw

and stomach, but Cyclone appeared
willing to take anything in order to
continue his boring tactics. Referee

Eddie Smith sald after the fight:

“Cyeclone can defeat anyone in his
class with the possible exception of Joe
Gans."

The fight took place under a large
circus tent and was witnessed by fully
3000, among whom were several women,
including Thompson's wife, who kisded
him at the ropes after he was declared
the winner of the $2000 purse,

The Phoenix Athletic club handled
the fight and had arrangements with
the railroads for excursions from north-
ern towns, which brought large crowds
and caused the largest attendance ever
recorded at a prize fight in Northern

STEAMER MAK
IDEAL AMBULANCE

POLICE WELL PLEASED WITH
AUTOMOBILE

Big White Car Probably Will Be
Adopted, Because of Manifold
Advantages Over Horses

and Wagons

Great interest ig being taken by the
members of the police department in
the new steam automobile which has
been doing duty as a patrol wagon for
several days. There is already one
motor car in the possession of the police
department which has proved to be a
white elephant and the police officlals
are wondering if the second one will
turn out the same, v

The car which is now being used is a
20-horse power White steamer with
compound engines, making it equal to a
60-horse. power gasoline car., It was
loaned the department several days to
try and see if it was adapted to police
needs,

So far it has proven to be well
adapted and those who have driven it
say it is far in advance of the wagons.
There is room in it to carry twelve
passengers or five persons on stretch-

€ers, In the wagon arrangements are
made for carrying but one stretcher at
a time. In the motor car a person

can be lald on each seat, one in the
aisle, one on a level with the seats and
one above, * The car.,makes a great
deal faster time than it Is possible to
make with horses and the cost of run-
ning i8 comparatively small,

Cheaper Than Horses

According to engineers connected
with the department who have closely
examined the car, it will cost in the
neighborhood of $100 a month to run it
providing the car I8 in service twenty-
four hours a day. This, they say, I8
cheaper than it costs to keep the two
wagons and eight horses which are now
maintained by the department.

The car which {8 now being used is
a 1906 bus model and is said to have
been offered to the city for $3600. One
of the latest patterns with all modern
equipment can be purchased for $4400,
and If it 1s found that the cars will give
satisfaction it is probable the chief of
police will recommend its purchase.

Patroiman Roy Allen, who was an
engineer before he joined the police de-
partment, has been in charge of the ma-
chine since the department has been
testing it. While speaking of the car
last night he sald:

Electric Was a Failure

“L was comparatively a greenhorn in
hun?!llng this make of car when I took
it. I have found the mechanism so
simple that I have now mastered it
and have only had one bit of trouble,
That was when a small plece of copper
connecting the tank with the boiler be-
‘ame overhealed, I did not understand

bout it at the time, but have since
learned what was the trouble,

“While acting as driver of the car I
have studied it carefully and to me the
car seems to be well adapted to police
needs. It is light running and would
not jar patients who were belng taken
to the receiving hospital, which is one
of the greatest faults to find with the
old patrol wagons,
