IN GALIFORNIA

URGENT CALL FOR MEN,
WOMEN AND TEAMS

Thousands Are Needed for the Early
Fruit Season—Ranches Drawn
on to Supply San Fran.
cisco’'s Demand

By Asrociated Pross,

SAN FRANCISCO, March 8.—~The de-
velopment and reconstruction work that
is going on In S8an Francisco has re-
sulted In a most appreciable shortage
of labor all over California, and from
all parts of the state there is urgent
call for men and women and for tams.

It Is estimated that seventeen thou-
sand teams are at work In San Fran-
clsco and to supply this extraordinary
demand all the towns and citles and
even the farms themselves throughout
California have beem depleted te such
an extent that the shortage 1s a serl-
ous one,

From estimates by the California pro-
motion committee the immediate de~
mand in California, outside of San
Francisco, will require several thou-
sand teams with drivers to supply it
at present, and as the season opens for

further legislation of moment.

down one track while the engine took
the upper one. The baggage and pas-
genger coaches and the tender, being
heavier than the engine, tipped it over
with disastrous results.
