RHYOLITE, Nev., March 3.—The
Tonopah & Tidewater railroad, which
is the Borax Smith extension of the
Santa Fe, will be completed through
Amargosa canyon in six weks, accord-
ing to a statement made by General
Superintendent John Ryan. Mr. Ryan
also stated that the road would reach
the Lila C. mine by June 1. This will
bring the road within eighteen miles
of Greenwater. Irom Greenwater the
road will be rushed to Rhyolite, Gold-
field and Tonopah.

Concerning the Greenwater branch
Mr, Ryan said: “If you have the busi-
ness the road will follow it. There
are two surveys—one entering the
town by the north and the other at
the southern end. These surveys are
a matter of record. Work through the
canyon is being pushed and we have
a large force of men on the ground.
1 have just completed a tour of the
country in an effort to run down the
situation and I am of the opinion that
the strikes in and around Greenwater
are important enough to warrant the
building of the Ash Meadows smelter.”

Smelter at Ash Meadows

Mr. Ryan also held a conference with
H. C. Bellenger in regard to the plac-
ing of the new semliter at Ash Meadows
and the railroad will be completed at
once to this point.

The site for the smelter already has
heen selected and within a few weeks
hundreds of men will be employed at
the mines in building the smelter and
in constructing the railroad within a
few weeks.

Assays of characteristic ores have
been taken and upon the report of Bel-
lenger will depend the type of smelter
that will be erected.

The money for the construction now
is ready and nothing but the lack of
material upon the ground prevents
work from starting at once.

MORE SMELTERS
ARE DEMANDED

Hundreds of Thousands of Dollars Re-
quired for Huge Réductlon Plants
in California Mining
Districts

The construction of several smelters
in the Northern California counties is
expected. There are two smelters in
the Kennett district. A third smelting
plant may be added by the Guggen-
heims. The Balaklala smelter, now in
construction, will be increased in ca-
pacity to handle 1250 tons a day. Au-
gust 1 next is the date set for the be-
ginning of smelting at this plant. Dun-
can MacVitchie, the managing director
of the Balaklala, says that 2,000,000
tons of copper ore will be blocked out
by that time. The Balaklala has a
contract to treat the ores of the Trinity
Copper company.

The Redding Searchlight says that
work on the Keswick smelter is active.
If the litigation now pending in the
United States courts is decided favor-
ably to the smelting interest the Moun-
tain Copper company will install a
modern plant of large capacity to han-
dle the low grade ores of the Hornet
mine.

Product of Smelters

The estimated smelter product of the
0ld Dominion mine of Globe, Ariz.,
for the month of February is 3,000,000
pounds. The January production of the
Copper Queen smelter at Douglas was
9,500,000 pounds of ‘bullion. A new
copper district is opening up at Hot
Springs Junction on the Santa Fe, Pres-
cott & Phoenix railroad.

The development of the copper dis-
tricts of Northern California is a topic
of growing interest. Five hundred men
are employed In the Blue Ledge copper
district in Siskiyou county. Before the
1st of July, so it is reported, more than
1000 men will be on the payroll of the
Mammoth Copper company at its mine
and smelter at Kennett. Seven hundred
men are at work for the company, ex-
clusive of those bullding raflroad lines.

Mine of Tunnels

According to the Redding Search-
light there are 100 tunnels on the Bala-
klala mine and every one of them is in
ore. The main tunnel of the Balaklala
mine has passed through 1000 feet of
ore, which was encountered first at a
distance of elghty feet from the mouth
of the tunnel.

by the company controling the Tono-
pah Mining company.

Speaking of his discovery, Mr. Scott
sald: “There were six of us in_ the
group. We had been working at Falr-
view. Somebody suggested that there
might be something rich a litle north,
#0 we organized a party consisting of
W. H. Mays, L. A, Savage, W. .
Smith, W. Seymour, Frank Schultz and
myself. We left on May 26, Mays,
who was fresh from a Kansas farm
and who knew little or nothing about
minerals or mining, startled us one
afternoon by saying that he had struck
something that he thought was rich,
but did not know what it was. We
immedlately saw that it was gold, and
very rich. We followed the outcrop-
ping and staked it out. We built
monuments on forty claims, After five
days we returned to Falrview., We had
determined to keep the discovery a
secret, but when the samples were as-
sayed, and we learned how rich was
our find, Mays became excited and told
about our success to one friend, and
the news spread rapidly. The richest
of the assays ran $1800 a ton. We
named the camp Wonder, and staked
out a townsite.

Rush to Diggings

“Then the rush came. Men set out on
foot within twenty minutes after the
news of the discovery was circulated.
A town grew up in two days. Some of
the lots that were sold then for almost
nothing are today worth thousands.
The day I left a man sold a lot he had
purchased for $100 for $4000. More
mines were discovered too, the miner-
alized country being seven miles long
and three miles wide. There are now
1500 persons in the district. The popu-
lation is being increased 100 a day.
Three stages run dally from Fallon,
forty-five miles away, and automobliles
are continually going in and out.”

J. B. Daniel, a mining engineer rep-
resenting the Brock syndicate of Phila-
delphia, also known as the Tonopah
Mining company, one of the strongest
mining syndicates in the country, with
such men as John W. Brock, president
of the Tonopah company and the Tono-
pah railroad; R. H. Rushton, president
of the Fourth National bank of Phila-
delphia; James 8. Austin of Philadel-
phia, Richard L. Austin, banker of
Philadelphia; T. P. Hunter, C. A. Hig-
bee, Charles R. Miller and C. A. Dan-
fel at its head, examined the property
located by Scott and his companions
and took an option on it for $300,000
and 400,000 shares of stock,

Mr. Scott said that he and his com-
panions had recently parted with the
400,000 shares for 50 cents a share, the
Brock syndicate now owning complete
control.

Miners Interested

The news of these rich strikes has
excited a great deal of interest in the
mining world and there is no doubt
the Wonder district is the most talked
of among the new camps.

W. J. Stoneham of the firm of Kirby,
Lamb & Stoneham, the Tonopah brok-
ers, thinks it is destined to be the
richest in the land.

“The ore is a sulphide and shows in-
dication of great permanency. In fact
from its peculiar formation the mines
in the Wonder district should outlast,
under active development, the big
mines of the other camps. I think tpat
the Nevada Wonder is going to be a
greater mine than the Mizpah. The
average ore value to the ton is $50
higher than the average Mohawk ore.”

Joseph F. Ward, another mining ex-
pert, who has prospected in Wonder,
says: ‘“Wonder is a high-grade camp
and there are at least a dozen proper-
tles there from which shipping ore is
being taken, The ledge system of
Wonder can be traced for over six
miles. There is considerable rivalry
between the towns of Wonder and
Hercules, but' I think that Wonder is
going to hold the supremacy of the
district.”

DO NOT FAVOR GIRLS’ HIGH
SCHOOL

Belleve They Are Happler as They
Are and Would Not Change
Coseducation for the
World

Frightened by the specter of separate
education, high school pupils' who be-
lleve in co-education almost to a man
are rising in their might to lay the
ghost once and for all. Monday night
a special committee of the board of
education reported in favor of estab-
lishing a high school for girls only

the citys It is the clause “girls’ ” school
that frightens the pupils of both sexes,

That the city will have to build some
kind of a high school In the near future
is patent to everybody connected with
school affairs. The pupils entered at
the Los Angeles high schools this term
have crowded the Hill street building
way over its capacity, and rooms have
been taken In the Sands Street school
nearby. At Polytechnic the situation
is no better. The school session now
begins at 8 o'clock and extends to b p,
m., thereby increasing its capacity, but
tlhis scheme is not altogether satisfac-
ory.

Jor this reason the board has decided
that a new high school is a necessity,
but the idea of separating the sexes
was rather new to the members,

Students Oppose ldea

If the proposition were placed before
the pupile of the high school it would
be voted down by about 33 to 2, Of
thirty-five pupils whose opinions on the
subjects were asked only two were ut
all kindly disposed to a separate school,
and one of these “didn’t care either
way."”

Girls Say “No”

Among the girls of the post graduate
class, a class composed of members
who have graduated from school but
are taking special courses in one or more
subjects, the new scheme met with but
little favor. One young miss declared:
‘“‘Separate schools? Not on your tin-
type. I'm glad we'll be out of it befors
they can build the girls' school.”

Another expressed her feelings in the
words: “Girls’ school? Oh, gee, I hope
not.”
Still another said: “I think it's hor-
rid to want to separate the boys and
girls, That's the reason I don't go to
the Normal.” (Normal is rather shy on
the masculine sex, the graduating class
last year containing but one trousered
individual).

“I think it's wrong,” declared one
thoughtful miss. “They ought to try to
create sociability among the boys and
girls, and not separate them. The
pupils are not sociable enough now, and
I don't know how they would be if they
were in separate schools.”

One of the P. G. boys, noted for his
erudition on such subjects, stated em-
phatically: “I am uncompromisingly
opposed to the idea.

“Oh, no, I don't like it, Of course it
won't bother us, because we'll be out
before they can build the school, but I
feel sorry for the girls who will come
after us.” Such is the way a thought-
ful little senior A miss expressed her
view of the odious subject. “I don't
approve of the idea in any form,” sald
another one of her classmates,

“That's what the girls need,” re-
clared a senior youth, “but I feel sorry
for the poor fellows. They'd be worse
than a school of Indians.” , Another
lad was sollcitious for the welfare of
the girls. “I don't think they'd half
get their lessons,” he murmured, look-
ing at the girl to his left; “they'd
giggle the whole period.”

“Horrid,” “punk,” *“fierce,” ‘“rocky"”
and many other such descriptive epi-
thets were applied to the scheme by
the puplils,

Prof. Melville Dozler, the parent of
the idea, brings forward strong defense
of his plan, although he declares that
the insertion of the word “girls' " high
school in the report was unintentional.

He sald last night: “Co-education Is
contrary to the best interests of the
community and of the pupils. In the
grammar schools it is all right, and in
the higher colleges and universities
where the students have attained to
years of discretion there is no objection
to it, but in the high school age, the
years of adolescence, 1 believe the
pupils should be educated separately.

Would Benefit Morals

“By the present system of educatlion
the lytudents lose that high regard for
the opposite sex which should char-
acterize thelr intercourse. They lose
the polish of manner and chivalry of
deportment which marks the true lady
and gentleman. This is due to the free
and easy intermingling of the present
gcheme of co-education.
