TOKIO, March 17.—1n pursuance of

s the program to increase armaments,
twenty-four infantry regiments have
been organized mainly for the concen-
itrated northern isles.

The main base will be at Kurume,
fifty miles northeast of Nagasaki.

The city suffered a loss of about
$150,000 early in the day by the col-
lapse of the Eighth street viaduct over
the railroads of the Millcreek section
of the city. Three fifty-foot spans of
this viaduct went down into the flood,
but the high water is not believed to
have been the sole cause- of the dis-
aster.

The present flood, however, has come
from unprecedentedly heavy rains on
a soft soil, the result being an exces-
sive amount of mud, which has set-
tled on all that it covered, so that the
loss willgo far in excess of a winter
flood.

The suffering: has probably been
somewhat lessened by the milder
weather, although many thousand per-
sons have been driven from their
homes and caused great loss and suf-
fering by the rising waters.
It Is understood that the worst Is

over at points above here.

The damage done by the flood may
far exceed that in the January flood,
because of the unusually large amount
of mud carried by the river at this
time.

Forecaster Bassler has placed the
probable crest at not less than sixty-
three feet, but his estimates anticipated
its arrival some time tomorrow after-
noon.
