PASADENA, April 2.—<At the regular
monthly meeting of the board of diree-
tors of the Pasadena board of trade
tonight the bills for the $1600 worth of
furnishings and the labor necessitated
in establishing the neav board of trade
headquarters were voted paid and givon
the O X mark of the board. The
amount will be pald without touching
the general fund and thus drawing on
the treasury of the board.

The new furnishings, set off the new
quarters in luxurious s yle, making one
of the bhest furnished and most pleas-
ing headquarters owned by any similar
orgaunization the coast. The ex-
cellence of the arrangement is due
largely to the efforts of Secretary
Coolidge and the furnishing committee.

A great deal of time was consumed
in discussing the date of the board of
trade banquet to be given in the near
future, the topic of discussion centering
on whether the date ghould be set for
before or after the annual meeting. No
decision was reached, the matter being
referred for decision to the meeting
which will decide the other matters re-
garding the banquet.

Thirteen new members were voted
into the organization, and the ftem of
the evening's work showed the progress
of the institution, which has grown at
a surprising rate during the last few

FIGHT BITTERLY

8chool Election Promises to Become
Heated—Another Candidate An.
nounces Himseil for the
Office

LONG BEACH, April 2—The election
of a school trustee next Friday will be
the occasion of a heated fight, Willlam
Schilling is the candidate brought out
by the parties who have made a per-
sonal fight against ,Rcv. Charles Pease,
the retiring presidént of the board. To-
day George H. Blount, a resident of
Alamitos, announced his candidacy,
claiming that Alamitog should be repre-
sented on the board and that Prof. J. J.
Morgan, supervising principal, should
be induced to serve another term.

Rev, Mr. Pease announced that he
would not run again because of the
personal and political fight which was
being injected into school affairs. This
announcement was followed by Prof.
Morgan's statement that he would like-
wise withdraw, and for similar reasons.
The news of these coming changes has
threatened to destroy the fabric of the
present fine school system, Superin-
tendents in other cities of California
have written to several teachers now
employed in the high school here, in-
cluding Principal H. H. Clayton, offer-
ing them better positions, and it is
probable that, unless Mr. Morgan can
be induced to serve another term, they
will accept the offers, Under Mr, Mor-
gan's supervisorship the most pleasant
relations have existed.

There has been no friction between
him and any of the teachers and the
schools have profited thereby. It is gen-
erally belleved that the intelligent pub-
lic realizes that Prof, Morgan has been
of inestimable value to the schools,and
the community,

Those leading the fight for Schilling
assert that Prof. Morgan is too stern
and that he deals with all infractions
of discipling too severely, Those who
are supporting him point to the pro-
gress that,the school system of Long
Beach has made during the five years
of his supervisorship. Among the
prominent teachers thinking of accept-
ing other positions if Mr. Morgan re-
tires are Miss Moody, principal of the
high school English department, and
Miss Wiltshire, also of the high school.
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NORTH SIDER ASKS AID
