"This club, which was organised last
frill. embraces In Its membership both
priests and laymen of the Episcopal
church, and Its object Is to promote the
spread of Cftthollc principles within the
church. Itla proposed by the executive
committee, which has this service In
charge, to mnkn it a model both cere-
monially and musically, and It Is ex-
pected that this mass will be celebrated
with all the richness of full Catholic
ritual.

Railroad Men Interested
The patent has been shown toa nura-

ber of railroad men and it is expected

Mr.Gardner first made publichis in-
vention in the last of December, 1905,
a few days after the triple collision at
Second and Spring streets, when a
Westlake park car dashed down Sec-
ond street and crashed Into another
car, telescoping It and hurlingit against
a Hollywood car.

Nearly three score persons were In-
jured in this wreck, caused, itwas said,
because of the failure of the brakes
on the Westlake park car.

Mr. Gardner then announced that he
had patented an automatic brake which
would have absolutely prevented the
appallng disaster.

Since then Mr. Gardner has been
working on his Invention until today
he nays that his fender and brake will
fulfillevery claim made for it.

The picture gives a good Idea of the
model, which Is built one-twelfth the
size of Rn ordinary car, but no photo-
graph can show the working of the
clever device, which, by a turn of the
motorman's wrist, willat the same mo-
tion put In operation a fender and a
brake which willraise the front wheels
of the car from the tracks and stop the
speed of the coach quicker than any air
or electric brake.

Device Is Clever

That an elevated third ratl electric
railroad Is now in operation in Los
Angeles will be a surprise to many who
do not realize how rapidly things are
done In this metropolis of the south-
land.

The road is dustless, comparatively
noiseless and absolutely

safe. The

track is laid for fhe distance of—five

or nln feet. It Is elevated at a height

of three feet abovo the gmun«l. It is

now in operation nt the shop of F. C.
Priestly at 217% West First street.

It Is a miniature railway built to
demonstrate an automatic brake and
fender, the Invention of William R.
Gardner, formerly a carpenter working

tor daily wages, but though by many
destined to become wealthy through his
device, which. It is claimed, will save
hundreds of lives every year.

The fender can be placed on cars
withoutthe brake, ifnecessary, but the
Inventor thinks the two should go to-
gether.

The brake is only intended for an
pmprgency and does not conflict with

By the use of a patented sand box
sand can be poured on the rails in case
the track is slippery. The simplicity
of the appliance, Itis thought, willap-
peal to allrailroad men.

There is no delicate apparatus liable
to get out of order, no valves, pipes or
batteries.

At the same time a steel shoe slips

under the forward car wheels, raising

them from the rails, while the shoe
skids along the track until momentum
Is overcome and the car is brought to

a standstill.

Shoe Grips Wheels

As the lever Is pulled the fender falls
close to the track and is capable of
lifting even the samllnst object and
holding It In its iron clasp compara-
tively without harm.

The fender Is operated by a lever
•which can t>e easily pulled bark by the
motorman without shutting oft* the cur-
rent or touching the ordinary air brake.

at least on<> street rnilway company
in Los Angeles willadopt the fender.

Yesterday the device was explained
to a Herald man and Its workings
shown by the model as Itdarted along
the little third rail trnrk at terrific toy
speed and then was brought to a sud-
den stop by the application of the au-
tomatic brake.
