Agrees to Enter Professional Ball for
a Salary of $100 Per Month and
Affixes Signature on
I_Envelopa

The first basaball contract that Na-
poleon Lajole ever signed was written
on the back of a common envelope and
called for Larry's gervices for the sum
of $100 a month.

The story of how Lajoie broke into
the professional game was told by
Charley Marston of Fall River, Mass.,
as he sat in the grandstand at Central
park at Atlanta recently and watched
tk> team managed by his protege go
through its daily practice stunts.

Back in January, 1896, Marston, then
manager of the Fall River club, and
Selee, then managing the.Boston Na-
tionals, dropped into the office of the
sporting edito~ of the Boston Herald.

“Do any of you know of any good
players that would do for my club?”
asked Marston.

I call myself”
pretty fair pitcher, but I haven't any-
thing that he cannot hit all over the
field. I can't get the ball past the
plate.” >

As they left, Selec rather discouragad
Marston in going after Larry. Mar-
ston, however, could not get Woodcock's
tip out of his mind, and the next morn-
ing he went down to Woonsocket.

He did not know the name of the
man that he was going for, and when
he redched the town of shoes he made
inquiries at the depot, but without sue-
cess. Next, he visited a newspaper
office, but there they did not seem tv
know whom he .neant.

Finally he stepped into a cafe, and
when he said Le was after a big French-
man that could hit the ball a mile he
was told that he must mean Larry
Lajole. He next went to where Larry
was employed and then he was sum-
moned.

*Marston had neglected to take a con-
tract with him. but an envelope was
brought Into use, and the greatest ball

player that ever lived signed up on
that. “I asked him where he wanted-to
play,"” continued Marston, *‘and he sald

he wanted to play second, As I had a
good second baseman, however, I told
him that there was no chance, and he
replied that he could play any place
except pitch.”

BEACH HERD NOW

BIG CROWD WATCHES DAILY
WORK

Introduces 8ome New Steps That Ap.
peal to Onlookan—-Wllnd Neems
to Be In Practically
Perfect ¥rim

Tommy Burns is certainly working
as though he had thoroughly made up
his mind to attain perfect condlition

for his battle with O'Brien. Down at
Long Beach one of the skating rinks
has been placed ,at his disposal. A
ring has been erected in the middle

of the floor and at 3 o'clock the skaters
leave, the band stops playing with a
final flourish and the Long Beach
favorite stalks Into the ring followed
by Frank Lewis carrying the training
paraphernalia, Billy Woods looking
lean and lthe and Jimmy Burns car-
rying the water jug.

Tom’w‘n first stunt is to spread his
dressifig gown on the floor of the ring
llke a Moslem's prayer carpet, He
then lies down on his back upon the
gown with his feet projecting a short
way over the edge. Then he places his
arms above his head and raises himself
to a sitting posture about a dozen
times.

Crowd Laughs

After that he goes through some very
funny looking but probably very use-
ful exercises,  He raises his right arm
up and down with a quick motion, at
the same time moving his left leg in
the same manner. The effect is quite
ludicrous and the crowd laughed heart-
ily yesterday when they saw this stunt
for the first time, But Tommy is vary
far from being self-conscious and he
continued his work as though not a
soul were watching him.

After the physical culture exercises
Tommy goes for the bag, and thé leath-
er does well to be new and strong, for
he hits it with sledge hammer blows
and keeps*it up in a tireless manner,
At a word from Lewls he takes the
skipping rope and skips for about ten
minutes without stopping. Here is a
surprise. To look at Tommy one
would never think that he ‘could be
graceful, ‘yet his skipping work is a
revelation, .

He has pertectéd himself in a gum-
ber of new steps and to watch him
one- would think it was Jack Twin
Sullivan pattering the floor with a se-
ries of rhythmi¢ steps. First one foot,
then the other, both feet alternately,
forward and backwakrd goes the heavy-
wefght fighter at timgs merely jump-
ing high enough to allow the rope to
pass and at others working in little
shuffles and clog steps. that ring
musieally on the, solid floor of the
ring. é

After the skipping comes the White-
ly exerciser, and then Billy Woods
for three rouhds of sparring.

This last is, of course, the piece de
resistance and there is a gentle flut-
ter of excitement in the watching
crowd, especially among the members
of the fair sex of Long Beach who are
very loyal to their champjon and take
keen pleasure in Wwatching him work.
