DR. WILEY FOR SECRETARY OF
PUBLIC HEALTH

Whisky, Drug and Other Interests May

Be Arrayed Against American

Medical Association in

the Fight

The dead man is an American, poorly
dressed, and evidently a laborer.

The body vapi removed to Plerca
Bros.' morgue. A search of the body
revealed the name of D. A. Lake
punched in the sweat band of his hat,
and in an Inside pocket was found an
order from the Associated Charities ad-
mittingD. A. Lake to the county hos-
pital for treatment. It was reported
that the man lived at Allso and Meyer
streets, but an inquiry there failed to
find any one of that name.

Ho was evidently blinded by the head-
light and stumbled and fell. Before he
could recover the car had struck him
and hurled him from the track. The
car was at once stopped and the Insen-
sible body of the man picked up. An
ambulance from the receiving hospital
was telephoned for, but before it ar-
rived he had died from his injuries.

An unidentified man whose name is
supposed to be D. A. Lake was killed
by Inbound Pasadena car No. 423 nt
Allso and Anderson streets at 9:60
o'clock last night. The man was cross-
Ing the track when the car bore down
upon him.

NO CLOUD ON
LABOR HORIZON

The electrical workers tonight held
a meeting and decided to present griev-
ances of their own to the company to-
morrow, an increase of wageß being
one of the points at issue. Ifthe com-
pany refuses to come to terms with
the street car men the electrical work-
ers willgo out in sympathy, thus shut-
ting off the city's lights and electric
power supply.

Tonight a conference was held be-
tween representatives of the company
and men In an effort to arrange for
further negotiations. The conference
split on the question of the company
accepting as one of the employes' com-
mittee of negotiation, C. O. Pratt,
chairman of the executive committee
of the Amalgamated Association of
Street and Electric Railway Employes
of America. The company would not
accept Mr. Pratt and the men refused
to negotiate without him.

In spite of the liveliness of the
demonstration against the non-union-
ists, no one was seriously hurt. Joseph
Jones, the special deputy sheriff, re-
ceived rougher treatment, perhaps,
than any of those who were operating
or guarding the cars. He was sur-
rounded by a mob and when he drew
a pistol his weapon was wrested from
him. He was saved from serious in-
Jury by the intervention of the po-
lice.

An end \~> the disturbances was ac-
complished when the car marked
"United States Mail" was brought Into
action and towed the other cars back
to the barns. No attempt was made
to molest the mall car.

The scenes of disorder that marked
the beginning of the strike took place
on Main Btreet, between Brlgham and
Second South. The leaders of the
demonstrations against tho men -who
were trying to operate the cars were
strike sympathisers, mostly half grown
boys and Irresponsible men. Hundreds
of people were on the streets, but
most of them were spectators. The
weapons used were mostly eggs and
these were thrown by dozens of men.
The strike sympathizers also cut trol-
ley pole ropes and in some Instances
dragged the non-union motormen off
the cars. The police seemed powerless.

Ixiormlnatlon was ronchnd to utrlko
by the men shortly before 4 o'clock
this morning after a long meeting In
Kloctrlcal Workers' hall. The voto In
favor of n strike was unanimous, over
300 of the 450 motormen and conductors
casting their vote. Other employes of
the company did not attend the meet-
ing because they were under the Im-
pression that a complete understand-
ing In favor of arbitration had been
reached.

SALT LAKE CITY, April 28.—A
strike was declared on the street car
lines of the Utah Light. & Railway
company today, 460 men walking out.

Numerous scenes of disorder followed
attempts made by the company during
the morning to operate a few cars with
non-union crewu and nil efforts to
maintain a partial service wero Boon
abandoned. .

LABOR CLOUD OVER
SAN FRANCISCO

Little Friction In Philadelphia

PHILADELPHIA,April28.—Mayday,

according to present Indications, will
pass in this city withlittle friction be-
tween workmen and employers. With
few exceptions the agreements under
which the union men are working are
acceptable.Approach of May Finds the Bay City

Facing Serious Trouble Because

of Differences Between Em.

ployers and Employed

There is certain to be a decided fight
made by the whisky, drug and other
Interests that have been fighting Dr.
Wiley. This fight will begin Just as
soon as some definite action Is taken
looking to the launching of a boom of
the chief chemist, and itwillbe prose-
cuted vigorously. All of Dr. Wiley's
battles before will seem like summer
picnics incomparison and a bitter war-
fare probably willbreak out with quiet
but determined skirmishing as soon as
the Sixtieth congress gathers.

The advocates of the new department
of public health contend that there Is
nothing more important than the proper
execution of the various statutes fram-
ed for the conservation of the well-
being of American citizens. At the
present time the enforcement of exist-
ing laws Is scattered among a number
of departments, with the result that
nothing like concerted action is possi-
ble. The treasury, the agricultural and
the department of commerce and labor
have to deal with cases coming under
certain of these laws, while even the
war department is empowered to en-
force certain statutes.

The movement is said to be backed
by the American Medical association,

which has enlisted with it pure food
advocates and those who believe In tho
general government taking charge of
quarantine and inspection regulations.
It is regarded as likely that the Amer-
ican Medical association, which is a
power In politics and public affairs,
will begin a crusade for the election of
Dr. Wiley at its annual convention in
Atlantic City this summer.

Dr. Wiley, as chief chemist for the
agricultural department, has carried
on for years almost single handed the
fight for pure food legislation. The in-
terests arrayed against him were pow-
erful and he was forced to maintain a
continuous warfare with the strongest
lobbyists that Washington boasts. The
credit for the passage of a comprehen-
sive pure food measure is due almost
entirely to Dr. Wiley's efforts, for he
declined to acknowledge defeat and
bade defiance to those who sought to
obstruct the introduction of his bills.

WASHINGTON,April28.— There la a
powerful movement on foot to make
Harvey W. Wiley, chief chemist of the
department of agriculture, a member
of the president's cabinet. The advo-
cates of a new portfolio would place
Dr. "Wiley at the head of a department

of publichealth.

The strike of the steam laundry
workers which went into effect in this
city and Oakland one month ago is still
on with no immediate prospect of set-
tlement.

The street car men have issued a call
for a mass meeting at midnight Tues-
day for the purpose of taking a vote
on the refusal of the United Railroads
to grant the motormen and conductors
an eight-hour day and a wage rate of
$3 per day.

Eleven unions including every branch
of the metal trades have called meet-
ings to be held between now and
Tuesday night to consider the refusal
of employers to grant an eight-hour
day with nine hours' pay. A vote will
be taken to decide whether the men
shall accept the offer of a continuance
of the nine-hour day with a 5 per cent
Increase of wages or go on strike.
About 10,000 men are involved.

PASSES AXLEGREASE
ON NATIVES AS COIN

The lady possesses a charming and
magnetic personality and talks most in-
terestingly on many topics. Her busi-
ness in Mexico and other portions of
the southern part of the United States
has been in connection with the cam-
paign which it Is proposed to launch
against the bete nolr of the hero of San
Juan. Her explanation of why the race
suicide germ was more likely to be
found in southern climes was not ex-
actly clear, although very exhaustive.

The first method of attack^ on the evil
which it is asserted is sapping the
strength of the nation willbe in the
nature of a census to be taken through-
out the entire United States of unmar-
ried men of 25 years of age and over.
Mrs. Marshall hopes by means of this
census to arrive at a solution of the
race suicide problem, which, she claims,
is becoming so real and far reaching
that a condition of emergency exists,
which must be dealt with vigorously in
the very near future.

Mrs. Marshall said when questioned
upon the possibility of success crowning
the heroic labor sho has undertaken:

"It must not be understood that the
Investigation Ihave recently been mak-
ing Into the conditions In various parts
of the country on tho subject referred
to have been for the purpose of satis-
fying an inordinate feminine curiosity.
Such an assumption is very wide of the
mark. You would not think this to be
the case were Iin a position to make
public the names of men prominent in
public and private life who are among
the prime movers in the preliminary
details connected with this Important
census and who willcontinue actively
associated in the work untilItis com-
pleted and even afterward. Induo time
the plans willbe made public and the
names of those interested In the move-
ment willappear.

"It . will probably require twelve
months to complete the enumeration,"
continued Mrs. Marshall, "and itIs not
probable that work can be commenced
before the close of the present year. It
all depends upon what the census rel-
veals as to what our next step willbe."

EASY MARKS FOOLED
BY WONDERFUL "ADS"

DAYTON, Ohio, April28.—Secretary

of War William H. Taft delivered the
principal address hero today at the
laying of the corner, stone of the now
building of the V. M. C. A. He also
handled jthe trowel a. the stone was
lowered Into its place, and Bmeared
the mortar around liko a master ma-
eon.

The secretary, In company with his
brother, Charles Tafl of Cincinnati, ar-
rived here nt noon. Ills friends had
planned a parade of civic societios, but
by the wish of the secretary this was
dispensed with. The corner stone exer-
cises were preceded by a luncheon. At
the association building Secretary Taft,
who was given a nattering reception
by about 6000 people, spoke Inpart as
follows:

"The great advantage of the Y. M. C.
A. Is that, after long experience It has
come to be conducted on the most ap-
proved business principles, and while
It furntuhos, on tho one hand, an op-
portunity for the contributions of those
who love their fellow men, itfurnishes
on the other hand an opportunity to
give assistance that does not discour-
age self help and docs not create a
spirit of dependence in those who en-
Joy the benefits.

"Another characteristic of the asso-
ciation Is Its non-sectarian religious
quality. 'It believes In the Christian
religion, is tolerant and liberal In Its
scope, knows no denomination, no race,

no politics. The truth Is, the growth of
the Young Men's Christian association
has been an evidence ,of and at the
same time an assistance to the growth
of tolerance among all denominations.

Helps Philippine Problem
"I never was so fully, conscious of

this fact as when the question arose
which had become acute is the Philip-
pine islands In regard to tho continued
ownership of agricultural lands by cer-
tain orders of the Roman Catholic
church. The solution which offered'
Itself was that the government should
buy these lands from the friars and

Secretary Taft said that in the canal

ters. The commission furnished the
houses and will give them proper
libraries.
In closing he said:
"Some question has been raised as

to whether the expenditure of this
money willbe within the authority of
the commission. Ihave not the
slightest doubt of it. The authority of
the president is to build the canal, and
he has therefore the right to expend the
money in any way necessary for that
purpose.

"This is a great enterprise, Involving
the movement to far distant tropics of
a colony of from 30,000 to 50,000 persons.
To render the personnel efficient It is
absolutely necessary that they be'sur-
rounded with the influence to keep them
In a moral and physical state which
willmake them efficient laborers. And
Ihave not hesitated, therefore, not only
to authorize the construction of these
club houses under the auspices of the
Y. M. C. A., but also to confirm the
action of the commission in the pay-
ment of chaplains of different denomina-
tions who officiate at church services
Inthe buildings.. "For these reasons, Have Inow- to
bear testimony of the greatness of the
association whose strength and useful-
ness this beautiful building typifies. It
Is only one of many evidences to be
found all over this country, in the far
distant Philippines, on the Isthmus of
Panama, In Cuba, and In Porto Rico,
of the great work the association is
doing in the moral elevation of Ameri-
can manhood."
