It 18 high time, however, to delve
into the form now being displayed.
Especially is this true in view of the
fact that Oakland, which sprang iInto
second position at the first of the week,
{8 coming up In speedy fashion and may
be giving the Angels a hardy tussle
within a short time.

Yesterday the Oaks wou two games
from San Franecisco, and should they
