The president’s letter follows:

“The White House, Washington, D.
C., May 2, 1907.—My dear Mr. Henry:
When you in company with Messrs.
Coakley and Brown called upon me
this morning I read you the letter I
had written to the attorney general of
March 25, 1906. At your request I
gladly send you the following extract
from that letter:

“*Our duty is (if it should ever hap-
pen that we had any power In the mat-
ter) to see that exact justice is done
these men. There must be no condona-

on of lawlessness on our part even if

lawlessness takes the form of any
effort to avenge the wrongs committed
by the lawlessness of others. The sole
question as regards Haywood and
Moyer must be the question whether
or not they can be shown to be gullty
of this particular act and their legal
rights must be as carefully safeguard-

as those of any other men. It is
alleged that they were extradited from
Colorado in a manner that amounted to
a of their legal rights.’

Wants Information

“I should like to hav: the district at-
torney of Colorado, and if necessary the
district attorney of Idaho, give me such
information as they can on this point.
I should like to get from the district

of Idaho any information that
he can obtain as to whether or not
there has been the slightest disposition
shown by the authorities in Idaho to
act toward these men in any unfair or
improper manner or to deny them their
legal rights. On the other hand, I
should like to know whether there is
any symptonf of a miscarriage of just-
iee in their favor.

“The intemn~~~+a violence with which
the socialistic or labor papers like that
of Debs, and 1 am sorry to say some

organs, have insisted, without any
knowledge of the facts, upon treating

men as martyrs to the cause of
labor has unquestionably resulted in
tremendous pressure béing brought to
bear upon the authorities of Idaho to
discharge or acquit them whether guilty
or innocent. So far as the unions are
anxious only to see that exact justice is
done these men; that they are given
their full legal rights, and not con-
demned unless proved gullty of this
specific act, they are entitled to the
cordial co-operation of all just and fair-
minded citizens. So far as by any ac-
tion or by murderous and treasonable
language, such as that quoted above
from Debs (and others), they tend to
bring pressure to bear upon the state
puthorities and the courts to obstruct
the course of justice and to render it
difficult to conviet the men if guilty,
they are equally without stint to be
condemned; and anything that the fed-
eral authorities can do, in elther event,
to further the cause of justice is to be
done,

“In response to your question, it is, I
trust, needless for me to say that if at
any time you or any one else can sub-
mit to me ev'ience showing that there
has been a miscarriage of justice for or
against Messrs. Moyer or Haywood,
which you believe it is in my power to
remedy, I will at once bring such evi-
dence to the attention of the attorney
general to have him give it the fullest
consideration and to take thereon such
.action, if any, as it may be in the power
of the federal authorities to take,

In the discussion that followed a mo-
tion to accept the committee’s report a
delegate charged that the president had
evaded the issue. This called forth a
response from Delegate Coakley. The
latter said that the committee consid-
ered the interview, and that “it was
mot up to the president to prove that
there has been a miscarriage of justice,
but to those defending Moyer and Hay-
wood.”

After several .elegates had heen
heard it was decided to forward a copy
of the letter to counsel for the indicted
labor leaders and let them sub-

. mit to President Roosevelt any evidence

they might have that there had been a
miscarriage of justice in the extradition
of Moyer, Haywood and Pettibone from
Colorado to Idaho.

COMMISSION DECIDES :
REASONABLE EXPRESS RATE

By Associated Press.

WASHINGTON, May 5.~The inter-
state commerce commission has ren-
dered its first opinion in a case in-
volving the reasonableness of an ex-
press rate,

The case was brought by the Soclety
of American Florists, who claimed
that the rate charged by the United
States Express company on cut flow-
ers from New Jersey was unreason-
able, excessive and unjust. This rate
until July, 1906, was 50 cents per 100
pounds, and at that time was raised
to $1.

Commissioner Lane, who delivers the
opinion, holds that the rate should be
reduced to 60 cents. The express com-
pany defended its increase in its rate
by claiming that the delivery service
glven cut flowers in New York was
more expensive than that given other
articles and that it could incerease its
rate a sufficlent amount to meet the
expense of this special service without
largely increasing the total rate, be-
cause of its contracts with the rail-
roads, under which it is required to
pay 46 per cent of its gross receipts
to the railroad companies for their
service.

HAYWOOD TRIAL

Boise Fuil of Lawyers and News.
paper Men Who Will Hear Case
Against Men Accused °
of Murder

BOISE, Idaho, May &5—Practically
every available room in Boise, the
capital city of Idaho, has been reserved
for lawyers and for newspaper men in
attendance on the court which will
try Willlam D. Haywood on the charge
of the murder of former Governor
Frank M. Steunenberg.

While there is little or no public dis-
cussion of the case the under current
of interest runs strong and every in-
coming train 'brings additions to the
very large number of people connected
with the case who are already on the
ground.

That there might be some delay has
been intimated from time to time, but
the fear of this has been disipated by
the statements from both sides that
they are ready for trial. An applica-
tion for a bill of particulars, filed by
the defense, will be argued tomorrow
morning before Judge Fremont Wood,
who will try the Haywood case, but as
his decision is not appealable, it is not
thought that this will cause any post-
ponement.

A number of labor unions and federa-
tions throughout the country are to be
represented during the trials by mem-
bers specially chosen for the purpose.
These representatives will attend the
trial and make reports to their organ-
izations. It was proposed to have an
unofficial jury of twelve representatives
of union labor near all the testimony
and argument ard formally vote on the
guilt or innocence of the accused, but it
was stated today that this plan had
been abandoned.

Several of the union representatives
have already reached Boise and others
will come in during the week.

TAFT ANNOUNGES
SOALE OF WABES

Declares That, in View of the Great
Number of Concessions Granted,
the Pay Allowed Is
Liberal

By Assoclated Press.

WASHINGTON, May 5.—A far reach-
ing decision by Secretary Taft, affect-
ing rates of pay, hours of labor, etc.,
on the Isthmus of Panama, following
his recent personal investigation there

was made public at the White House

today after being approved by Presi.
dent Roosevelt. The decision applies to
steam shovel men, constructive loco-
motive engineers and construction train
conductors.

One of the grievances of the men was
the putting into operation on April 1
of new regulations restricting leave of
absence or leave on account of sick-
ness. On this question the secretary
says:

“It seems to me that good faith re-
quires that the old regulations as to
leave have been materially changed and
shall remain as part of the contract of
service of those now on the isthmus.”

Suggests Compromise

Regarding the summary dismissal
without hearing or giving reasons,
which was complained of by the canal
employes, Secratary Taft says that he
has given his approval to the plan of
Colonel Goethals, whereby it is pro-
posed to dispose of such cases through
a committee consisting of one repre-
sentative of the craft of the employe
proposed for dismissal, one represent-
ing the foreman or higher official pro-
posing discharge and one representing
the cornmission, final action to be taken
by the commission. Secretary Taft
next considers the case of the steam
shovel men who applied for higher
wages as follows:

Engineers from $210 to $300 per month,
carmen from $195 to $250 per month,
firemen from $§83.33 to $110 per month.

In reaching the conclusion that the
present rates of pay are liberal, he cites
a large number of instances of wage
scales pald by large construction firms
in the United States from New York to
San Francisco and also in Alaska. He
concludes that the complaint of this
branch of the canal employes is not well
founded; that the existing standard of
pay is liberal and ought not to be in-
creased except under some provisions of
reasonable increase applicable to all
veteran employes of the commission
who are paid by class rates. The isth-
mian shovel engineers are paid from 25
to 35 per cent higher than the average
of those paid in the states, and this by
no means states all the difference in
favor of the isthmian terms of employ-
ment.

Constantly Employed

“A steam shovel man on the isthmus
can count on twelve months' constant
employment in a year, and steam shovel
men in the United States cannot expect
to be employed more than nine months
in the year. The rate of pay for steam
shovel engineers in Alaska, as before
stated, is said to be $300 a month, but
we can reasonably presume that the
working there would hardly exceed six
or seven months.

“Second. Every, shovel man on the
isthmus is entitled to six weeks leave
with pay as a vacation, 80 that he re-
ceives twelve months’ pay for ten and
one-half months’ work.

“Third. .Steam shovel men on the
isthmus work only eight hours a day,
whereas many, though not all of the
steam shovel men in the United States
work ten hours a day.

“Fourth. Every employe of the isth-
mus is pérmitted, if he falls sick, to
enjoy twenty days’ sick leave with pay.

“Fifth. If the employ®e receives an in-
jury during his work he is entitled to
an additional thirty days’ sick leave.

“Sixth. Every married man is en-
titled to furnished quarters for himseif
and family free, with modern con-
veniences, with water, fuel and light
free; and a commissary which aims 1o
sell all necessaries at cost to commis-
sion employes. The married men’s
quarters are generally in separate
houses. Every bachelor is entitled to
his furnished room free, together with
light and board at a nominal rate at
the mess house or hotel. The cost of
feed necessaries is about what it is in
eastern cities or slightly higher.

Car Barns Picketed

The carmen have organized an ex-
tensive picket detail at each car barn.
The pickets are changed every four
hours, and according to President
Cornelius have been instructed to per-
mit no violence. Large crowds sur-
rounded the car barn at Turk and
Fillmore streets all day, where one
hundred strike breakers are lodged,
Beyond hooting and jeering them no
overt action was attempted.

Heavy shutters and iron screens
were bheing placed at the windows of
all the barns and car houses, indica-
tive of a bitter and determined fight
on the part of the company. At the
car barn at Hayes and Central ave-
nue, where is located the company's
principal commissary department, in-
tense activity prevailed. Preparations
were being made to feed and house a
large number of strike breakers.

Only two street cars were in opera-
tion in San Francisco today. These
were running on the Union stréet line
which is thirteen blocks long and runs
from Van Ness avenue to the Presidio.

This road was allowed to operate by
the Car Men's union because of the
shortness and insignificance of the line,
and the fact that it did not affect the
transportation situation in the city,

Although three large strikes are on
the city was remarkably quiet today..
Chief. of Police Dinan kept a reserve
force of ten men at each of the police
stations, but not a single instance of
violence was reported. This was large-
ly due to the fact that no attempt was
made to run cars and that it was Sun-
day. The long lines of pedestrians and
occupants of vehicles of every deserip-
tion on Market and Fillmore streets
took the enforced hardship of walking
or riding at a cost of 10 to 50 cents
each good naturedly. This temper of
the. public, however, it is feared will
not last long. 8 ¢
