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NOS AGAIN
NTTEMPT T0
WRECK TRAIN

Disjointed Rail Seen
by Accident

Employes on Work Train Find Fishe
plate Removed Near Burbank in

Time to Save Lives of
Passengers

‘What is believed to have been a das=
tardly attempt, rivaling in diabolical in-
genuity that displayed by the wreckers
of the Coast Line limited ten days ago,
was, reported to have been made to de=
rail a train on the same line at Bur-
bank early yesterday morning, and had
it been successful death would probab-
ly have resulted for scores of passen-
gers.

The plot was discovered by accldent
just twenty minutes before the Santa
Barbara local passed over the spot
where the rails had been fixed. Had
the fact that the rails had been tam-
pered with not been discovered this
train would have been ‘piled in the
ditch and a long list of dead and in-
jured resulted.

Less care was taken and less daring
shown In this secongd effort of the
wrecker. In this instance a fishplate
was unscrewed from the rails and driv-
en into a split switch on the west-
bound track.

Passenger Train Saved

It is thought this was done about 6
a'elock vestorday morning. About 6:30
a work train, carrying several hundred
laborers, came along the tratk. A sec-
tion hand who was riding on the front
of the engine saw the fishplate stick-~
ing up above the rail and at once sig-
naled the engineer to stop. An inves-
tigation was made and the plate re-
moved. Had it been struck by this
train it is probable the engine and
several cars would have been derailed
and hurled into the ditch below.

Twenty minutes after this work
train passed the Santa Barbara local
whizzed by in safety. Word of the at-~
tempt was at once sent Detective Miles
Bowler, head of the secret service force
of the railroad, and officers were soon
on the scene.

It is thought probable that detectives
were within a short distance of the spot
when the attempt was made, but none
of them have reported seeing any sus-
picious characters in the viecinity.

According to officials of the railroad,
there have been no clews found which
will lead to the identity of the wreck-
ers of the train at West Glendale ten
days ago. It is thought, however, that
the ones responsible for the attempt
vesterday morning were in all proba-
bility responsible for the recent dis-

aster.
Fear Another Effort

The members of Detective Bowler's
force are now convinced that the work
is that of some disgruntied employe
and the records of all discharged dur-
ing the last ten days are being looked
up. The fear that the wrecker will
successfully carry out another plot has
caused the officials to augment the de-
tective force greatly and the members
of the Pinkertons are now engaged
aiding in running down the fiends.

When seen yesterday afternoon Su-
perintendent R. H. Ingram of the
Southern Pacific said:

“This makes it clear:to us that one
or more villains are endeavoring to
wreak vengeance upon our road for
some fancied injury and are taking
this fiendish method of doing their
work. It is probably some discharged
employe, but we hope to be certain
within a short time. Our detectives
are doing all in their power to clear
up the matter. I have received no
word from Burbank as yet, but Mr.
Bowler is in the field there with a
force of men. We are doing all we can
to apprehend the criminals, and I feei
confident our labors will not be unsuc-
cessful.”

ESTATE BECOMES
RICHER BY $20,000

HON. THEODORE A. BELL WINS
HIS CASE

Montana Capitalist Purchases Stock
for $165,000 That Was Offered
for $142,000 but a Few
Months Ago

By the decision of Judge Rives in the
superior court yesterday, the estate of
S.°A. Vance, deceased, was enriched by
$20,000 in the sale of 2003 shares of cu-
mulative preferred stock of the Vance
Redwood Lumber company.

In March of this year Mrs. Marie H.
Vance, as executrix, authorized the
sale of the same shares ta G. R. John-
son for the sum of $142,000, and received
in exchange a certificate of deposit
drawn by the American National bank.

To secure the certificate of deposit,
Johnson had given a promissory note
for $100,000 and drafts upon G. H.
Hammond for a like sum, Johnson hav-
ing contracted for the sale of the stock
to Hammond at a figure which would
net him a profit of $20,000. \
In some way Hammond learned of
what he considered the exorbitant com-
mission being made by Johnson, and
when the drafts were presented in San
Francisco, where he lives, he allowed
them to go to protest, and withdrew
from the transaction.

When the notes returned, protested,
the American National bank here held
the two thousand shares of stock as
security against the certificate of de~
posit for $142,000, which was already
delivered to Mrs. Vance.

Wants Stock Returned

About the same time that Hammond
declined to pay an agent's commission
of $20,000, Mrs. Vance also heard of the
immense profit to be derived by John-
son, and becoming disatisfied with her
bargain, sought to regain possession
of the stock.

Thro#igh her attorney, Hon, Theodora
A. Bell, she applied to Judge Rives to
have the sale set aside, the petition be-
ing strenuously contested by Johnson,
who was hopeful of consummating his
deal with Hammond.

The climax was reached when C. H.
McLeod, a Montana capitalist, offered
to purchase the stock direct from the
Vance estate for $165,250,

After hearing lengthy argument of
both sides, Judge Rives cited the Ameri-
can National bank to appear before him
to enable him to disentangle the valid-
ity of the certificate of deposit held by
Mrs. Vance, which her attorneys claimed
was not negotiable.

tificate of deposit was contingent on the
consummation of the sale of the stock,
and the payment for the same by Harln-
mond, oryany other purchaser that
Johnson might secure.

Judge Rives then ordered that the
sale be set aside, amd -allowed Mrs.

The lafter sale was at once effected
by McLeod's handing over a certificate
of deposit for $164,250, the balance, $1000,
being delivered in cash as an evidence
of good faith and to bind the sale.

Federation of Labor, but it will pre-
vent the 400 or more local unions of
the brewery workers in the various
parts of the country from being rep-
resented by delegates from the 400 sep-
arate bodies and thirty-six state
branches affiliated with the American
Federation of Labor, or from receiving
the support or recognition in any way
of the members of the 118 interna-
tional unions holding charters from the
ted’ei‘ratlon. =,

RELATIVES WOULD
SET WILL ASIDE

DECLARE UNDUE INFLUENCE
WAS USED

Estate of Old Resident of San Ber=
nardino County Is Bone of Con«
tention in Hard Legal
Struggle

One of the stubbornest legal battles in
the history of the local courts was
waged before Judge Oster in the su-
‘perlor court the greater part of last
week by the relatives of Jack Ruffin,
one of the early settlers of San Ber-
nardino, to have set aside a will in
which Ruffin bequeathed all of his §100,-
000 estate to Thomas Holmes, his former
guardian,

Ruffin was a native of England, and
until he settled in San Bernardino in
the early fifties had followed the sea.
Arriving in California when the gold
fever was at its height he engaged in
prospecting, with fair success.

Finally a good strike placed him in a
position to enter the general merchan-
dise business, and after several years
he had amassed a fortune of approxi-
mately a quarter of a million dollars.

His love for strong drink rapidly over-
came his commercial instinct, and he
retired from business. In 1894 he was
committed to the state hospltal for In.
sane at Patton, suffering from chronic
alcoholic dementia, and remained there
six months, when he was released
through the efforts af his relatives and
placed in charge of Thomas Holmes, one
of his lifelong neighbors, as guardian.

Charge Undue Influence

Sinc® his death, several months ago,
and after it had been discovered that he
had left all of his property to Holmes,
his relatives, through their attorney,
Barl Rogers, have openly charged that
Holmes had unduly influenced the old
man and that the will, which was made
since his release from the asylum, was
invalid on the ground that the testator
was not competent.

To sustain their point expert testi-
mony was introduced, and ‘on this the
whole case hinges. Dr. Williamson of
the Patton asylum and Dr. James 'T.
Fisher of Los Angeles both testified that
chronie alcoholic dementia is absolutely
progressive and incurable, that a per-
son afflicted might have rational periods
at times, but all of his acts would be
rather automatic than voluntary.

Arrayed against these expert opinions
is a preponderance of evidence that
Ruffin transacted all of his own busi-
ness during the years subsequent to his
release from the asylum without protest
from any of his relatives and that not
only was the old man perfectly compe-
tent at the time the will was drawn
up but he had good and sufficient reason
for cutting off his relatives.

/Both sides are confident of victory.
The case will be continued this week.
