More Than Eight Hundred Delegates,
4. with Woman's Auxiliary, Come to

State Convention

The annual convention of the Unite

Ancient Order of Druids and the women's

auxiliary, the Grand Circle, convened
{oaterdny in Turner and Odd Fellows’
alls, respectively, to consider subjects of

vital importance to the growth of the
order in the state of California.

The United Ancient Order of Druids
has been under the present form of ad-
ministration for the pas: 126 years,
previous to which it was a religious or-

anization. The members claim that it

s the oldest lodge in existence and back
their claims with an Interesting list of
statistics,

Over 800 members of the order, both
men and women, assembled in the city
vesterday. The sessions held yesterday
were largely devoted to routine business
and the examination of credentials.

Today the nominations will be made for
the grand offices and tomorrow. the elec-
tions will be held. Much interest centers
around this election of the grand officers
and much quiet work has been done by
friends of the candidates In the fleld for
election.

Last night the circle team work was
exemplified in conferring the first de-
gree in Turnverein hall.

Mario Pozzi, noble grand arch of the
United Order of Druids, is full of energy
and encouragement. He sald yesterday
afternoon:

Oldest Order in the World

“Our order is the oldest in the world.
‘We have here in California over 12,000
members and they are constantly in-
We paid out. $130,000 in bene-
fits last yvear. There is remaining in the
treasuries of the groves over $500,000.
There has heen a gain of 800 members
since the disaster In the state and I
have instituted eight new groves.

“I find the order In good condition in
T.os Angeles, but the report is good from
all over the state. T am much pleased
with our treatment here and the Druids
will have pleasant memories of the con-
vention in Los Angeles.”

A TELLING PLAY

STO.CK CHARACTERS, BUT NEW
SURROUNDINGS

Pretty Love Story, with Strong Situa«
tions, Gives Drama High Lights.
Sub.Plot Also Carries One
Well .Klonq

Many years ago in Europe there were
traveling showmen who carried boxes of
dolls with them. At each town they
visited they would set up these dolls and
present any kind of a play the public
wanted, All their characters were “stock
characfers,” and from them they wrung
tears or laughs as they wished.

In a way this s what Edward Peples
has done in “The Love Route,” the in-
tensely human play put on by the Be-
lasco stock company last night. Pegllau
has used stock charaters but he "has
woven them into a sﬁttlng that is novel,
new and thrilling. The thrills come from
about all the passions a human being can
have—love, hate, the ludicrous, the sad,
and the drollness of western cowboys.
There is some fireworks from six-shooters
that pleases the %nllery and human sym-
pathy that is real.

The plot {8 woven around the effort of
a man to break a woman's will in ordsr
that he may win her. The hero, John
Ashby, loves Allene Houston, who has 2
heart for love and a heart for hate. He
has determined to make a name for him-
self before he asks her to become his
wife. The chance comes when he is
asked to build a rallroad through her
ranch. The dying wish of her father was
that the ‘‘raliroad pirates’ should never
own his land. She is a true dwaghter of
the, south who loves fair play and she
fights her lover fairly. She drives the
woman out of herself, throws her lover
away, and was against him with every
concelvable device so that he cannot
build the road. But at last the crucial
moment comes when Ashby is wounded

y her foreman. In his delirium Ashby
eries for the girl he loves. The woman in
her heart reasserts itself and she builds
the road which he is unable to do. It is’
the most interesting unfolding of a plot
that one can imagine.

As a play the diaiogue is clear, lvely
and progressive and the many characters
are given life by the aggroprlatenesu of
the language they use. e sad parts are
few but they are rull of human interest
and the best side of the opposing forces,
the railroad and the brave girl, are given
in good form.

Episodes that are entertaining are
many. “The lesson” of the cowboys
when they recite their ‘“catechism’” is
very funny. The way the illiterate men
stumble over the words of their pledge
shows a degree of skill on the part of
the stage manager that is much to his
credit. A very charming sub-plot is
portrayed in an amusing manner_ by
Richard Vivian and Marion Berg., Miss
Berg's “shootin’ iron" is the limit. It is
worth going miles to see, for it is
doubtful If a similar pistol can be found
in Los Angeles.

But in spite of all its merits the play
has a false atmosphere when considered
as an artistic production. Of course
the cowboys wear belts and boots and
guns, but who ever saw a real cowboy
with his cartridge belt hanging down
one side of his body way below his
hips? For those who have never seen
the “real thing” the western life pictur-
ed is ideal, but for the other class there
is something lacking which only the
smell of snge brush can give. The at-
mosphere of the love scenes is good, for
everyone knows that the Belasco leads
are experts in that line.

There is one thing in the play which

erfect. That is the stage business'|
and management. There are few thea-
ters which can boast of such smooth,
easy working stage affairs. When Ho-
bart Bosworth starts in to picture a
railroad on the stage he does it. That
is, he ‘did last night. It was not over
done, and to say that is to say a good
deal, for often those things can be

imitate them.

here 1s something more worthy of
the highest commendation. It is the
violin solo given between acts II and
IIT by Victor L. Schertzinger. It does
not take one with a musical education
to appreciate the sweetness of his notes.
The audience last night called him back
as many times as he would come and
then wanted more.

JUSTICE PROMPTLY
- RELEASES CHAUFFEUR

Carl Wahl, the chauffeur in charge of
the automobile which collided with a
Santa Fe train at Lamanda Park cross-
ing May 25, was discharged by Jus-
}llce lSelph yesierday after a preliminary
earing.

The court held that Wahl had done
everything in hlu&o*er to avert the ac-
cident, in which W. T. Foster was killed
and two others injured.

The testimony showed that the loco-
motive struck the rear end of the tour-
ing car, proving that the chauffeur had
been nearly successful in_his attempt
to_turn back, after seeing the train.

Several witnesses testified that the
train was traveling at the rate of fifty
miles an hour and that neither bell nor
whistle were heard at the crossing.
