NEW YORK.July 27.-Sweeplng changes
in the Amateur Athletic union rules willbe the order of things at the annualmeeting of that body in November.Something must fee done, say those high-
er up, or the sport is going to fade away
like a June rose.

From the very best authority it hasbeen learned that college athletes goingfrom college to clubs will be a thing ofthe past next year. This Is the "one best
bet," and President James E. Sullivanwill be backed up to a unit in putting
through this new legislation.

Another thing, and of grave Import-
ance, Is the record department. Recordswillreceive more than the usual atten-
tion. The wrangling and questioning
over records has become tiresome of late,
and it is going to be stopped by enforc-
ing the A. A. U. laws to the letter.

President Sullivan threw a bomb into
the camp of the record holders yesterday
when he announced that all the records
made recently, withthe exception of the
discus record of Martin Sheridan onJune 23, are thrown out.

The ones thrown out are as follows:
June 30—Throwing th# 56-pound weight

over bar, 15 feet 2% inches, by Con Walsh.
July 4—Throwing the 56-pound weight

for height. 15 feet 9 inches, by Con Walsh.
July 4—Throwing the 16-pound hammer,

173 feet 4% inches, by John Flanagan.
July 14—Throwing the 16-pound ham-

mer, 175 feet S inches, by Matt McGrath.
In making this announcement Mr. Sul-

livan said:
"Martin Sheridan's record for throwing

the diwus, 188 feet 10 Inches, stands. The
others are thrown out. Sheridan lived up
to the rules to the letter. When he made
the record there were A. A. U. officials
present. The discus was packed and
shipped to be weighed. We also received
the tape used to measure the toes. There
can be no question of Its genuineness.

"Now take the other records. In the
first place, Idon't know officially that
there was a record made. By this Imean
I was never officially notified. Ihave
never Been accounts of them in the
papers.

"There were no weights nor tape sent
to my office. No A. A. U. officials re-
ported the matter. Records cannot be
accepted under such conditions.

"The record made by McGrath Is sim-
ply out of the question. No A. A. U. of-
ficial was present and the hammer was
broken. If these men don't know the
A. A. U. rules they don't deserve a rec-
ord.

"At the next meeting of the A. A. U. I
will make It my business to sco that a
rule Is framed so that at every athletic.
meet of importance a regulation scale

v

willbe on the field and the weights bo
weighed. Also that two A. A. U. officials
be present to watch the weight events,

one to be where the weight fails and the
tother to Judge fouls.

"This willsettle all disputes and make
all games a pleasure to witness."

Now Capt. Thomas H. Uroadhead has
entered in competition with his fellow|
officers for fishing honors, and anyone
who knows Captain Tom will realize
what a hard game the other fellows arv
up against.

Capt. Broadhead is one of the most
versatile men in the Los Angeles police
department. He is not only an educated
gentleman of the highest standing but
he numbers among his accomplishments
technical and general knowledge that
would win him fame and fortune inmany
other lines should he conclude to drop
police work and enter some other field of
usefulness in the world's work.

Broadhead's Accomplishments
As a constructor and designer of boats

Capt. Broadhead is noted all along the
coast line of Southern California, and
after two years of hard work he has com-
pleted one of the fastest and staunchest
gasoline yachts that grace these waters.
The boat is built on graceful lines and |
Is as fast as a greased streak, to express
it in the language of one old wharf
lounger, and Is yet powerful enough to
do towing work if necessary.

All this has nothing to do with Capt.

Broadhead's fishing story, however, and
is a mere incident to the introduction of
his truly told adventure.

A week ago the captain and a party of
friends were out in the new yacht. The
run had just been made from Alamitos
Bay to Avalon, and it took them only a
fraction over one hour and thirty minutes
to make the trip by the way. One of the
captain's friends was in the stern of the
boat trolling for anything In the shape of
the big fish that might be Induced to
take the whirlingsilver spoon which wns
playing along the top of the water at the
end of 100 yards of 24-strand Nantucket.

Here's a Strong Line
The boat was chuggins along smoothly

at about a seven-knot speed, and it wns
just four bells of the afternoon watch.

and the rigging.
It was a sorrowful crowd of fishermen

that put back Into Aval.in that night.
They had but little to Bay of thi It ad-
venture, but Capt. Broadhead confidential-
ly told a friend who t"M another friend
who related the story to the writer that
that tuna wns flfuin feet long and it
must have weighed 1800 pounds If It
weighed an ounce.

Swears to Catch Monster
If that line had not broken a world*

record for all time to nimc would have
been established, but such is the grit and
determination of L'apt. Broadhead not to
give that fish up that he is going after It
again.

"Some day we'll get him and then the
tuna records from now to kingdom come
wi'.l be established," he fays, and to the
end that he may get him the captain Is
going to take three weeks of solid hunt-
ing for this tuna of tunas, and he will
rest neither nigh: nor day until the great
flsh is landed.

A small pliable silk covered steel cable
with a sustaining strength of 40u0 pounls
and a tensile strength of 1343 pounds to
the Inch is being built now for the cap-
tain's yacht and when It Is completed it
will be mounted on a power reel built
like a mine hoist on the upper deck of
the yacht. It will swing upon a table
so that no matter which direction the
big fish takes they will always be able
to control it.
