Occasionally a person sings
lustily and with much discord on the
strength of liquor, but so long as he does
not break the whole harmony of the sing-
Ing we let him blow off his surplus energy
and encourage everybody to sing. Often
the hymns are sung with the same tunes
and a mixture of Spanish and English.

"The Spanish parents with their chil-
dren attend the meetings quite regularly.
They are mostly of the Catholic faith, but
they are attentive and the children are
very quiet. There have been several con-
versions to the Protestant faith since we
started the mission.

In Snn Francisco the Vacum Ice com-

pany did not cut the current prices when
It first entered the field, but Its Ice
gave better satisfaction and the business
was Its from the first. In some cities
In the southwest there have been plnnts
erected under tho new patents and then
sold to the oklor Ice companies, but In
these instances there was little or no
local capital Interested in the new con-
oerrtß, as la the case here.

Twenty wagons have been ordered for
the new company, and a corps of expe-
rienced drivers is to be recruited In time
to begin business without delay.

By tho new process of manufacture
distilled water will pass directly from
the purifying stills to the refrigerating
machines, without coming In contact
with the outer air, thus insuring an ab-
solutely pure product.
