WAITING FOR RETURN OF

COACHES TO STANFORD

A unique contest for the test of odom-
eters and speedometers is being planned
by the New 'York Automobile club to be
held IrfOctober. Manufacturers of these
instruments have expressed their desire
for such a contest and the matter has
been referred to the technical and contest
committee^ of the club.

For 1908 the American Automobile asso-
ciation is planning Its fifth annual tour,
which willprobably leave New York and
go through New England. This will be
followed by a five days' reliabilityrun in
the Mount Washington district. Two
hundred miles willbe covered each day
with a dally return to Mount Washing-
ton. For the fifth day a climb up Ttfount
Washington is proposed. If this plan
goes through, there will undoubtedly be
a large list of entries.

The Ormond road race for next Janu-
ary promises to be one of the most in-
teresting among the number, as well as
one of the most benificial to manufactur-
ers, as a comparison of the relative
merits of the different makes of cars en-
tered. Officials In charge are doing
everything possible to make the races a
test of the relative abilities of the cars
entered. Allfreak cars willbe tabooed
and only stock cars with all their trim-
mings willbe allowed to particpate In
the various events.

Interest at Ormond

The motorcycle meet, to be held Labor
Day at Agricultural park, will interest
enthusiasts of the flrecrac er machines.
It promises to be a nrst-class exhibition
In its line. Besides the local entrants
there will be numerous racers of more
or less renown from San Francisco,
Fresno, and other parts of the state.

Although things are dead locally,
numerous automobile contests are being
planned in other places for the near
future. Many of these are local to tl\eir
own citly, but quite a few are of na-
tional importance and will be watched
by automobile enthusiasts all over the
country.
