Inquest Develops Little
Coroner C. C. Ray completed an In-

quest and, while nothing definite was
developed, he is of the opinion that Hud-
son killed his wife and committed sui-

cide.
Two other theories are advanced, many

believing the tragedy was the result ot
a suicide pact, and others that the man
and woman were murdered by robbers.

The condition of the house lends
strength to the latter supposition. How-

ever there is no evidence that anything

was taken. A gold watch. 18^ in money

and other articles of value Vere found

untouched. Also the fact that the doors

were locked would indicate that robbers

were not responsible for the crime.
Hudson had sold the little farm re-

cently against the protest of his wife,

and was to give possession soon. He

remarked to some of the neighbors .that

he had no idea what to do since he sold

out, and felt discouraged.
He expressed the desire to go to Cali-

fornia, but had said frequently that his

wife objected. This Is the cause assigned

by those who adhere to the belief that
Hudson killed his wife and then commit-

ted suicide. It is generally understood
that their family relations otherwise were
pleasant. Ifthis theory is correct the
authorities cannot account for the ran-
sacked condition of the house unless

Hudson, after shooting Mrs. Hudson,

concluded to make an effort to leave the
Impression that robbers had been there

by turning evemrthlng topsy-turvy and

then, changing his mind again, decided to
end It all by putting a bullet through

his heart.

of George \V Hudson, 56 yars old, and his
wife, aged 53, whose bodies were found In
separate rooms In their little farm house
three mllea southeast of this city.

Two bullets had pierced Hudson's bosom
and his wife hod been ehot through the
head and In the left leg. Near Mrs. Hud-
son'B body was found an old fashioned 38-
callber revolver. There were powder

burns on Hudson's clothing and on hie
face.

The discovery was made by Miss Alta
Hudson, the dead couple's daughter. She

had been visiting relatives 1* Anderson
and Fortvllle. When she returned to the
farm house the door was locked. An un-

cle was withher, and together they brok«

down the front door.
The house had apparently been ran-

sacked. The chairs and tables and other
furniture were scattered over the floors

and piled Into the corners.
The girl called to her parents', and, re-

ceiving no rep'>, ran upstairs. There upon

a bed she couna her mother's body. In

an adjoining room, upon the floor, waa
the body of her father. Miss Hudson was
carred from the sc&ne unconscious.

Warner's first assistant this year will
be the famous Indian quarterback,
"Jimmy" Johnson, who has just been
graduated from the Northwestern Dental
at Chicago. Johnson was the Carlisle
captain in 1903, and was picked by Wal-
ter Camp as the all-American quarter-
back. Warner's second assistant willbe
"Bill"Newman oflthaca, N. V., who was
center on the Cornell eleven last year
and who graduated this spring.

Newman rowed on the Cornell cham-
pionship crew for two years. He wBl
have charge of the Indian second team,

which willstand in the same relation,
so far as developing Indian first team
material is concerned, as the ordinary
freshman eleven at the big universities.
Newman Is of the type of character that
fits well with redskinned students. He
may also relieve Warner and Johnson at
times of the cares of line work on the
first eleven. The Carlisle officials feel
that for their purposes they willhave a
trio of the best coaches to be obtained.

The practice season for the Indians
opens formally on Labor day, and it is
not to be, doubted that the Indian eleven
willbe a bright star for the most brilliant
season of American football.
