Such a law can work no hardships,

aB it willaffect all alike and could be

extended to cover civilprocedure and

be an excellent power to unload
crowded dockets.

Let it be known that our next legis-

lature has passed such a law, and the
check on petty law breaking will be

noticeable at once, for it is the consen-
sus of police opinion that the hope of
influencing one or more jurors is the

mainstay of a majority of professional
criminals.

The law in Scotland calls for a jury

of fifteen, and a majority of these

men cast the verdict, and it is final.

The effect on criminals is patent in the
history of that country, and It is a de-

cided check on crime. We have no
good reason for changing the number

of a Jury, but every reason In sense
and justice for changing from a unan-
imous to a majority vote of two-thirds
or more.

In cases of great moment, wherein
money is made to play an important
part

—
sub rosa 'tis true, but effective

nevertheless
—

one man may be easily
appronched: or he may be stubborn,

or care nothing for his oath, or, from

a multitude of possible chance causes,
differ from his fellows, and allthe time,

labor and expense of the trial are
wasted, and guiltymen are led to flout

the law and continue in their criminal
ways because of the easy and simple
task of influencing one of the jury.
That our jury law places this power in

the keeping of one man, as against
eleven, is deplorable. Surely the oaths

and convictions of two-thirds, or ten

or eleven men, should be sufficient to
establish guilt in any case known to

the law.

In*tne case of President Andrew

Johnson, Impeached for high crimes and
misdemeanors, one vote saved him, as
one vote less would have convicted
him. while four or five votes caused
the jury to hang in the Glass case and
saddle additional expense upon the
county.

When the electoral college meets to
formally cast the presidential vote only
a majority of one Is required to deter-

mine the grave subject of who shall be
president of the United States, and yet
it requires a unanimous vote to convict
a professional thief or cold-blooded
murderer. In the recent boodle trial,

or Olass case, there can be no doubt

that a two-third rule would have con-

victed the defendant, and the Schmitz
case would have been decided In ten
minuto.i.

lie mind for a general change in our
Jury system. The law requires abso-
lute unanimity of agreement to render
a verdict, and the court carefully in-
structs the men that they are the
judges of the credibility of wltnr-ssr*,
which latter fact causes a conscientious
man to hesitate and to be easily talked
out of a conviction, and a verdict is
frequently reached, through compro-
mise, which, under a two-third rule,

would be gained as a right.

IDIOSYNCRASY OF CIGARETTEB

A BIRD'S PECULIAR NEST
There is preserved in the Museum of

Natural History of Soleure, in Switzer-
land, a bird's nest made of steel. A pair
of wagtails had built a nest near the
town of Soleure,- and a clockmaker who
had to pass along a road near the nest
noticed something peculiar* in its con-
struction. He stopped one day and ex-
amined it, and much to his astonishment
found it made entirely of steel. It was
more than four inches acrosß. An Soleure
contains several dockmaklng shops, and
the windows of these shops are frequently
left open, the natural supposition is that
the birds gathered up the thin spiral
shavings of steel and built their nest.
The ingenious way in whichthese strands
of steel are made to fit into one another
and woven so completely is marvelous
when the bird's trifling bit of strength is
considered. A bird's nest is often an in-
dication of its surroundings, as in the case
of a city sparrow's nest, which is made of
strings, bits of cotton, wisps of straw and
hay, toothpicks, cloth, the hair of horses
and such miscellany.— Philadelphia Rec-
ord.
