PASADENA, Sept. 2.—Herman W. Shaf-

fer of 147 Carleton street fell while con-
testing Ina motorcycle race at Toupa- |
ment park this afternoon and suffered a
badly lacerated ear, beside being bruised
about>the body. He was taken inan auto-
mobile to the emergency hospital at the
city hall, where hi^ wounds were dressed,

and at 8o'clock tonight he was sitting up
talking to his family.
It was in the first of the three motor-

cycle heats and the five-mile race was
nearly completed when his machine
skidded in a sandy place In the track and
threw him violently to the ground, ren-
dering him unconscious and tearing his
left ear partly from his head. Great ex-
citement prevailed among the thousands
of people gathered at the park to witness
the Labor day races and contests, until
it was learned that Shaffer was not fatally
hurt.

This petition should be signed by mil-
lions of people In this country. Such a
petition and liberty book, containing the

opinions of the American people concern-
Ing tho freedom of Russia, willsurely in-
fluence the czar to the right. Down In his

He is only
part of a soulless political machine, but
he can wield a great moral backing. We
can create an enormous army of peace."

The petition to the czar asks for a legis-
lative parliament and general suffrage in
addition to educational rights.

CAGNO WINS RACE
BRESCIA. Italy, Sept. 2.—Cagno. driv-

ing an Italian automobile, won the Grand
Priso, a golden cup, In the speed race
here today. Distance, 480 kilometers.

Not Imprisonment, nor exile, not even
the torture and death of his child, not the
blows that drove his wife mad and robbed
his parents of their littleall, could quell
that spirit. But his appreciation of the
completeness of freedom to be gained
through the mind, where prejudice has
given way to understanding, has trans-
formed ,*he agitator Into the teacher, and
the bloodless revolution he Is planning
now aims not at rebellion, but a conver-
sion of the czar. Narodny's weapons are
to be schools. His armament willInclude
newspapers and lectures. Narodny Is a
political exile.

Of his hope for the liberation of his
people he says: "Ihave returned from the
center of the revolution. Ihave wit-
nessed the most bloody scenes. Violence
is rampant everywhere. More than three
years have elapsed since the people in
Russia first rose openly against their
tyrants and officials. Thousands of human
lives and hundreds of millions of roubles
of the people's property have been sacri-
ficed to the cause. There Is onevery hand
cessation of business, of labor, of educa-
tion and of every regular and normal oc-
cupation, while the masses of hungry in-
crease enormously each day. The cities
and villages are overflowing with poor,
unemployed and wounded.

Plans to Convert the Czar

It is another Ivan, Ivan Ivanovitch Nar-
odny, the founder of the Russian Liberty
society, who is custodian of the historic
bauble. The associate of Gorky, as of all
the foremost thinkers of the empire, he
has been known as Narodny the revolu-
tionist; Narodny, whose fiery eloquence
and unquenchable daring buoyed up
drooping courage and incited to a fresh
stand.

The diamond brooch was bestowed in
Its present form by the Empress Cath-
erine on Qen. Potemkin, and it is his
descendant who now gives it back to her
country as a token of love.

NEW YORK, Sept. 2.—A booch com-
posed of the most beautiful diamonds that
shone In the hiltof the sword of Ivan the
Terrible has been sent to this city by a
Russian lady of noble birth to be sold for
the benefit of the Russian Liberty society.
Thus the gems baptized by the cruelest of
their ozars in tho blood of tens of thou-
sands of his suffering people will help to
win through order and reason the co-
operation of the "Little Father" in the
fight of his subjects for the right to learn
and tho right to work.

SAN FRANCISCO, Sept. 2.-Labor day
in San Francisco was observed withmore
than usual enthusiasm.

Continuing, Mr. Wilson said:
"Fifteen years ago one of America's

master orators said, 'Capital has always
claimed, and still claims, the right to
combine. Manufacturers meet and de-
termine prices, even in spite of the great
laws of supply and demand. Have the
laborer, the same right to consult and
combine? When the rich meet, it is for
the purpose of 'exchanging ideas.' When
the poor meet, it is a conspiracy. If they
act in concert, if they really do some-
thing, It is a mob. If they defend them-
selves, itIs treason. 1

"Is -the union man, In reality, an arro-
gant usurper of liberty? He does not
deny the right of any man to work. He

concedes to the non-union man the same
right to labor that he claims for,himself.
But he does demand tne right vof work-
ing for a wage consistent withthe princi-
ples of human liberty. He doeß arrogate
to himself the right to say that he will
not work withany .nan who is willingto

' work under conditions Inconsistent with
every instinct of manhood and every im-
pulse of liberty.

Society Paramount
"When a man, laborer or employer,

says he has a right to manage his af-
fairs in his own way, he denies the
highest law of society. No human being
living in a community Inhabited by in-
telligent beings possesses any such right.
In society every man's rights are sub-
ject to his obligations to his fellow be-
ings. No laborer has a right to work,
and no employer has a right to employ
under conditions that are Injurious to the
interests of society.

"My job is as much mine as my em-
ployer's business 1b his. Ihave as much
right to dictate terms as has he. He
may have millions invested, but figures
cannot make his property and monetary
rights greater than my personal and
manhood rights.

"Why does the union man stand so
resolutely for the closed shop? It is not
that he has animosity towards his non-
tinlon fellowman; not that he wishes to
see

him and his family suffer or have
their inalienable -rights curtailed to the
slightest degree; not that he would
monopolize and control the labor market,
but beoause he is

-
engaged in the great-

est experiment of modern days'— the se-
curing of the rights of all who toil; the
establishment of right relations between
employer and laborer, the equalization
of social and industrial conditions so
that every man, woman and child who
works may have a chance to live and
enjoy it.

celebrate this Labor day Is an expression

of the sentiments of men and women
devotid to the noblest cause that has
ever voiced itself In tho imposing lan-guage of architecture.
"It speaks of an intelligent idea of

self-preservation.
"Organisation Is a universal principle.

Civilization is organization up to date.
The modern social structure is a per-
fect labyrinth of organization.

"The workingman would be less than

a man—much less than a real, live, up-
to-date American citizen—if he did not
take advantage of a principle which is
the very heart and soul and spirit of
modern advancement, the sole means
by which he may obtain the protection
and prestige that belong to every citizen
of whatever class beneath the folds of
our starry flag.

Structure a Symbol
"Our temple Is symbolical of that spirit

of sympathy which la the synonym of
superior civilization.

"A few weeks ago In this city an ob-

scure telegrapher was discharged. The

message was ticked from point to point,
to city, to town, to vllAge, to station;
all over the state, all fiver the nation,
all over the continent. The keys ticked
the facts, and then became silent, de-
serted. No swifter flew the electric cur-
rent over the wires than flew the sym-
pathetic thrill that touched every opera-
tor's breast.

"Look at the spectacle, not as a cold,
cruel, conscienceless, commercial con-
cern,, but as a manly, brotherly, char-
itable*, Christlike consideration. Was
the apostle's test of Christian spirit
ever more adequately applied: 'Bear ye
one another's burdens and bo fulfill the
law of Christ."

"Is it anarchy to stand for the pro-
tection of human life*to stand for short-
er hours of labor and better pay? to
combat child slavery and the sweat shop?
to give your scant earnings to help your
feilow men? If these are the acts of an-
archy, then ascribe me an anarchist, and
Iwillwear proudly the appellation.

"Thifi struggle is not between union
and non-union worker, but between
woiker and oppressor. It Is the strug-
gle of the age3—from Pharaoh to Pat
C'n'.houn.

NEW YORK, Sept. 2.—Married three

times, twice divorced, Cinclno Cepek, 76,

a wealthy Bohemian farmer living at

South Park, secured a marriage license
yesterday to wed Mrs. Caroline Phlager,
aged 60, a domestic.

Cepek's matrimonial difficulties have

been prominent inthe records of the com-
mon pleas court. Shortly after hlB first

wife died an advertisement in the per-
sonal column of a newspaper resulted in
his becoming acquainted with a widow

in Indiana. A brief courtship was fol-

lowed by a wedding.
Cepek was the defendant in a suit for

divorce within a few months. The wife

received the decree and was granted ali-
mony.

In less than a year after his appenr-

ance In the divorce court Cepek applied
for another marriage license. His bride
was the woman from whom he had been
separated by the courts. This marriage

was even less happy than the first. In

her second suit for divorce Mrs. Cepek

reiterated charges of cruelty made at the

first trial.
Cepek put In the claim that he had

deeded a large amount of property over
to her and wanted an accounting. She

offset this by saying that money left

her by a former husband was In Cepek's
