Doctors Rosecrans, Apple, Ellis and
Sulllvan followed Britt to his quarters
in the far corner of the park and stripped
off the rubber bandages and made an
examination. Drs. Apple, Ellls and Sul-
livan were unanimous in their statement
that the injury was a fracture and dis-
Jocation of the lower end of the ulna,
 the innermost of the wrist bones.

g Doctors Near Fight

Dr. Rosecrans dissented from this opin-
jon and the doctors got into a pretty
wrangle among themselves which for a
moment threatened to develop into an
unscheduled contest. The dissenting sur-

_ geon started to go away, but was called
back and eventually reversed his judg-
ment to coincide with that of the other

‘three. Whether it was a genuine fracture

or not, Britt showed such intense suffer-
fng while the doctors were manipulating
_ his wrist that the tears rolled unchecked
down his cheeks.

“] was utterly helpless,” he said. I
could not even hold up my left hand
" after I broke it. I had no guard for
_ Gans' left and no punch except with my
~ right.”” The fight while it lasted was a
glugging match, but it was perfectly evi-
_ dent to every trained observer that Britt
had no chance to win from the negro
For the first time in his life he was out-
" matched. It could not have been summed

up more accurately than by Gans him-

gelf when he said on quitting the ring:

*] saw that I had him outclassed. It

could not have lasted more than a couple

of rounds longer."

The very thing happened to Britt was
prophesied by newspaper men at the
ringside before the fight had gone three
rounds.

Britt's lack of coolness was partly re-

» sponsible for the miserable ending of tho
fight. From the first tap of the gong he
appeared overeager. He was not content
to take the advice of his seconds to make

Gans do the leading but he rushed head-
long into quarters that developed an Iin-
evitable slugging match In which the
champion had by far the advantage.

It looked as though Britt was trying
\for a knockout blow from the first round

* or apparently giving little thought 10
the fact that there were twenty rounds
to go and that he was up against the
cleverest man of his class the ring has
produced.

; Britt Lands in First

2 In the first round Britt staggered Gans

to the ropes with a left swing on the neck
that had lots of force in it and evoked
wells of admiration and encouragement
from the crowd. In the same round he
also used left and right successively to
the body and face, but took in punish-
ment a straight left on the nose that
slowed him down.

The second round developed a mixup at

. the ropes in which both men exchanged
wviclous rights and left, Gans taking the
advantage. In the third Gans followed
the tactics of crowding Britt to a corner,
and the Californian had his hands and
feet busy working his way out. The round
was even.

Gans drew first blood in the fourth with
a lightning-like straight left that brought
a scarlet stream trickling from the corner
of Britt's mouth. Tt was right after this
that Britt threw all of his strength into a

FROM THE RINGSIDE

SAN FRANCISCO, Sept. 9.—Mission
street from Fourteenth to Fifteenth, in
front of and beyond the limits of Recrea-
tion park was massed with thousands of
people soon after noon. Hundreds of
holders of general admission tickets stood
for hours in solid lines extending far out
Fourteenth street and to Fifteenth street.
Mounted police with difficulty kept un
opening for the Mission cars. Foot offi-
cers in numbers preserved order around
the entrances.

At 1:15 p. m. the ball grounds were
slowly filling up. The total seating ca-
pacity is 16,000,

Shortly before the gates were opened
the management discovered a wholesale
attempt to pack the grounds with bogus
admissions. The police were informad
that several thousand spurious tickets
had been unloaded. This called for a
careful scrutiny of every ticket presented
and resulted in a number of arrests and
much delay at the turnstiles.

Joaquin Miller, the ‘““Poet of the Sier-
ras,” had a ringside seat. There was a
fair sprinkling of women in ‘the crowd.
At 1:20 p. m. the south bleachers rose
to the entrance of the champlon. Gans
came in with his handsome mulatto wife
He wore an ulster and a blue cap and
carried a sult case.

Immense Crowd Present

The high hill back of the Market street
cut overlooking the ball grounds was
black with the people. To cheat them of
their unbought view the management had
erected poles and strung canvas sheets
around two sides of the field inside of the
high board fences. Willie Britt tested the
ropes that formed the eighteen-foot ring,
and which the carpenters had just fin-
ished tautening. The ring platform was
located over the pitcher's box and near
the center of the grounds. Neither fighter
had to put up with the sun in his eyes,
usually an annoying incldent of open alr
contests. The sky was leaden hued and a
chill wind blew from the northwest. Tha
moving plcture machines were stationed
on a high platform west of the ring, so
arranged as not to block the view of the
spectators. ¥
The slowness with which ticket holders
were admitted owing to the circulation
of bogus tickets, augured that the fight
would not begin early. Jack Gleason's
much advertised and doubly anticipated
glee quartet, arranged in place ‘of the
customary preliminary bout, entertained
the crowd.

t 2:20 p. m. betting had gone to 2 to 1
at the ringside, with very little Britt
money to be found. The absence of short
end players was explained, according to
the wise ones, by the fact that practically
all of the big bets, ranging in the small
thousands, were being offered by the Gans
followers. Tex Rickard, who was here
at the head of a big delegation of Nevada
sports, offered odds of 10 to 7 that Gans
would win inside of 18 rounds. Rickard
also offered to bet any amount from $500
to $5000 at 2 to 1 on Gans. He says he
has found no takers. Several bets of $100
to $60 that Gans will win were made at
the ringside. Sam Berger as stake-
holder had a pocket full of gold pleces.

At 2:30 p. m. Bill Jordan, the veteran
announcer, entered the ring and intro-
duced the delinquent quartet. His gen-
tle epithet in announcing them as the
“‘champion four warblers of the world"”
tiekled the humor of the vast crowd and
they got a great reception. They re-
turned the compliment by singing a num-
ber of popular and toplcal songs. You
could hear yells of appreciation In Butch-
ertown. .

Battling Nelson was introduced. He
issued a challenge to Jimmy Britt, re-
gardless whether the latter won or lost.
Frankie Neil, the bantam weight, also
challenged Britt and Nelson. Jimmy
Burns, who Is matched to fight Joe Gans
at Los Angeles September 27, was next
introduced, as also was Houdini, the ac-
tor. Joe Thomas then challenged for
$5000 a side any man of his welght in the
world, young Ketchell of Montana pre-
ferred. The latter at once leaped into the
ring and accepted Thomag' defl,

At 2:4 p. m. a moving picture machine
was dragged into the center of the ring.

In response to requests to arise and
wave hats, handkerchiefs and other arti-
cles the entire crowd of spectators rose
to a man and for several minutes a dem-
onstration took place that is seldom wit-
nessed at any gathering.

Mrs. Gans There

A popular figure at the ringside was
the champlon’s wife, who, honorarily
guarded by a platoon of dusky sports,
had a seat immediately behind the press
bench at the north face of the square.
Mrs. Gans was attired in a long coated
suit of cream colored tennis flannel and
wore a white felt plcture hat surmounted
by a feather plume of brilllant green, set
off by a dotted mesh vell. She took the

Britt was Introduced as a native son of
the Golden West and ‘one of the gamest
boys that ever stepped into g prize ring.
Britt was glven a tremendous ovation.
His seconds were Spider Kelly, Tiv Krely
ing, Frank Rafael and Bob Cornell
Britt was clad in a stryped Turkish bath
robe and red sweater.

Jack Welsh, who refereed the fight,
was then presented to the crowd. Wil-
lie Britt sald that the delay was caused
by Gans insisting on his money being put
up before he entered the ring.

Southern California, in the per-
sen of Miss Florence Sutton, took the
women’s singles Pacific states champion~
ship from Miss Ethel Hotchkliss of Berke-
ley, although Miss Hotchkiss held her
own in the first set up to 4 to 4. The old
tennis maxim that only a Sutton can beat
a Sutton held true, and Miss Florence
won the set with 6 to 4. In the early part
of the second set Miss Hotchkiss again
quite maintained her reputation for good
all around playing, but Miss Sutton's re-
markable steadiness and superior ac-
curacy gave her the set with 6 to 3.
It took five closely contested sets, com-
prising in all sixty-six games, to decide
who should be champlon in men's singles.
Both Melville H. Long, the holder of the
champlonship the past year, and Mr. Mc-
Laughlin, the challenger and winner of
the all-comers tournament, played superb
tennis, and the result was in doubt till
the last ball was hit. The first set fell
to McLaughlin with the score of 13 to 11.
McLaughlin also took the second set af-
ter a game struggle put up by Long, at
6 to 4. In the third set each man won
his service up to 4 to 4. Here Long ral-
lied and by clever placing gained the set,
also with 6 to 4.

The Los Angeles motorcyclists held the
interest of a crowd of nearly 5000 specta-
tors on the old bleachers at Agricultural
park yesterday. There  were twelve
events, all devoted to motoréycles, which
were not'lacking In class.

The meet of yesterday was the greatest
in the history of motorcycle contests in
Southern California, and one which did
credit to the motoreyclists of Los An-
geles, -

While most of the machines entered
were stock motorcycles, not built ‘for
racing, they made a good showing, and
the time made was amything but slow in
most of the events. President' W. G.
Collins of the Motorcyecle club, on his
French Peugeot, was easjly the star of
the day. In the final exciting five-mile
race for two-cylinder cars: hé took first
place, making the last lap in 1 minute
flat, being the fastest time made during
the meet, and only a little short of the
American record of 51 seconds for a mile.
Paul Dérkum was not far hehind Col-
lins, with his . two-cylinder ~Indlan.
Throughout the events this plucKy racer
made an excellent showing for the Indian
motorcycle, winning on the curves what
the more speedy machines would gain on
him down the stralghtaway. The curves

the three contestants had an extra seat
behind his machine.

The race was a four-mile contest.

The first and third laps were run without
the lady, the second and fourth miles with
the lady. /All threa of the woman conte®.
ants proved themselves clever at hopping
on and off the machines while in motion,
The contest was won by G, Blaylock on
his Reading Btandard.

Collins tucked away another event when
he won the club challenge cup race for
members only. This event was opened to
both single and double-cylinder machines.
The double-cylinder raced the first heat,
Jim Mazzil winning first place with his
Curtiss machine. F. Bangay, riding a
Curtiss, also qualified.

Coliins appeared with his single-cylinder
Indian In the second heat, as he thought
the handicap would be too much for the
double-cylinders to overcome in the finals,
Colling, Kehl and Hoag qualified for the
finals. The single-cylinders were given a
45-second handicap in the final heat. This
proved too much for the multiple cyiinder
to overcome, and Colling took first, with
Hoag a close ®econd. Mazzli did some
fine work in this race, but could not make
up the handicap.

Day’s Speed Contest

The. final’ race, a five-mile flying start
event for multiple cylinders, was the
speed contest of the day. Derkum, who
had damaged a cylinder in a former event,
-had his maching repaired and was ready
for the contest. This race was for the
Risdens cup, which must be held three
times in succession for ownership. The
contest was between G. Blaylock on the
Holmes and Hoag, Derkum on the Indian,
and Collins on his Pugeot, dubbed the
“little French.” Blaylock got a fine start
but smashed his crank case in the first
lap, leaving the race between Derkum and
Collins, the two most experienced racers
on the track. Derkum and his Indian put
up a game fight to the last, but the “Lit-
tle French” was too much for him. The
race was won by Collins in 5 minutes 18
eeconds, the fourth lap being made in
1 minute 1 second and the last lap in 1
minute flat.

A meeting of the Motorcyclist club was
held last night at which the races were
voted a great tuccess, and the desire was

were banked so low as to make  the
racers a little uneasy about striking them
at top notch speed.

Star Performer

Another star performer was little Jim
Mazzll, who pushed his speedy Curtis
machine to victory in the two-cylinder
event of the five-mile club challenge cup
race, but could not overcome the handi-
cap against him in the flnals. He made
the five miles from a standing start in
6 mi 3 d . Risden of the
Indian agency was one of the most fin-
ished racers on the course. He took
away the Charles Fuller Gates cup in the
five-mile stock car race, rescued second
place in the one cylinder free for all, and
was a factor to be dealt witly in every
event he entered. G. Blaylock did some
fine work with the Reading Standard and
the Holmes & Hoag machines.

The first event of the day, five miles
for novices, who had never ridden 'in
previous races, was taken in handily by
G. Colt on a Reading Standard, H. Shafer
on & Reading Standard was second, and
the Torpedo, propelled by H. Bhockley,
took third. The time for this event was
6 minutes 46 seconds. 4
The three-mile race.for boys on. stock
machines was won by C. Balk on an In-
dian, E. Koch on a Reading taking sec-
ond, and the third place going to Harry
Smith on a Torpedo. The youngsters did
some good work’in this race, the time
being 3 minutes 59 seconds.

Indian Wins Cup
The Charles Fuller Gates oup for stock
machines in a filve-mile contest went to
C. W. Risden; who rode an Indian ma-
chine. E. A. Fachart tookesecond place
and kept Risden hustling throughout the
five laps, Eckhart was the favorite of
the grand stand In every race he entered.
Risden made the filve laps In 6 minutes
and 51 seconds.
The most spectacular and interesting
races of the day were the Australian pur-
suit races. There were two of these novel
events, one for single cylinder machines
and the other for double cylinders. The
contestants were started off one at a
time, following each other a short dis-
tance apart., Every time a machine was
passed it had to drop out of the race un-
til the number left on the track was
gradually reduced to two or three racers,
who fought it out for the last few laps
of the ten miles. g
In the double-cylinder event the Read-
ing Standard took the first two places,
E. W. Hoag coming in first and G. Blay-
lock taking second. The third place went
to Eckhart.
The double-cylinder pursuit race was
the feature of the day, next to the final
event. P. Derkum on his Indian sur-
prised every one in this race by taking
first place away from W. G. Collins and
his French Puegeot., The time in this
race was given out as 12 minutes 50 sec-
onds.
The four-milé team race was not much
of a success. There was much irregular-
ity about mounting and getting under
way. Derkum got a good lead for his
team in the first lap, but it was lost by
the second man in the relay, who could
not get his machine started. Finally the
race was won by team number four, led
by C. W. Risden, who was followed by
