BRISTOL, R. 1., Sept. 14—The announce-
ment of a fourth challenge for the Amer-
ica's cup by Sir Thomas Llplon has re-

vived interest here regarding yachting.
Nathaniel G. Herreshoff, the designer of
the cup defenders of the past fourteen
years, refused today to comment upon the

anticipated race next year, but itis known
that he has been In conference with for-

mer Commodore E. D. Morgan of the New

York Yacht cluu, who managed the Co-
lumbia In 1901, and also with C. Oliver
Iselin, who had charge of the Vigilant in
1899 and the Reliance in 1903.

Mr. Iselin was in Bristol last week and
closeted witn Mr. Herreshoff for more
than an hour. From an authoritative
source It has been learned that Herreshoff
had completed preliminary designs for a
ninety-foot yacht according to the so-
called universal rule.

GLASGOW. Scotland,' Sept. 14.— William

Fife, to whom the commission for de-

signing Sir Thomas Lipton's new chai-
lenger for the America's cup has pro-
visionally been given, worked on plans

and models nearly all the summer, but it

was impossible for him to complete them,
as no decision had been arrived at as to

what rating rule would govern the con-

test.
It is understood, however, that all Mr.

Fife's experiments were in the direction

of producing such a boat as would be
built for racing under the new interna-

tional rule, now accepted by the yacht
racing associations of all the European
countries.

Therefore, it is believed that the chal-

lenge sent through the Royal Yacht club
stipulates this ririe or the rule favored by
the New York Yacht club for its home

racing, which gets the same results by
different methods.
It was at first proposed to build the

challenger at the Falrlie yards, but this
is now doubtful. Sir Thomas, In chal-
lenging through the Royal Irish Yacht

club, cjesires to have his yacht more Irish
than ever, and negotiations willbe opened
with a Belfast firm to build the Sham-
rock IV-.

of this rule- the guilty party shall be
ruled off.

George Rose and Barney Schreibcrspent yesterday afternoon at Baldwin's
ranch in consulation with "Lucky" Bald-
win over the proposition to build the
track at Arcadia. George Rose and Bar-ney Schreiber are men who have handled
many race track propositions and they
have financial backing to put through any
scheme they may decide to undertake In
Southern California.

Rose said yesterday: "You may say
there willbe racing near Los Angeles
this winter. Iam not prepared to say
it willbe at Arcadia, but at present the
Arcadia proposition looks best to Mr.
Schreiber and me."

After several hours' consultation in the
Baldwin residence the three men went
out to look ov«?r the location of the pro-
posed track.

They were much handicapped in their
negotiations by the absence of A. M.
Allen, the race track builder who con-
structed Tanforan, Ascot and many other
•western courses, and who was expected
to arrive yesterday morning with plans
and estimates for the proposed track at
Baldwin's ranch.

If Allen had been present some moredefinite conclusion might have been
reached. Rose has just arrived from New
York for the purpose of negotiating for
a location for winter racing track and
Schreiber has been here some time wait-
ing tr)e arrival of his associates.

The two men seemed to be pleased with
the Baldwin ranch location and late In
the evening became more talkative about
plans. They say that if they succeed
in making satisfactory arrangements for
the Baldwin ranch track work willbe
begun immediately and there willbe rac-
ing by Thanksgiving.

Stables will be put up first to care
for horses from Seattle that willbe com-
ing south, now the racing season there
Is closed. If stables cannot be put up
fast enough tents willbe stretched, say
the promoters.

Many Will Ship
The three men are anxious to get the

proposition under way in order that own-
ers of racing stock may ship their horses
here when the Meadows, Sheepshcad Bay
and Seattle tracks are completed. If
racing is assured for Southern California
many of the owners will ship here in
place of Oakland and elsewhere during
the winter months. a
Mr. Hose stated last night probabiv.

no definite statement would be ready be-
fore Monday. He would not say what
price Mr. Baldwin had asked for tho
land. The original figure was $1000 per
acre, but through some channel it reached
the ears of Rose and Schreiber the price
had been raised to *1500\ This tliey re-
garded as unreasonable.

Mr. Allen was here/ some days before
the arrival of Mr. Rose, and he made
a thorough inspection of. the Baldwin
race course before he started north. He
seemed favorably pleased with the lo-
cation, but did not approve of the work
being done there at the present time.

Before leaving New York Mr. Rose

stated that Los Angeles and Southern
California wanted racing and he was
coming to supply the demand. In select-
ing a site he wishes to get outside the
municipal Jurisdiction in some place

which is likely not to be Incorporated.

Baldwin's ranch presents the best loca-
tion in this respect, as only the state
government will have jurisdiction.

Those
who have watched him rise in the prize
fight game say he is not nearly so heady
as Gans. He relies for victory or dig-
ging in from the start and Ending tell-
ing blows.
