"In fact, everything is big, but that Is
not all. It is a substantial structure of
brick and steel ( built on lines of beauty
and utility. The superstructure consists
of sixteen steel pillars along each side,
upon each pair of which rests one of the
150-foot steel truss arches, each weigh-
ing nineteen tons. These symmetrical
arches, which carry the roof, also carry
the balconies, which are suspended on
heavy steel rods. The ground floor is of
concrete covered with polished hard-
wood, and Its first testing willocme with
the opening ball on a date not yet
named. The walls are of brick, finished
In buff cement, presenting a handsome
and typical California exterior.

"The construction of the auditorium has
been carried on by the Al Malalkah Au-
ditorium association, an incorporated
body, vlth the following officers, who
have been active In the w"ork: John W.
Edwardß, president; M. W. Everhardy,
vice president; Charles P. Wager, secre-
tary; Melville C. Adler, treasurer, and
Ben N. Powers. When finished the prop-
erty willhave cost about $150,000, and It
Is now completely financed and no shares
of the stock can be purchased.

"This last Investment by the Masons
raises the aggregate In the city to a
vast sum, and willfor all time put an
end to troublesome and expensive expen-
ditures when a large number of candi-
dates appear and must be conducted
across the burning sands of an imaginary
desert, but what is declared as its great-
est accomplishment Is the provision of a
suitable oasis, where the zem-zem may
flow with a jayous ripple.

"It also solves the problem of housing
great political conventions and exposi-
tions, or other things calling for large
floor space and seating accommodations
for spectators."

tive Daughters have, helped to preserve
the old landmarks of their state and In
this way alone they leave a priceless her-
itage to posterity.

Arrowhead parlor No. 149, N. D. G. W.,

of this city was organized February 12.
1906, with a charter list of forty members.
This has more than doubled now. Past
Grand President Eva T. Bausslnnis of
La Esperanza parlor No. 24, Loe Angeles,
was instrumental in organizing the local
parlor. MissLottie Frith is now president
of the parlor.

From a most humble beginning twenty-
one years ago, the order of the Native
Daughters of the Golden West now
claims a membership of more than 5100,
which is being rapMly augmented by the
young women of the Golden 'West.
