Those who have seen the champion In action before re-
marked on the number of times he opened Burns wide, and then failed to con-
nect withhis star wallops, and at other times, after leading Jimmy into what
ought to have been a sleep producer he refused to tnrow his weight behind it
and finish the show.

And there may bo a reason for all this. Immediately after the fight Isaia
to Willie Keefe, who was Gans' chief second: "What are you fellows doing.'
Stalling for a return match?"

"No, sir," said Keefe.
"Then why didn't Gans put him away when he had the chances'/"

GANS TAKES NO CHANCES
"Well, I'll tell you," said Keefe. "I figured that it would bo better not to

take any chances, so told Joe Just to cut this guy up and win on a decision."
So If Willie Keefe is to be believed G'ans did not try to knock Jimmy Burns

out. and there is no telling that he would have been able to do so had he tried
it. Burns fought a remarkably game fight, and came up to the scratch an
the way.

The remarkable dlsulay of rlngcraft on the part of the champion was tne
principal item of interest for the spectators. Soon after the gong tapped for
the opening round he began to work In and around Burns and keep the latter
on the move. Joe gave his opponent but little chance to get set, and when it
came to rushing Jimmy was teased out of things by the long brown arm whlcn
shot out its length untila glove was resting against his face.

But the sports at the ringside didn't take any too kindly to he way Uans
¦was flghlng. "Why don't you do something when you have him opened up,
Joe?" they yelled. "Go on and show him how to hit." But Joe was deaf about
this time, and the only advice he heeded, if any, was that of caution poured out
by Willie Keefe.

With the exception of the eighth round Gans was never in trouble. He
seemed to have Jimmy's number before the fight had started, and the much
touted rushes wich Jimmy was to bring into play in annexing the champion-
ship lost all their ferociousness before Gans' long left arm, which he held
straight in front of him and warded off most of Burns' attempts to mix things

at close quarters.

Joe was content to tear loose only occasionally, and when he did Burns was
a sadly bewildered boy. Not that he lost heart before the champion's on-
slaughts, but he was apparently helpless to do anything, and Gans timed him
withJolts and swings .to head and body. At times it looked as though Burns
would be put out, but he always stood up at the end of the rallies and showed
but slightly the effects of the severe gruellings.

It was in the eighth round that the Burns stock was almost at par. Uans
slowed down a trifle, and his defense weakened when Burns whipped over a
hard right to the head at the opening of the period. He tried to keep Burns
away withlight uppercuts, but Jimmy was determined and bored in withleft to
head and left to Jaw. A hard right swing at the gong caused Gans to take
notice, but the damage was slight and Burns' only chance went by.

CLINCHES ALLTHE WAY THROUGH
All through the battle clinches were frequent, and Jeff was forced to sep-

arate the little fellows time and again. It was not a desire to ease up that
kept the men together, but neither wished to give ground before the other and
at times the match took on the semblance of a wrestling bout.

The fight was witnessed by a full house, and one that drew over |18,21»
into the coffers of the Pacific Athletic club. Long before the hour when the
men were to enter the ring the crowd stretched its Jostling length along the
dusty street, which lines he pavilion on the north, and by the time of the first
preliminary the gallery was packed to its full capacity.

Later the reserved seat customers began to throng In, and when Joe Smltn
and Danny Webster, the preliminary boys, went on for their six-round stunt th©
lower floor was well filled. By the time Gans entered the ring there were but
few chairs unoccupied, and when the big battle was in full swing the cushions
were all gone.

TOMMY BURNS LOSES POPULARITY
Previous to the championship fight Tommy Burns lost what little popular-

ityhe had attained by trying to get a pair of gloves for Jimmy which looked
like miniatures of those worn by Gans. There was nothing doing, for Selig

remained firm and refused to be bunkoed, and Burns was finally forced to
give in.

And right here let it be said that Tommy Burns added to the feeling

against him all through the fight between Jimmy Burns and Gans. Althougn

called down by Jeffries time after time, the almost champion of the heavy-

weights kept up a string of abuse toward Joe Gans, and his coaching from
Jimmy's corner was the only obnoxious feature of an evening of perfect sport.

Among the things which Tommy Burns did fall to do 'was to accept a chal-
lenge hurled at him by Young- Peter Jackson, which had a string attached to it
in the shape of a $5000 bet. Tommy made no response when Announcer Cook
recited this fact, although Peter was on hand with enough money to post a
forfeit guaranteeing the full sum.

After the announcing was over and the men in the ring the wrangle over
the gloves occurred. It seemed that the two sets of special mitts ordered by

Lord Fauntleroy were not quite the candy, as one pair seemed much smaller
than the rest. This pair Tommy Burns immediately grabbed, but Ben Seligs

"holler" was effective and Burns gave them up after a long argument.

NO EXCUSE FOR ARGUMENT
But there was no excuse for the argument at all, except In Its preliminary

stages. Instead of leaving itto Referee Jeffries both Selig and Burns told their
troubles to an outsider at the ringside, and when he finally did do as they
wished the result did not suit Burns and another row was in full bloom.

After tho men had weighed in under the required notch it did not take
them long to begin work. The conference with Jeffries inregard to rules was
short, and the gong sent them together slowly.

Right at the start Gans showed his marvelous strength by keeping Burns
away from him when Jeffries ordered them to break from the clinches. Jimmy

did his best to push Joe round the ring, but Guns held his ground and without
trying to edge Burns away stood firm.

In the second round Gans showed how easy it was for him to open Burns
up, and he also showed that he did not care to take advantage of the play.

The champion kept Jabbing- Jimmy away from him and finallyallowed the latter
to come In close and swing. Joe was under the blow illa flash, but he made no
effort to retaliate on the Jaw within easy reach.

In the following round Joe displayed that ring science which makes him
the acknowledged master of allcomers. He let loose for the first time and haa
Burns all over the ring In whatever position he wished. Tommy Burns' line

of talk was also a feature, but one which was apparently not relished by the
spectators.

In the ninth round Jeff made Tommy shut up for a while, and when things

got to moving Gans tore Jimmy's face open with a series of left jabs. He had

the other man's nose badly skinned up and in the following round forced tne
pace a bit.

BURNS FAILS TO LAND
Joe went to Jimmy in the eleventh and Burns worked like a blind man.

His swings went everywhere but into Gans, and where he swung ten times tne
challenger connected once. Gans liked this and landed half a dozen good ones
in a fierce rally.

Gans' best round up to then was the fourteenth. He timed his rights to

the Jaw, and when not in close quarters kept the left jab working to Burns'

face. Jimmy's lip and face were choppen open, and when the bell sent him to

his corner he was bleeding profusely.

From that time on there was nothing to it but Gans, and ho made it look

decidedly gloomy for Burns In the seventeenth. He started the round by forc-

ing Jimmy and wallopirg him with both hands all over. Burns could not get

even close to the champion, and rights and lefts to the face at close quarters

They clinched, talking in the clinches.

Round Seven

Gans danced away from a rush and

went to a clinch later. Burnß clinches
and hangs on. Burns lands right and
left on neck. Burns swung hard right
to Gans' face. Burns almost swung him-
self off his feet and Ga"hs laughed. Gans
pokes lefts to nose. They spar and Gans

puts straight right to face and they go

to a clinch. Burns puts hard left to neck
and gets hard left to kidneys. They
fought furiously, both landing on face
and body.

Gans feints and Burns rushes to a
clinch. Burns tries another rush but

cannot land. Burns tries overhand for
head but goes over his shoulder. Gans
stayed on defensive so far this round.
