/ SAN FRANCIC6O, Oct. I.—The storm re-
mains nearly stationary over the plateau re-
gion. It has caused cloudy weather over the
entire Paclfc slopo and rain over the region

of Washington. Utah, Idaho and the extreme
northern portion of California. The pressure is
rising rapidly ovei the northern portion of
the Pacific slope, which willcause the weather
to clear over the greater portion of California
by Wednesda; night.

Further, the city had granted the de-

dendant a permit to do the work, and

ho had not transferred his permit to

the sub-contractor, and waa therefore

liable.
This argumen' convinced the court, and

the case was allowed to go to the jury.

Luce sued for $10,000. When the verdict

was announced tho defendant's attorneys
immediately gave notice for an appeal,

and were granted time to prepare the
necessary papers.

G. P. Lute, a former loeomotivee engi-
neer in the employ of the Santa Fe,
was awarded a verdict of J2700 yesterday
by a juryIn department 5 of tho superior
court, against Andrew Holloway, a Pasa-
dena contractor, for personal injuries
received in a railroad wreck, which tho
plaintiff claimed was caused by the neg-
ligence of the defendant.

The accident occurred August 3, 1906,
at Pasadena. Luce was in charge of a
passenger train running to Los Angeles.
His engine was derailed at a crossing,
where the street was being graded by a
sub-contractor, who had carelessly scat-
tered some of the loose earth on the rails.
