Old Railroad Man Killed

OAKLAND,Oct. 2.—While crossing the
Southern Pacific company tracks at the
West Oakland yards this morning Louis
Kock, an old employe of the company,
was struck by an Alameda local train
and sustained injuries from which he
died half an hour later.

A. Gartenlaub, president of the Pa-
cific Coast Seeded Rais!n company, said
the Inability to get cars has checked
all buying activity and unless imme-
diate relief Is obtained deliveries from
the growers must be stopped.

It Is pointed
out that raisins are a commodity that
must reach tho eastern market in time
for the Thanksgiving trade; otherwise
a large part of the crop is unsalable.

at long range was Impossible for the first
hour.

Nearly 200 members of clubs took part
in the first day's hunt. When the shoot-
ing began the birds flow around In circles
from one preserve to another, confused
and not knowing where to light. This was
a picnic for the hunters, who kept their
gun barrels hot pouring volley after vol-

ley into the circling mass of birds when-

ever they came near enough, and they
were never very tAx\ off.

Many ot the clubs left off shooting early
and all the members retired to return for
Sunday's shoot. A few remained to spend

a couple of days shooting. These will
probably scare the ducks away to the
other numerous preserves and willhave
poor shooting for Sunday as a result.

Members of the Westminster Gun club
report such good luck that they had to
call off the hunt at 8 o'clock as most
every one had the limitby that time. The
following were there to partake of the

There was some difficulty,
however, about the water being turned
Into the right ponds and the members
did not get the early limitthey expected.

They say, however, they expect to make
up for the first day's failure In the next

week or so. There are two wells on the
preserve that are used for filling the
ponds where the ducks feed. These wiU
be kept busy and«the right ponds willbe
filled up In a few days.

The Domtngijez Gun club reports a
great shoot on Tuesday. The ducks were
thick and they were big fat ones. It was
not a question of getting the limit so
much as selecting the big birds, and the
members made the best of their oppor-
tunity.

TO AGREE
CONFERENCE DELEGATES FAIL

The parents of the unfortunate stu-
dent willbring the body south with
them.

What led Silent to go to Felt lake
when he had left his fraternity home
withthe avowed intention of going to
San Jose to visit his mother is a mys-
tery yet unsolved.

Since the death of the first student
who drowned in Felt lake the univer-
sity students have avoided the place.
In fact the Stanford authorities advise
all boys to keep away from the lake
because of the danger of getting tan-
gled in the tules, where one can aelther
swim nor float.

This consideration makes the friends
of Silent believe that he may have been
the victim of foul play. They say It Is
unlikely he would have wandered to
the lonely spot alone and gone swim-
mining In the place avoided by allstu-
dents unless he were out of his right
mind or was inveigled to the place by
enemies.

Felt lake Is hidden among the hill*
about two miles from the university.
It is a small lake made by damming
up a small ravine. The lake Is sur-
rounded by tules and willows. Young
Silent is the second, student who has
come to an untimely end In the treach-

erous waters of the littlelake. Nearly
two years ago a young student, grad-
uate of the Santa Ana high school,
went swimming in the lake and get-
ting tangled up among the tulles,
where he could not swim, was drowned.

Second Drowning

"STANFORD UNIVERSITY. Oct. 2.—
-

The body of Chester D. Silent was dis-

covered by two fellow students. It

was floating face downward In Felt
lake. Near It was a boat which Is

usually moored at the shore. It Is be-
lieved Silent went swimming and wais
seized with cramps. However, he was,
a powerful swimmer, and this lesJOs
many to suspect that he was the vic-
tim of foul play."

This telegram was received yester-
day. When the news was telegraphed
to the office of Edward D. Silent he was
absent with the party which had been
searching all day yesterday in the
country surrounding Los Angeles In
hopes that the young man seen by H.
M. Hoke Saturday morning near the
Palms might prove to be young Silent.

Thn news was telephoned to Mr.
Silent at his home last night.

Mr. Silent said he had received no
message from his father or mother,
who are In Palo Alto, confirming the
newspaper dispatches about finding the
body. He was worn out by his search

of yesterday and the effort of the pre-
ceding day, and he wag greatly de-
pressed ocer the news from Stanford,
as were all the relatives and friends of
the young boy.

The following message was received
from San Jose, Csl., yesterday:

"SAN JOSE, Oct. 2.
—

The sheriff was
notified today that a young man an-
swering the description of Chester
Silent, the missing Stanford student;
was seen this morning near Los Gatos.
Deputies have gone to look for him."

BRIGHTON RESULTS
STANFORD UNIVERSITY,Cal.. Oct.

2. The body of Chester Silent of Los
Angeles, the student who has been
missing from the university for the
past eleven days, was found this after-
noon in Felt lake, three miles back of
the campus. The body showed evi-
dence of having been In the water for
some time and a hasty examination re-
vealed that the skull was fractured.
Whether this was the result of acci-
dent or of a murderous blow willbo
determined by the coroner's Inquest.

The body was found floating face

downward and an empty rowboat was
drifting along the opposite shore. The
theory advanced now Is that young
Silent had gone out shooting and either
accidentally shot himself or had fallen
out of the boat while hunting. The
theory Is borne out by the absence of
his shotgun from its usual place In his
room. The gun, however, has not' been
found.

The Masonvwas considerably less than
half filled last night, which is a pity, as
the excellent acting both of Miss Nether-

Miss Nethersole, as was to have been
expected, again displayed complete art in
depicting the character of Marianne; and
Frank Mills as De Pogia and Lawrence
Grant as Le Breuil gave capital renditions
of their respective roles. The rest do not
much matter, though the minor parts ire
well filled. Mr. Millsand Mr.Grant both
made the mistake of accepting a curtain
call after their supposed death, and the
audience laughed, perhaps glad of any
excuse to relieve the gloom of the play.

Miss Nethersole's Art

In the second act, the wife of Max d«
Pogls, Marianne's first husband, having
died in the Interim, De Pogia threatens
to take from her the child, because, as
he explains, he is unwilling to have his
son brought up under the Influence of
his Guccessor. Marianne consents that
the child shall pass half of each year
with hit, father and the father takes
him away.

Real Drama Begins
¦Now all this has been pretty prosy

stuff, but wait. The third act shows
Marianne again under De Pogls' roof.
The child has been desperately 111, but Is
convalescent. De Pogis comes to her and
seeks to explain away and apologize for
his conduct of five year9 ago which had
led to their divorce. The woman declines
to listen.

In her room she bolts the doors and
prepares to relre. Then comes a knock.
De Pogis demands admiselon. He is re-
fused. Through the bolted door he calls
the name of the child and then remains
silent to her agonized entreaties to know
If the boy Is worse. Finally she opens
the door and the man rushes into the
room.

Then follows a highly dramatic scene,
admirably played by both Miss Nethersole
and Mr. Mills, in which the woman, at
the last, confesses her love for her
child's father, forgets her remarriage and

remembers only her old love, her old
patrton.

The fourth act shows Marianne's return
to her father's home, her confession first
to her mother and later to her husband
of the wrong she had commltter, her com-
plete abasement before Le Breuil and
the final encounter between the two men,
in which Le Breuil deliberately throws
both himself and De Pogls over a preci-
pice to certain death. Following their dis-
appearance the stage is empty for a half
minute—a minute, maybe. Then comes
Marianne, with her son, as yet unaware
of the tragedy. The boy picks some
flowers, and she gathers him up In her
arms, holding him tight to her breast. It
is the end.

Once taking for granted the curious
legal provision which forms the basis
for the plot and having sat through two
acts which are little short of' soporific,
the audience receives Its reward. In
the first act Marianne, who has divorced
the father of her child before the drama
begins, promises to marry George Le
Breuil, not because she loves him, but
because she respects and admires him
and because she feels that her eon needs
a father's care. Meantime her first hus-
band has himself remarried.

In "The Awakening" the first act was
prosy. In "The Labyrinth" the first act
is not prosy alone, It is really dull;and
it is not until the curtain rises on the
third act that the drama makes any
very potent demands upon the imagina-
tion of an American audience. In other
words, *a. Hervieu, seated at his desk,
has written the Introduction to a novel
of Balzaclan length and, the Introduction
out of the way, has completed his work
in moving short story style, with a
climax that Is melodramatic enough for
a Main street audience.

Opening Acts Are Dull

"The Labyrinth," presented at the
Mason last night by Miss Olga Nethersole
and her company, is in some respects

the most interesting play of her present

repertoire, and probably the most difficult
for an American audience to understand.
It is easy, very easy, to mistake Its
Import. Regarded as an argument
against divorce It Is unfair for the reason

that the dramatist holds a brief for only

one side of the cr.se. He shows us the
evils following the legal separation of a
man and woman whose union has been
productive of a child. But he does not
show us the causes leading up to that
separation. On the other nand, if it were
designed, in the original, as a protest
against the French law which -forbids
the remarriage of a man and a woman
who have once *been divorced, surely
American audiences may be pardoned
their failure to regard seriously a preach-
ment against conditions which do not
obtain here, even though the argument
be put in dramatic form.

As 1 said, the play is easily mlsunde£
stood. Idid not see it last year, and
with only a single presentation in mind
Iapproach the task of a serious review
with considerable reluctance. Regarded
merely as an exhibitio: of stage craft
the Hervieu drama has glaring faults.
Like the same author's "Awakening,
presented by Miss Nethersole Monday
night, "The •Labyrinth" Is weakest in;

its beginnings.

Wm. R. Ruess, sales manager of the
White garage of this city, is now In the
east, where he is studying new 1908 pro-
ductions In automobiles.

He expresses himself as greatly
pleased with the new Pope Toledo, and
believes it will do wonders in the speed
line. The small Pope Toledo has been
out of the factory some time £nd a dem-
onstrator was received in Los Angeles
about a month ago. Not one of the
large machines has reached the coast
yet, but a demonstrator Is expected
shortly.

oelective type of transmission of the
most Improved model is to bu used on
the new 1908 Pope Toledo. The exact
horse power of the new machine is.not
given in the letter from the factory, but
it willbe in the neighborhood of 50 horse
power.

A semi-splash oiling system will be
used, different from any oiling device
now in use. The machine ,will have
double Ignition like many of the other

1908 model cars. The engine will be
cleaner and more accessible than in the

1907 machine.*
The top brackets will be arranged so

that the top will be parallel with the
car when -folded back. The metal around
the steering gears, valve levers, throttle
levers and the levers of the transmission
and brake willall be of gun metal. Many
dealers believe that gun metal and other
metals of somber color will displace gay
brass trimmings on machines of the
future. The brass looks nice enough when
clean, but as a rule it is tarnished unless
daily attention is given to it.

The laws Pope Toledo is to have many
departures, and perhaps more radical
changes from last year than any other
machine. One novel change will be in
the location of the gasoline tank, which
will be placed in the rear and beneath
the car, from where the gasoline willbe
pumped into a small reservoir over the
carburetor. Under the front seat space
willbe arranged for two suit cases which
will be built in like dresser drawers, and
will be used for carrying articles of
clothing when on tours.

A big step towards solution, of the ques-
tions under dispute was made when the-
managers of the U. S. C. and Occidental
teams finallysigned a dual agreement, to
be signed by the presidents of the- two
universities today and to bind the two
colleges for four years.

The agreement Is as follows:
"Manager "W. R. Crane of Occidental

college and Manager Carll Hunt of U. S.
C. hereby agree to (recommend) a four-
year agreement— thfct Is, to bind their
respective Institutions as regards the
eligibility of allathletic contestants. Be-
ginning September, 1908, all contestants
must be of college rank and all must be
In residence at least one year and pass
in twenty-four hours of college work,
unless entering as freshmen for the 1first
time in an American college withat least

twelve units of academic credits.
"Allother points shall be governed by

the agreement (called a conference agree-
ment) made between Pomona and O. C.
June, 1907. (Signed)

Representatives of the five colleges of
Southern California met in conference
yesterday afternoon to discuss the much-
disputed question of elegibility. Some of
the schools want to include their preps,
as they cannot get up a team without
them. Others have plenty of material
in their college students and are willing
to have their preps kept out. The gen-
eral result of the discussion on this point
resulted in an understanding that col-
leges having less than seventy-five men
in the higher school would not be re-
quired to exclude preps.

Another point taken up was the resi-
dence clause. Some of the schools fa-
vored letting freshmen play. Others
favored keeping new men out one seme-
ster, and still others believed the flrst-
year men should be Included for the en-
tire first year of their 'college course.
The colleges willmeet again Wednesday
to continue the conference.
